In order to ascertain the length of the roots of
corn, I planted a stalk in au artificial mound,
oouie feet higher thau the earth, and when
grown, fastened it to a stake, and then, by a
stream of water, washed the mound away, so as
to leave the roots perfect in their entire length.

And if the soil be broken up to the depth of
Out five or six inches, some four feet or more of
root, and all the power cf contributing to the
nourishment of the atalk possessed by it, are
lost. Corn cannot attain its full size or excel-
lence in poorly prepared soils.

Every observer is aware that the atmosphere,
during tho growing seasons of the year, is
warmer than the soils, and therefore the larger;

ith adjacent soils not similarly treated. Dew.s

and rains, also, during summer, arc much
warmer than the soil, and in passlug through it
part with thai heat beneath the surface, iustead
f doing so while running over the surface, ns in

shallow plowed laud.
All the chemical changes which occur in the

soil which are increased as before described,
gire out heat, and this tends to elevate the tem-
perature. The more rapid and constant decay
of organic matter also tetids to bl.icken the soil,
and thns render it capable of receivingthosun's
heat to a greater depth. The freezing of such
soils will be found 10 occur to a s depth than
in ahallow ploughed land, for when winu r ap-
proaches, a at all ether times, it contains no
excess of water to be frozen; and duriug winter,
the melting of suow and-ic- e enn pass down
through the Foil, and be delivered at the under-drain- s,

instead of boing froseu wheu occupying
the spaces between the panicles of the upper
portions of ihe oil.

Soils not uuder-drainc- aro rendered cold by
the evaporation of excess water from the sur-

face. The rationale may be thus understood.

and subsoiled laud, must come in coutact with
surfaces colder than iteelf, aud there deposit
the water. Wheu ao deposited, it is always
highly charged with those gases which a'rcj

Thin sowing is aow common in England, 03
nnder-drained- , aud deeply disintegrated soils.
Thus a single bushel of wheat when sown in:
such soils, will throw out tiller-root- s, so as to
throw up plants covering the vacant spaces; and
a few quarts of seed take the place of a bushel.
But in shallow-plowe- d land this tilleriug will

character, while the absence of excess of mois
ture does notfuruish the cotiditious which many
valueless plants require for their germination.

This is a practical question, which has been
clearly settled by all those who have owued
farms drahied tweuty years ago. It should be
borne iu mind that but few crops give a net
profit to the grower, of more than twenty per
cent, of their gross amount ; therefore, if ihe crop
oe incrcaseu twenty per cont., the profit is dou-
bled; aud we know of many instances where the
increase has been fifty c'r cent., and in some
cases one hundred per cent.

The difficulties which a few years ago sur-
rounded the practicability of under draiaiug,
subsoil ploa iug, aud deep rurface-glowin- no
longer exiM. Drain tile aic now made in all
parts of the Union, and at moderate price. The
machines themselves for making these tile, can
be purchased for about one hundred dollars, and
wherever a clay bank cau be found, they may
be put in operation, manufacturing many thou-
sands per day.

He said ho had learned
the livery men of his vicinity, the use of carrots
and uow he bells his whole crop to them at 50c
per bushel, aud he raises about 1000 bushels to
the acre, clearing fully four hundred dollars to j

the acre. I he carrot was an cxcciiout anicio
of food for cattle.

He then explained, at soma length, the mode
of cultivating enrrots. Tho seed, he aaid, was
a thin wchIv seed, and very tender. If placed
over a half an inch deep iu the soil it rotted. If
planted at a less tlepil; it tuiKea. ms ptan was
to plant radishes aloug with the carrots, which
germinated rapidly, shaded the latter from the
sun, ami give them protection. When the rad-

ishes are pulled up they loosen the soil, ami al-

low tho air and moisture to penetrate, and the
process makes the very best of cultivation for
the carrots. If not pulled up, a roller will
crush and kill them, without d.imn-in- g the car-ro- t.
