It was
but natural that they should attempt by indi-
rection what their predecessors boldly
avowed; and, in accordance with nature, we
find the Whig party making its great issunes
upon a National Bank and a High Protective
Tariff, the tendency of both of which was the
great and overwhelming centralization of
power in the General Government. These
principles, together with sll the others that
have from time, either by the accession of
factions temporarily to its ranks, or from other
causes, been made an issue of the Whig
party, have been successively repudiated; and
after every repudiation by the people of
these principles, the party when it again
arose, did so upon anew platiorm. Thus the
Whig party was driven from one thing to
another, until, in 1852, it was utterly demol-
ished, since which period a combination of
disloeated and discordant fragments of parties,
in some of the States, has met with tempo-
rary trinmphs withont any prineiples what-
ever.

“Life on shipboard was regular and order-
ly. There was a time for everything, and
everything was in its place. Captain Kane
and the officers were untiring in the dis-
charge of the duties of their post, and the|
men appeared countented and hearty. The
ship was abundantly provisioned, and the
diet was wholesome and varions. At seven
bells, or about 7' o’clock in the morning,
all hands turned out. Breakfast was taken
at ei The duties of the ship were then
performed; the decks were cleansed, and
things were put in order for the day. Sledge
parties were then inted, for the sake of
exercise, and short trips were made in differ-
ent directions, for two or three miles, By
the time the parties had all returned to the
ship it was nearly noon. At four bells—2 |
o'clock—dinner wasserved.  Alfter this there |
was nothing to do, except toread, talk, laugh ,
il there was anything to langh at, keep warm,
and be jolly. Another meal presently fol-
lowed, and at 9 to 10 o'clock at night the
ship and all in it were silent; the lights, ex-
cept those sbove desk, were extingnished,
and the watches were set. This, with very
slight variation, was the regular routine on
board the ship during the whole period of
nearly two years.’
