It is applicable alike to the Slatea and to the
Territories, and in each case it appeals lo the
constitution for its sanction. And because non-
intervention docs thus rest on the constitution
men of reflection, and all gtd democrats assert
it to be a test of democracy not that it U doc-

trine founded ou the principle that tho govern-
ment of the United has no right to interfere or
to intervene in t.rovidiogthe iniatory Hteps for
governments for the Territories, but njton the
priuciple that Congress has not the pover
under the constitution to proceed tt determine
the character of it locator domestic institu-
tions The Territory is the prppeity of the
United Statee, anil Congress has express- power
to "make all needful rules and regulations re-

specting it' as 'such property; but when this
power is exhausted, and the question arises as
lo the relations subsisting between the govern-
ment and the people of the Territory, and the
natureof the local institutious which .shall ex-

ist whilst it remains in territorial condition,
wo look in vain for its solution in any other
clause of the constitution than that which re
serves to the ptvf le the powers not granted to
the United SStates.

This is unquestionably the true doctrine
on the relations between tho United States
and its Territories. In tho .Constitution of
the United States, the "territory" h consid-

ered simply as property, and the power given

to Congress, to "make all needful rnles re-

specting it," extihdsno further than may be
necessary to secure the property rights of the
United States ; therein. . At the time of the
adoptiou of the Constitution, the term "terri-

tory" seems to imply merely the land owned
by the Uuited States throughout its entire
jurisdiction. Tha term in the Constitution
is in the singular territory, uot territories.
It is not probable that the framersof the Con-

stitution, in giving Congress power to "make
all needful mles and regulations respecting
the territory aud other property belonging to
the United States," ever in.en.led more than
were protection to the United States as a
landholder.
