Lusiness men, who are constantly in receipt
of alwwst innumerable correspondence,—our
bright-eyed damsels who receive regularly
their liflet doaz from love-sick swains—our
shanghai walking-stick sweils,—or our gruff
and petulant old fogies, actually know the
vast amsount of labor indispensable to this im-
portaut beanch of our business, we venture
the sssertion that no complaints woald be
heard. Jiis not however of those whom the
public is thrown in daily contact with that
we intended to speak especislly of, as their
close attention tc business, gentlemanly de-
portment, and assiduous efforts to please, are
too well appreciated (o require anything from
us, in their behalf. But of those who are
coupected with the mailing department, the
most important of the office, we feel it to
bea duty as well as pleasure, to speak, and
no epcominm that we could pass upon them
would be nnmerited—no praise overwrought.

Undera new arrangement of the Depart-
ment, requiring the direct mailing of great

uantities of matter bherctofore sent to other | 18

offices for distribution, the labor of that de-
partment has increased nearly one hundred
per ceot, while the number of hands remains
the same. Under the old arrangement the
duties were very arduous, and this increase
wust pecessarily require the uaremitting and
almost superabundant labor of the clerks who,
rain or shine, sick or well, must attend to it.

This department is carried on by the
Messrs. Palmer, Boyd, Uline, and Vun Al-
stine, al!’ gentlemanly and accommodating
young men; and if any of the incredulous
would call in at that department, they would
see work done with a dispatch almost unpar-
alleled.

The outlaws in Douglas conaty have burnt
# number of houses, and driven a number of
families, women and children, into Missouri
for refuge.

Latest accounts represent that the law and
order people of the Territory are rallying in
large numbers to the assistance of the Sheriff
of Douglas county in the execution of the
law. He has by this time an overwhelming
force. Sheriff Jones isacting as U. 8. Dep-
uty Marshal for Donglas and Johunson cour-
ties.

Suawxeg Mussion, Nov, 30.

The Marshal has a requisition from the
Governor to arrest forty-two men in Law-
rence, atkl they refuse to deliver themselves
up, and he calls for volunteers. The people
of Lawrence say publicly thatthey will take
Coleman and Joues and hang both of them,

Thy are drilling in open prairie every day
and have five fine pieces of artillory. They
openly bid defiance to the law,
Large vumbers df the law breakers were
seen crossing from Delaware and Leaven-
worth, vesterday, going to Lawrence. A
member of the Legislature was {rom there
yesterday moruning for guns.  'We can only
send them twenty. Jones also sends for a
wagon load of ammunition and for canuon,
immediately.

JEFFERsGN CrTy, Nov. 30,

The Inquirer, of this merning, publishes
dispatches of an exciting character regardiug
Kansas. The substance is as follows:

InpErexpeNce, Nov, 29,

Near Hickory Point, on the Sante Fe road
three Abolitionists, with Sharp’s rifles, went
to the claim of Mr, Coleman, a pro-slavery
man, and ordered him to Jg4ve.  He was al-
lowed ten minutes to leavy, or he wonld be
shot. [e left for a short time, but returned
well armed. Ile met with one of the three
Hicil, whe ranswod hic threats, and attempted
to shoot Coleman, but his gun missed fire.—
Coleman then shot his assailant, who died
immediately. Coleman gave himself up for
trial.

A mob of Abolitionists, armed with Sharp’s
rifles, repaired to Coleman’s house, driving
his wife and children off, burnjing his house
and ordered other pro-slavery men to leave,
and burned their houses. Deputy Marshal
Jones arrested the leader of the mob, and ob-
tained the names of twenty others. Jones
is now at Lecompton with two prisoners and
fifteen or twenty assistants. The Abolition-
ists are gathering at Lecompton, demanding
the release of their comrades and the surren-
der of Coleman. The Governor has igsued a |
