lie Alluuy Rail Road Matters.
7 The No" Albany papers are filled with

discussions on the subject of the intcre t ol

the cori'ation iu tho N. A. ami Sandiukj
Railroad. We regret to see some criminations
and recriminations between the Ledger and

tho Tribune on this subject, inasmuch as lxth
papers are, ostensibly at least, favorable to

,thu great enterprise, and their dissensions

As the question at issue, from the notorie-

ty it is assuming and from its intrinsic merits,
has srniw public interest, we projttse to give
a brief account of the matter, as we under-

stand it. About two years ago propositions

were submitted to the citizens of New Al-

bany to aid in constructing a Railroad from

that city to tho Ohio State line, where it
would connect with other roads leading to
Sandusky; and also another road from the
Falls of the Ohio to Fort Wayne. A propo-

sition was submitted for the city to subscril?
in one orlioth these projects a sum not ex-

ceeding $&0,tM. In accordance with the
requirements of tho law on that subject, a

petition was circulated and signed by nearly

all the voters of the city, asking the city
council to make this suWription, w hich was

done, so far as the Sandusky project was con-

cerned. A decision of the Supreme Court

in another exse, declared this subscription in-

valid, but the last Legislature parsed an act
authorizing the city council to again make

the suWription on the original petition of

the voters. In ' pursuance of Ibid act the
New Albany council snlcriled $400,1 J0 in

the Sandusky road, the Fort Way no project

having been abandoned.
Last spring, as most of our readers are pro-

bably aware, tho Know Nothing lodges vir-

tually apiinted all tho officers of the city

of New Albany. No opposition was made
to their hoimnations, and they selected a city

council a majority of whose members, inclu
ding the Mayor, were hostile lo the road.

Ono of the first acts of this council was to
assess an enormous and unnecessary tax,
nominally for railroad purposes, but really, as
was generally understood, to apply a portion
of the railroad tax to ordinary city purposes

the tax authorized by the charter not lcing
sufficient to meet tho wants of the city
fathers. By this means, loo, the anti-railroa- d

council couM discredit that enterprise by at-

taching to it the odium of the high taxes

with which our sister city is afilictcd.

Thirty wmt on Jhus till the tax came- to be

vollec'led "when that portion of the citizens

opposed to tho city'3 subscription began to

rebel and determined, if possible, to repudi-

ate. Meetings were held and lawyers cm--

ployed to bring tho matter before the courts

and have the subscription annulled. 1 repo

sitions were then made by tho editor of the
Tribune and a few other professed friends of

the enterprise to compromise, byjeducing
the city's suWription to $250,OUO and also

Tlncini the. tax for railroad minuses. The
great mass of the friends of the road, how-

ever, are not willing that the city's subscrip-

tion should be reduced and avow their w

to pay the tax. A number of distin-

guished hwyersamonj; them Judge Dewey,

lata of the Supreme Court have given the
subject a thorough examination and are of

oiiuion that the entire proceedings are legal

and that tho subscriptions can be sustained at

law.
We do not know how this matter will

eventuate, but we should be very sorry to sec

Kew Albany become a repudiating city. Her

citizens have borne heavy burdens and paid

hb'h taxes for objects of less importance than

the Sandusky Railroad, and we should regret

very much to see her flinch at such a crisis,

The defeat of that project would be a severe
blow to New Albany, and she is not now in

a position where she can afford to throw away
any advantages at her command.

Let this road be built and we have no

doubt she will g ahead with a rapidity she
has never yet exhibited. But if it fail the
consequences will be severely felt by her
citizens.

New Publications.
Vie New PnrcJtaie; or, Git ly Years in the

Far Went toy UoU-r- t Carlton, Esq. New

Albany, Ind.: Jno. IL Nunemacher. This h-t-

title of a handsome volume of 170 pages
which has been laid nion our table by the
publisher. This is the second edition of the
work, the first having been issued in New-Yor-

many years since. Tho work is un-

derstood to w written by Rev. Dr. Hall, for-

merly connected with the Indiana State Uni-

versity at Bloomington, but now of Brook-

lyn, Now York. Tho original design of the

work was principally to hold up to public

indignation and ridicule the late Rev. Dr.

Wylie, President of the University, with

whom the author had had a disagreement

which, led to his leaving the College, and

mI "pthc'rsi' The two former gentlemen
having 6ince died, tho tone of the book as to

them is much changed and softened.

Among the individuals who figure iu the
work under fictitious names, are (Jon. AIo-Call-

of Kentucky, ("Col. Wilmar,") tho
late Dr. Maxwell, of Bloomington, (" Dr.

Sylvan,") John M. Young, of Gosjort,
("John Glcnville,") Dr. Jocelyn, ("Prof.
Pjlll.ox,") Rev. John M. Bush, ("Bishop
Shrub,") formerly of this city, but now of
New York, w here he has lecome famous as

tho advocate of some original and singular

religious theories; Prof. Harney, (" Prof,

llarwood,") now the able editor of the Louis-

ville Democrat; Gov. Wright, Gov. Dunning,

W. McKee Dunn, of Madison; together with

many others not necessary to name.
The scene of the w ork is principally laid

iu Monroe and Owen counties, and tho sur-

rounding country. Tho difficulties under- -

one and hardships surmounted by the early

settlers in that portion of Indiana, are vividly
portrayed, and, we suspect, to some extent
caricatured. In some parte of the lxok the
descriptions are very tedious, and loo much
attention is bestowed upon trifles.

the views of ita constituents. Thus far but
little has been done by those friendly to our
organization, more than suggesting the names
of certain indtvidnalu as worthy of the Presi-
dential succession. The claims of but two
persons have been pressed with any earnest-
ness, and much good temper and feeling has
characterized the rivalry of friends. This
latter is as it should be. and, we trust will
bo continued to tho end, for it is auspicious
of giod results. But as the day of the Con-
vention approaches it is judicious and right.
111 our judgment, that the ieople should be
made familiar with the names and merits of
those who will come lefore their delegates
111 the National Presidential Con ventiou.

We have said nothing on the subject hith
erto; but, as the election is now over, aud the
choice of our delegates is near at hand, it
comes up legitimately and properly before
us. The most prominent names that we see
urged iu connection with the post are the fol-

lowing: Franklin Pierce, James Buchanan.
George M. Dallas, R. M. T. Hunter. Ilrnrv
A. Wise, Jesse 1). Bright, Stephen A. Dou- -
'las and illiam Alleu.

There are other respectable gentlemen
sH)ken of, but public opinion, so far as it has
leeu devested, inclines toach iceout of the
list we have put dow n.

I he present Executive, Mr Pierce, will
doubtless have partisans in tho National Con
vention, who base their supiiortupou the fact
that his administration, ln its principal meas-
ures, ha commanded and received tho favor
of the eople, and especially of the Demo
cratic party. Mils vetoes of prodigal and un-
constitutional expenditures the faithfulness
with which he has adhered to a strict con
struction of the Constitution and to the re-

served rights of the States his courage in
enforcing and raaintaing, even against local
Irejudice, national laws his upright fidelity
to tho principles of the organization wtfen
elected him, aud the inexpediency of select
ing an untried over a tried man, will le the
arguments urged by some in his favor, and
will give him, probably, a strong vote.

Tue Battlk GuonxD Jackson Moxu-mkn- t.

The memorable victory achieved by
Gen. Jackson on the 8th of January, 1815, is
at length in tho way of Wing honored with a
suitable monument. Tho New Orleans Cres-
cent says.

"Tho plains of Chalmette the glorious
battle-groun- d of that glorious day are sovu
to Ik signalized by a lofty obelisk". The sjot
so gallantly defended by Brigadier-Gener- al

Andrew Jackson, with a few regular trooiw,
aided by volunteer coriw of this city and
Sute, with some also from contiguous States,
is soon to be pointed out by a public column
to which admiring posterity may turn with
pride a a memento and encouragement to pat-
riotic devotion. ,

The eommisshj.ncrs who wore Apioiuted b"
an act of the Legislature of the State of Lou-
isiana to manage the erection of the monu-
ment have been engaged during tho past few
days with D'Hemecourt, one of the city sur-
veyors, in fixing on a site for it They have
selected a spot, purchased iu the usme of the
State of Louisiana for the purpose, exactly
where ramparts thrown up on the right of tho
American lino of defense, aliottt three hun-
dred yards from the river banks, and near tha
only oint at which the enemy succeeded,
nmid terrible slaughter, in reaching the breast-
works, and where the most desperate slaugh-
ter of the day took place.

"The contra ctors for the erection of the
monument are Messrs. Richards and Shroud.
Its foundation is to be fifty-si- x feet square,
and will be sunk ten feet below the surface.
The exterior of thc monument is to te of
marble. At the surface of the ground the

edestal will cover a space of thirty-eig- ht feet
eight inches square. By stejs, to the height
of ten feet it will decrease to sixteen feet
nine inches square, thc size of the base to the
shaft This itself will Iw one hundred and
forty two feet high. The bight of the top
of tho monument aliove the geneial level of
tho ground will be one hundred and fifty-fiv- e

feet A spiral staircase of two hundred
and ten stairs will lead up the interior to a
landing in the top just ltelow the apex of the
obelisk.

"In the ado(tiou of all the particulars in
relation to the monument thc greatest atten-
tion has been paid lo the combination of
strength with elegant simplicity, and the
requirements of the law of the Slate."
