The New York Observer, in a powerful
article upon the past and present condition
of the Negro race in this country, holds the
following language, which contains facts of
the most incontrovertible character. A few

plain statements like these, by drawing the
mind at once to the true state of the case, is
worth more to overthrow the fine spun theo-
ries of the Abolitionists, than a thousand
lengthy addresses, however" clear in argu-men- t.

Comparisons like these, kill at once
the effect of all the Undo Toms that were
ever written.

When the ancestors of those negroes were
torn from their homes. in Africa, by the
slave-trader- s of Old England and New En-
gland, and placed under the influence of
Christianity at the South, they wero among
the most degraded and miserable of the hu-

tims of bloody superstitions, believers in
witchcraft, and worshippers of the devil.

Degraded as these slaves
may still be, compared with the sons of the
pilgrims of New England, or even with the
mass of laborers in some of the enlightened
countries of Europe, can 3,000,000 or 1,000,-00- 0

negroes, bond or free, bo found in any
part of the world, who can compare for good
condition, physical, intellectual, and moral,
with the 3,000,000 slaves at the South? Has
Christianity, aided by all the wealth of Brit-

ish Christians, done as much during the hist
twenty yeai i for the elevation of the 800,000,
emancipated negroes in the West Indies,
British philanthropists themselves being the
judges of what it has effected there, as it has
done during the same period for the eleva-

tion of our 3,000,000 American slaves?

One of the great instruments of popular ed-

ucation, reaching every family in our State, is
tho Township Library feature, so wisely

adopted in our system of public instruction.
No political community on the- - face of tho
earth has gone beyond Indiana in this benefi-

cial provision for opular education, and no

man can estimate the extent or greatness of
its effect upon the rising generation, and in
the families of our State.

There is, through the benefieence of a phi-

lanthropic individual, a provision of private
bounty, which interests every citizen of our

Stateand which, if wisely and economically
sulministered, will meet a great want of our
people. This provision is, that for Working
Men's Libraries, through the bequest of the
late Mr. McClure ; and well should the asso-

ciations formed in order to become the recipi-

ents of the McClure benefaction, in accord-

ance with the provisions of his will, see to it,
that the fund received is expended in such
way, as best to advance the views of the gen-

erous donor, commemorate his name and do
lasting pub'ic good. It is a sacred public
trust, amounting it is understood, to more than
$50,000, in which every citizen has a deep
interest

As a citizen, having an interest in common
with my fellow-citizen- s, I ask to m ke the
following suggestions as to the modo of mak-

ing this fund most beneficial.
1. Let a comraitce say of three well quali-

fied men, be selected by the several associa-

tions, to aelect a uniform series of books for
the associations, aud expressly adapted to the
wants and feelingB of that class of readers
who are engaged in the active labors of Jife.
The series should be such as would cost $500,
the amount allowed from the McClure Fund
to each association. Such men as Prof. MillsJ

3. Let the contract for furnishing, setts of

these books, for all the associations, be given
to the lowest and best bidder. In order to
effect this, there should be immediate concert
of action among the several associations.
The committee of selection might be author-
ized to make the contract in behalf of the
associations.

The advantages of this plan are obvious: 1st
To secure the best possible selection of books,
and a suitable and uniform style of binding.
2.1. To afford the means of preserving the
books ani perpetuating the name and gene-
rosity of the donor. 3 i. To make the most
economical purchase of books.

Some plan such as the above is indispensa-
ble to make the fund as useful as possible,
and to prevent its being frittered away for
books, costing double the legitimate price, oi
voraciously devotired bv some unknown ad
venturer who wishes to make a fortune out of
this noble bequest

It is understood that the attempt has been
made on the part of some such, to impose a
kind of neccessity on the associations, to pur-
chase their books at the trade prices of the
lxok catalogues. These pi ices, it is well
known, are from 25 to 40 jer cent above prices
at which the books can be purchased.

In cases where the associations have been
induced to give an agency for tho purchase
of books, at such rates, they owe it to them-
selves and this noble fund they represent,
promptly to withdraw their agency and enter
upon such concert of action as will secure the
full benefit of the bequest
