human legislation cannot regulate the sanita-
ry habits of each individual, neither his food,
drink, nor medicines.

The moral code of the christian dispensa-
tion has not been adopted in our legislation,
but the principles and practices of Christian-
ity and of christian duty underlie our institu-
tions, and form a coda of ethics, to assist in
expounding our legitimate legislation, and to
enlighten our judgmeuts in determining the
doctrines of recognized law.

The exceptional traffic authorized in the
act of 1S55, as it emanated from the Legisla-
ture, permit the "sale of pure wine f:: sac-

ramental purposes," by authorized agents.
Admitting that, by the decision of our Su-

one another for their upright conduct during
the dav, and singing a hymn, ihoy went out
to their daily avocations. The sacrament
was frequently partaken at the evening meal.
(Arnold's MiscellaneousWork The Church,
pp. 12, 13, note b.) In these christian com-
munities of the first century of our era, the
sacrament, ai part of tho daily meal, was dis- -

tributed to the christians who were sick, or in
prison.

The Evangelists nowhere represent that
our Saviour rebuked the tetnporate or ge-
neral use of intoxicating liquors. He is
represented by John, (ch. 2) to havo chan- -

ged water to wine in the presence of his
mother and others ; and says the apostle,
(v. 11) "this beginning of miracles did Jesus
in Cana of Galhlee, and he manifested his
glory, and his disciples believed on him."
In answer to the reproaches against him,
(MatUch. vi, v. 10: Luke, ch, vii, v. 35,)
our Saviour says, "the Son of Man came
eating and drinking, and they say, behold a
man that is a glutton and a wine-bibbe- r, a
friend of publicans and sinners. Rut wisdom
is justified in her children." (See also Matt,
ch. 9, v. 10.) The apostle Paul says to the
Colossians, "Let no men judge me of any
kind of meat, or drink, or ia respect to a
holyday." (Coloss. ch. 2, v. 8.) Vain are
the efforts to avoid these teachings of the
Christian Code and the early Christian
Church, by the supposition that the vintage
yielded a different beverage in Palestine,
from what it did in Western Europe, in an-

cient from modern times. The precepts and
example of our Saviour are introduced, as of
a being possessed, in the belief ot tad christ-
ians, of superhuman knowledge, providing
in his rebukes against the vices of all future
time, and in none of his recorded sayings, or
conduct, can any rebuke be found of the
moderate, but general use, of wine or intoxi
cating liquors.

The authority of SL Paul 13 cited from his
more enlarged human knowledge, his jour-noyiL- gs

in various countries, where different
wines and intoxicating liquers were used as
a beverage, and his last sojourn of two years
beforo his martyrdom at Rome, where the
praises of the rich Falernian wine had not
ceaeed their echoes from the songs and poo-tr- y

of tho age of the Emperor Augustus Iu
the thirteen Epistles of SL Paul, containing
reproofs for all the recognized vices and
crimes of the nge, anil touching exhorta-
tions to virtue, we look in vain for any
sanction of the prohibitory doctrines of the
present day. Can an article of property or
its use thus undenounced but sanctioned by
him "who spake as never roan spake" and
his chosen teachers, an article of property
which he adopted for use as the symbol of
man,s redemption and his owu blood-boug- ht

union with man's restored spiritual being, be
properly denounced as a nuisance and its use
prohibited by laws resting on tho basis and
claiming the sanction of Christianity? I can
tint I no sanction in the christian code of mor-
als for the prohibitory liquor or Temperance
act of 1855.

The Courts must decide questions of law
upoa legal principles regardless of the conse-
quences flowing irom such decisions. Upon
questions of even balance the consequcuces
may justly bo considered. Were 6uch the
condition of the question here involved I can-
not feel assured that the prohibitory act of
1355 tends to the ''suppression of intemper-
ance" according to the recitation in the title
of the act. The act invades the practices and
habits of the civiiized world in ail past time.
It is opposed to the moral sentiment of a
large number of our best citizens who believe
that thv liquors described in the act as intox-
icating are not . poisons, nor the use of them
necessarily injurious to health or morals.--
They believe that the law assails the right
of property and the right of man to choo3
his own sustenance, and that tho law exceeds
the proper bounds of the power of the legis-
lature. Such a law loses its efficacy. Quid
leges sine tnoribus vance proficiunt. By the
law the moderate or occasional use is placed
with the abuso the sober man with the
drunkard. Public sentiment, that should re-

buke drunkenness with one united voice, is
divided, between reproaches against any use,
traffic, or possession for leverage, or care of
health in diet or other sauitary purposes and
rebuke of excels or abuses, rendered faint
and powerless by being classed with the sup-
port of intemporance. The moral tone of
society is broken up, in the jarring conten-
tion and mutual reproaches of the frieuds of
good order. Tho authenticated reports from
police officers and others, most favorably sit-

uated to know the facts, represent that the
consumption of intoxicating liquors and
drunkenness has increased, especially iu the
large towns in the States where similar laws
have been enacted. The entire failure in
the city of Boston to enforce a similar law
where the jury aro judges of the law and the
I act and will not convict, shows the repug-
nance in the public mind to those enactments
and the utter deficiency, so to express it, of
all vital or moral power in them.

For the reasons here presented, the totn-pcran- co

or liquor act of 1S55, is not, in my
opinion, thtlxio of the land; from its invasion
of the right of property, not surrendered by
our constitution to tho power of the Legisla-
ture and frem its opposition the provisions
in our bill of rights. If my decision is not
sustainable uron the doctrine of the inviola-
bility of property upon which I havo placed
it, then the disjointed portions of the act muRt
fall with the porlions already decided nncon-stitution- al

Deciding the questions upon general prin-

ciples, I have examined the code of christian
ethics whether the provisions of tho act ob-
tained any sanction from Christianity.

It
seems that through the efforts of Mr. Kings-
bury, an association h 3 been formed In Ver--

niillioa county, Iiiinoii, for the purposo of
bringing out from tho city of New York, such
orphan children as are willing to leave that
over-crowd- ed metropolis, and find good
homes for them among tho farmers and citi-
zens generally of that county. Two small
companies have been already ent out, and
have, within twolve hours after their arrival,
been furnished with good homes in the vi-

cinity of Danville. The present number on
their way, was fifty. Mr. Kingsbury started
from New York with seventy, but coudnuyi
to part with some twenty of theta at Indian-- "
apolis. Their ages range from eight to thir-
teen years ; Indeed, we saw one little fallow
only five years old Mho could not be parted
from his eisler. It Is supposed that the coun-
ty of Vermillion alone, will furnish, with
good homo, Borne two hundred of those ioor
homeless children. We consider it a great
philanthropic undertaking ; and from all that
we can learn of it, 9ee no reason why it
should not be successful, and successful too,
on a much larger scale.

We understand that very one who taku
charge of one of these orphans, comes under
written obligations to deal well by h:m, and
ono of these obligations is, that the children
are all to bo brought together at the county
seat on the Fourth of July of each year, to
enjoy a public anniversary. We should be
glud to see such an association in some other
counties wisoly conducted, for we have not,
in many a day, seou an enterprise which
proraisod more as a matter of genuine, prac
tical benevolence.

The Dead Mes's Thais ox thi Old
Bo AD. The Old Colony Mermaid, pub

lished at Plymouth, Massachusetts, narrates
an incident which is surSclcicntly marvel-
