The South-Wcater- n part of Indians, called,

from it peculiar position on the roap, lietween
the Ohio and the Wabash, the " rocket,"
has not been until latelj--, if it id yet, fully
appreciated in other parta of tha State. Iu
agricultural resources haTO been underval-

ued, its mineral treasures unknown, and its
population misreprescntoil.

The goneral face of the country, liko most
jor t ions of this State, i.s naturally beautiful.
The prairies of Knox ; the park-lik- e groves
of Daviess and Pike ; the undulating sur-

face of Duboin and Gibson; tho intermingled
rocky hills and pleasant vales of Perry and
Spencer, and the dense forests, contiguous
to highly cultivated farms of Warrick,
Vaaderburgh and Posey, all contribute to tho
forming of landscapes of great variety.

Tho traveler, in journeying alonj over the
country, will often bo surprised at tho open-

ing up, most unexpectedly, of some sylvan
seen of surpassing beauty. Such scenes
will appear to the eyo of tante as you ns8

from ML Pleasant to Washington. As you
leave Washington on the road to J asper, there
will appear, juai South-we- st of tho town, a
most glorious prospect of rural beauty.
Some of the- - valleys among tho hills along
the Ohio and White rivers, appear like a
dream of unclouded sunshine and perpetual
summer. The scenery about White river,
near the ferry, on the road from Princeton to

Vincennes, is most gorgeously beautiful.
The river scenery in this part of tho State

is all beautiful. The Ohio on the South and
the Wabash on the West, roll majestically
along over broad aud beautiful plains of

fertility. The Patoka and White
rivers wind their meandering course amid se-

cluded valleys, shaded by forests of tropical
luxuriance. The smaller streams come now
rushing down the limestone hills, and then
creep lazily along the level bottom land.

The agricultural resources of tho country
have not been developed. There arc, it is

true, many large and valuable farms, . but
dense and unbroken forests yet cover a very
large part of the country. Let these forests
be Cleared away, and the rich and deep soil

plumed to the nun, and all tho means of
communication, railroads, rivers and canals,
present and prospective, will be severely
tasked to carry to market the copious pro-

ducts of the teeming soil.
The mineral treasures of the "Pocltet"

are just beginning to be discovered. Be-

neath the soil lie, accumulated in the long
and distant ages of the past, eibaustless beds
of coal of a quality not exceeded in value in

any part of the terrestrial globe. Iron is

found abundant in quantity, and superior in
quality. This beautiful and fertile region
has been, until lately, secluded, and almost
unknown, except to its own citizens, and
they, we are inclined to think, have under-
valued the country. The only moans of ac-ce- ee

to market were by fiat-boa- ts and rafts
down White river and thePatoka to the
Wabesh, or by wagons to thOhio. Now,
however, the Wabash and Erie Canal, and
the Evanavilla and Crawfordsville Railroad
famish additional modes of communication
with the world, and the Indianapolis and
Kvanaville road, along the valley of White
river, and the Ohio and Mississippi, running
on tho northerly limits of the rocket, will,
when finished, furnish every additional fa

cility desirable for reaching, at all times or
the year, the markets North and South, East
and West.

The population of the "Pocket" have
been, in some other portions of the State,
misrepresented and maligned. The people
about the centre, and the northern part of
the State, have been in some cases induced
to believe that learning, temperance and re
ligion, atop when they reach the boundaries
of the 't Pocket." Some seem really to
doubt whether the sun ever ries on the be
nighted landscape of tho "Pocket" Lcfore,
at least, three o'clock in the afternoon.

Now the fact If, a more industrious, morn
moral, more temperate, more religious popu
latioD, than that of the lcket generally,
caunot le found in this State, or in any other
State, West or East. In no part of tho Suite
not evn in the boasted north, have the peo
pie manifested so much interest, during the
last few years, in common school education
and so much anxiety and desiro for a tho
rough and practical system of public instate
tion, as in the Pocket." The farmers of the
"Pocket" are a sober and intelligent ciass o

men, of :jood, .strong, practical common
sense. The only fault of the people of the
"Pocket," that which has brought on them
