Congress Las a right, not only to authorize
importation, but to authorize the importer to
stlL So in like manner we hold that the right
to manufacture gives the right to Pell for of
what use would it be to manufacture an article
that could not be lawfully told. But Jttge Stu
art argues that because, since that revolutiou it
is believed every State in the Union has passed
laws more or less stringent in relation to the
retail of spirituous liquors, and that the right
to regulate the liquor trattic has never been
called in question and not onlv the right
to regulate but the right to prohibit has been
awarded to the Legislature, aud refers to several
acts where total prohibition whs engrafted in
the laws. Ilence the law must bo constitution-
al. But these were mere local acts or laws not
affecting the rights of the tchoU people; they
were enactetTfor certain townships and locali
ties and passed unnoticed, lcau!e no one cared
almut contesting a law which could e so easily
evaded by purchasing the article prohibited in
another township.

The American Revolution w as not the result
of one individual act or usurpation ; for before
that period several acts had been passed by the
Parliament of Great Hritain injurious to the
rights of the colonists; and in violation of the
great charter of British Freedom.

The usurpations of the Crown are enume-
rated in our Ueclaratiou of Independence, many
of which were borne in silence, like those local
usurpations of our own Legislature, but bo-ca- use

State Temperance Convention.
We have before stated that a State Tern

Iterance- Convention had been called, to be
held at Indiaiiatxilis on the 2Jd of r ebruary,
Will it honestly represent tho sentiments of
lemiicraticn men, or of the friends of pro-
hibition of Iudiana ? or will it be but a ma
chine t record tho dictates of the State or
eiilsirdinate councils of tho Know Nothings?
Phe former may is; the result, but we antici
pate the latter. One of the Slate Committee
by which the call U made, also a member
of the Fusion Know Nothing State Commit-
tee, and tho whole State organization of the
friend , of temperance has been virtually tin
der that control.

We have before remarked upon the danger
to any moral reformation when it is made
subservient to the movements of any politi
cal party. In nothing bas the evil etlects of
such a subserviency exhibited itself more
fully than in connection with the temper
ance movement. When standing aloof from
politics entirely, depending upon the mora
power of community, or when its friends
have held tin independent ground, casting
their votes for whomsoever, from time tj
time,, their judgment might dictate, no mat-
ter what the political sentiments or party at-

tachments of the candidates, then has the
cause advanced everywhere, and its advo
cates held a high moral iiosition, and been
ablo more readily and more surely to lnllu- -
enco the action of legislators aud executive
officers iu faror of their reform. But when
it has been degraded into a mere secondary
connection with a party, the temperance
movement, after one or two elections at least,
has suffered greatly thereby, and tho power
of its moral position has been lost. Indiana
does not present a new history on this sub
ject, and it will present none. Temperance
or the prohibitory principle has been attach
ed as a mere tender to the Fusion move
ments. Temperance meetings and tern
iterance conventions have been controlled
by men selected in tho meetings of the conn
oils, and been made to echo only the resolves
or tho council room. " Ihe good of tho or-

der" has controlled tho wording of proposed
prohibitory enactments, and given to them
their "odious features," and two enactment
when passed might better have licen entitle
"an act to secure a retention of temperance
votes for Know Nothing candidates, and to
cheat tho honest friends of temperance iu the
State."

This is as, wo see the Wirings and position
of tho temperance question in Indiana; and
we can discover no prospects of a change.
Know iNotlungisui will bo in tho ascendant
in tho U2I February Convention, and wil
rule as heretofore. Lafayette American.

The Late Negro Murder iu Cincinnati.
Tho public have already been advised of

a horrible tragedy enacted at Cincinnati by a
slavo woman, one of a company of refugees
from Kentucky. The fact in the case, as

developed by the testimony before tho Coro-

ner's jury, are as follow :

On the night of January liStb, a party of
slaves, named Stuox Gakkek, Sr., Simon
Gakxer, Jr., Mary Garner and Margaret
Gaunek, with three chilJren, two boys and
a girl, children of Simon and Margaret
Garner, ranaway from their master a few
miles back of Covington, Ky. They wore
traced by their owner to Cincinnati, where
they were found in the house of a man named
Kite. A wiit for their arrest was sued out
before U. S. Commissioner rF.snKRi;v, and
tho Deputy U. S. --Marshal, accompanied by
sovcral assistants, went to the house of Kite
to serve tho writ. They were resisted by
tho occupants of the house, assisted by the
slaves, and in tho melee which ensued, one
of tho Deputy Marshals was shot. Upon
the officers gaining admission to the house, a

spectacle, met their view. The
mothr of the children had declared that
ralhelhaii have them taken back to Ken-

tucky, she would kill them. She according-

ly, a the following testimony would indi-

cate, undertook to carry out tho hellish tic-sig- n.

The following is the concluding evi-

dence beforo the Coroner's jury, which we
copy from tho Cincinnati llnquircr :

The examination wxs yesterday
morning at the office of Dr. Menzie.-i- . The
excitement in the meantime was intcic to
unravel the blot sly mystery, as to whether
the father or mother committed tho fearful
deed. William Koliertsnn, of Covington,
testified that ho and two others mado inqui
ries for the runaway slaves, and traced them
to Kite's house Ilis statement was confirm
atory of tho evidence by More and
Patterson

Mary Kite, the wife of the occupant of
the house, testified that the people
came to tho houso alxnit eight o'clock in the
morning; she did not know their names nor
from whence they came; asked them but few
questions; persons asked for admission, but
she rcfusod, as she was not in Iho habit of ad
milting strangers; they threatened to procure
an ofliccr, and bhc told them that wlici
came, they could get in; she heard a shot
fiittd, and, going in, found tho youngest wo
man attempting to cut her lioy's throat while
tho child cxc.laim.od, "Oh mother, don't kill
me!" Ho had a mark on his throat, as if by
a knife; witness struggled with and taking
tho knife from her, told her not t kill her
children; tho woman replied that she would
rather kill them than have them taken back
over tho river; witness took the knifo into
the back room and laid it on tho table the
woman came in, looked for it and grabbed at
il; witness took it away and gave it to her
(witness) boy to take it away and throw it
down tho privy, which he did; when witness
went into the room she saw also the two men
and tho other woman, and a little girl lyin
on the floor with its throat rut; this was some
time Wore tho officers

Elijah Kite, the husband of the above wit
ness was then examined, and oorrolmrated a
the evidence of his wife as to the struggle for
tho knife, tho attempt to ml the lmy's throat,
and other particulars. Doth these witnesses
testified that when thuv entered tho room
where tho fugitives were, during tho time the
woman was attempting to cut thelxn 'a throat
the lather of the boy was pacing tho nom
wringing his hands and screaming, as if bereft
of rexson, while tho elder man was also pa
cing the room and groaning, the old woman
in tha meantime weeping bitterly. A Rhort

previous to this, and tho last timo it was
seen by the witnesses alive, tho murdero
child was in its amis, front which
fact it was by some deduced that he com
mitted tho deed, and the woman in a frenzi
cal manner was attempting to carry out the
fell puriiose or dcslroyin
progeny.

At this pointy there being no more witnes
ses to examine, tho jury, after a short consul
tation, proposed to hold the two men and wo-

men as accessories to the murder, but this was
overruled by the Coroner, who camo to tho
determination of examining the old woman
and the boy who was rescued by Mrs. Kite
from his mother, in consequence of which

proceedings wcro postponed until six
o'clock in tho evening.

EVENING SESSION.
Mr, Griffith, of Covington, Ky., deposed

that on the morning in question ho was at the
houso of Elijah Kite licforoany other, except
Suowfield, tho watchman. Patterson came
up with others, but I told them to do noth-
ing until the authorities wcro present. Pat-
terson then opened tho front windows and
got in; after ho got in I heard n pistol shot,
and immediately after he camo out with his
linger and faco bleeding. About that time
Mrs. Kite came out of tho houso into tho
back yard, and said they had her locked out.
She did not go into tho houso any more until
tbo Marshall came and had tho house broken
opon; when the houso was entered I went in
and saw tho young man and woman only, I
caught hold of tho young man and led him
in tho front yard; while 1 was thoro tho thru;
living children wcro led out; ono was bleed-
ing at the throat, another had a gash over the
head, andBthe infant was bleeding in tho face.
After this the dead child was brought
the old man and woman wcro Liken into
tho book room.

Hero the Coroner and his jury adjourned to
the Jail for tho purpose, of taking tho testi-
mony of tho elder negrcss, the grandmother
of the children.

Mary Garner, ono of tho blacks by
Marshall, being sworn, testified that at about
half past twelve o'clock, as near as sho can
rocollect, at a house near Millcreok 1'ridgc,
Margaret Garner, when a parcel of men rush-
ed the house, said lo me, "Mother, lie fore
my children shall bo taken luck to Kentucky
I wilt kill every ono of them," she ran to
her child, a little girl, thrco years old, and cut
its throat; she said, "Mother, help me to kill
them," I said, "I cannot help you to kill
them," and I went out of tho room and got
under a bod in another room, and staid tlu'ro
until I wait hauled out by hoiiki men; I did
not see do anything to thorn of the
children; when this hap)iied thero were
none of the party of colored pooplo in the
room but Market, myself and thecliildren; a
good many white men were rushing in; some
were pulling my husband out of the lack
room, and some wcro pulling my sot: Mar-

garet's hublmud out of the door; the
child was killed in the front room; iho child's
throat was cut while the whito nicti were
rushing into the room.

Tw a juror 1 did not hear my son scream-
ing when tho child's throat was Mrs.
Kite wan not iu tho room when tho child's
throat was cut; I did not see Mrs. Kite take
Akmfe from my daughter; I hoar J any
resolve among tho colored party that the
children should bo killed lieforo t)uv shonld
go back to Kentucky; thero wax im spirituous
liquor among the party, nor bad they been
drinking any.

This closed the testimony, when tho fol
lowing verdict was returned:

We do find that the child, Alary t.'arner. was
