The Compromise Hobby.
Tho Newbury (Mass.) Herald says:
Tho restoration of tho Missouri Compro-

mise, as a jxditical hobby, may not bo entire-
ly used up in all the States, and may there-
fore do to talk alout, but there is no more
chance of its actml restoration than there is
of legalizing tho African slavo trade again.
It was once submitted to as a necessity, by
men who did not care to enquire too closely
about tho abstract right, if it would prevent
tho creator evil of national distraction; but
a different day has come, and it will not bo
so conceded again. Tho equality of tho
States, and tho riht of local legislation, iiulo--
jtendont of Congressional action, will not be
yielded at onco. Such an issue will only bo
raised by politicians. Those who caro about
lho vron and evil of slavery, will see that
its restriction and abolition is not by laws, but
by moral opinion and self interest. In such
ft country as ours, a law is rather tho index
of public fueling, than an instrument for pub
lic action. Convince men that any act or in-

stitution is morally wrong, and show them
further that it is pecuniary as well as a mor-
al loss to themselves and the community,
and tno evil will stop as soon as a way of ac-

tion can lo had. It must Ikj so with slavery;
and so with Intemperance; but where passion
and prido and prejudice uphold tho wrong,
a reformation is not the work of an hour. So
far have we progressed now, that wo do not
havo the least fear of new slavo States coming
into the Union, unless by annexation. Men
will run away from slavery, and run. away
from negroes; but they will never emigrate
to tho wilderness to plant slavery orjbrccd
nogrocs, In tho latitudes we nowposscss.

Iucrca30 of Crime. Decliue of Reli
gion, and the Cauao Thereof.

It is undoubtedly truo that crimo has in
creased at least two-fol- d, in nearly all the
States, m the last fivo years. During the
sanio period, Christianity, in most of tho old
States, has been at a jerfect standstill. In
tho city of New York, wo aro reliably in-

formed, there are not so many Christian com-
municants outside of the Catholic church, as
there were even ten years ago ; and almost
everywhere else tho samo or similar results
are shown by undoubted statistics, and
admitted by the highest authority in the
churches.

Something has produced these results ; and
there can bo no harm, we think, in inquiring
what it is. If Christianity really jiossesses
tho beauties and virtues that aro attributed
to it, and vico is really the hideous monster
that moralists and poets havo painted it how
comes it that Christianity is declining, and
vico increasing ? As citizens, if not as Chris-
tians, wo havo a right to ask this question ;
for tho enmmuuity and tho Stato are alike
interested in it. It is our right lo answer it,
also, if wo are willing to submit our answer
to tho scrutiny and criticism of loth the po-
litical and the religious communities.

Wo say, then, in the exercise of this right
that tho present deplorable Ktate of things,
can Ikj attributed, witli jrfect justice, to tins
single fact that for tho hi.it ten years tho
constant tendency in the moral and religious
world has Imen, to an abandonment of those
instrumentalities jointed out in tho Sacred
Scriptures as affording remedies and restraints
for the vices of tho world ; and a reliance, in
their stead, upon coercivo enactments, to bo'
enforced by sovero and sometimes abhorrent
IK'nalties. In other words, the tendency has
been to abandon the effective intluences of
other limes, and resort to the machinery of
government to accomplish whatever seemud
desirable in the matter of moral improve-
ment.

Tho time was, for.we can recollect il,
when lho Christian minister si oko occasion
ally of tho beauties and steadfast pleasures of
Christianity when lie told us that tho way
of tho transgressor was hard, while tho way
of tho believer was pleasant and cheerful
when ho warned his hearers against the snares
and pitfalls of tho world, against the sins that
most easily lesct them, against intolerance
and bigitory, against oppressions of the pour,
against lying and cheating, and against pride
and extortion; when he appealed fo all men
to lead virtuous lives and luave virtuous ex
amples to go out into the highways and by
ways in search of tho down-troddc- u to
preach consolation to the afllictcd, repentance
to tho wrongdoer, and faith to the feeble to
attend to tho sick, visit thoso in prison, feed
tho hungry, and clothe tho naked to In:

kind, gentle and sincere to persuado men,
rather than drive them, and in all things to
remember that all were tho children of a
common Father. In thoc times, wo had so
cieties for tho promotion of temiwranco and
other undoubted virtues; and their influence,
gentlo but powerful, was felt everywhere
m ovcry city and village, in every neighbor
hood, iu every dwelling. Then, every com
nuiHity, even family, nay, the Stato itself- -

owed a debt of cratitudo to theso barriers
against vice.

How is it now? Tho ccmixrance societies,
and nearly all their co temporary organizations
in tho work of reform, are doad: and their
old supporters aro weary and worn with
fivo years crusado against intemperance- and
its accomponying vices through tho politica
channels. They havo been trying tho ma-
chinery of government tho Maiuo Law bat
tle-a- x shouting for dungeons, and bolts and
bars learning to hate and curso their enemies

and wondering, sometimes, we supiiosc,
why God did not annihilate everybody and
everything which did not yield pcacably to
their mandates.

And this new madncsj has gone into the
church. The minister has become a politi
cian, and told us who and what to vote for.
In tho morning we havo had tho Maine law
in tho afternoon, anti-Nebras-

ka and the Wi
mot Proviso; and in tho evening, Know
Nothingism. This, wo admit, has not been
true of every church and every minister.
Somo denominations havo kept themselves
out of tho whirlpool ; and m others, there
havo been many noblo instances of a refusa
to exchange religion for lolitics. Nevorthe
less, enough has been witnessed to sicken am
disgust the community, and to produce those
results to which wo have already referred.
lho precepts of Christianity havo been dis
regarded practical Christianity has been
voted obsolete.

Who wonders that crimo has increased?
ho wonders that vico nourishes? Who

wonders that murder follows murder? How

Russian Plan of Next Year's Cam
palgn.

A letter from Moscow, of the 20th ult,
says :

" The grand council of Generals lately
convened nt St. Petersburg, under tho per-

sonal presidency of tho Kmjteror, havo set-

tled tho principles on whh-- the forthcoming
campaign shall bo carried on. St. l'eters- -

burg and Moscow arc to Ikj fortified, and,
together with Warsaw, will form tho three
first class fortresses of the Empire. Gen.
Todtlebcn has arrived here, and, notwith-
standing the extreme rigor of tho weather
tho frost having set in hero with all the pro-

verbial violence of a Ilussian winter may
bo seen every day, accompanied by his stair
of engineers, all wrapicd up in boars' skins,
surve3lng tho ground, and fixing tho jolcs
to designate tho lino of circumvallation,
which will Ims commenced on tho breaking
up of the frobt.

Besides this, other fixed principles of strat-
egy have boon agreed on for tho prosecution
of tho war, though it must bo confessed that,
as it is so essentially a defensive war on the
part of the llussians, all thoso plans may be
completely uiwct, or, at all events, greatly
modified, by any change in tho system of at-

tack on the part of tho Western Towers. It
is fully expected in Russia that next year the
principal seat of tho war will bo transferred
to tho North, and tho greatest exertions are
making" for an efficient defence.

For tho safety of Cronstadt and llclsing-for- s

no fears are entertained, as tho cxtc--

rScnco of tho last two years has tdiown that
tho enemy aro not able to imlict much dam
age : nor is it feared that even if tho fleets
aro increased by 200 steam gun-boa- ts they
could take either of theso strongholds, un
less with the of a numerous and
well-appointe- d army on shore.
