The PaixciPLK o which the Law Rests.
The present statute law of this Stat prohibits
the sale of intoxicating liquor.4 for drink. The
sal for medirinal and meebanical uses is per-
mitted, but no question arises at this time in
regard to the ue. The manufacture of such
liquors is also prohibited, with a trifling excep-
tion. !

Some persons defend these prohibitions, ppoo
the ground that the acts prohibited are wrong
in themselves. The more common aud appa-
rently defence is, that the action re-

ferred to, being neeetarily connected with
natural rights, are not essentially wrong, but
that, in these rases, as in so many others, civil
society is justified, for the ake of the general
advantage, ifl withdrawing natural rights from
the individual, and forbidding their exercise by
penalties.

Tii Principle a New Oxr, and at Vaiianck
WITH Will PRINCIPLES OF INDIVID-

UAL Riohts. Until recently, it would have leen
conceded by all, that in anv just government,
the free, adult eitixen may determine for him-
self, as a part of his natnral liberty, what he
shall cat and drink. If this is not a right which
may justly be reserved from the control of the
government, is there any such right ?

The pn hibitory law of Maine undertakes to
declare what the citizen of this State shall not
drink. It undertakes to prohibit him from
drinking that which has an article of drink
in all ages, in all countries, under all govern-
ment until now.

This restraint has been imposed upon a peo
pie, who were not surpassed in the amount of
freedom then enjoyed, and iu the degree of so-

briety they had practised for many years, by
aay other community in the world.

The statute in question was designed to pre-
vent drinking, by prohibiting the manufacture
and sale within the State in briefer terms, the
statute was designed to prohibit drinking. -

The method ef prohibition is indirect. It is
by penalty upon the manufacture or salebut
the intended prohibitory effect is upon him w1m

It is plain, therefore, that the legislature

which enacted this law, intended to prohibit
the citizen from exereiaing, in this particular;
his natural tight, and one which was always
before conceded to 1 one of the retained"

' ' " 'rights. --V
To say that this is done, e to driuL in,

toxicating liquors will injure the drinker, is
only another wsv of savin" that the legislature
may prohibit the citizen from all exercise of his
own natural freedom upon that point.

To say diat it is done, because, by drinking,
he may go to excess, and injure others, is t is

free ri?ht with his liability for abuse
of his right. i hen he exceeds, or abuses his
right, he may lawfully be restrained, but not
while within his right. To anticipate that he
will abuse it, is in fact to deny his right alto-
gether.

Prohibitions of this kind are at variance with
all our history, and with the habits and princi-
ples of our government and people. In respect
to rights and duties of far higher import, we
have been the subjects of regulated freedom, not
of prohibition.

The inhabitants of this soil have never before
leen governed in this way. In every genera-
tion our people have shown their competency
to act for themselves, within their retained nat-

ural fights, by their practical and successful
ability to carry on tha civil policr, and to
maintain ana Timuc aieme puouc nguinoi me
State. Our fathers were men of sufficient wis
dom and virtue to lay the foundations of solid
government ; they endured the hardships of the
wilderness ; they overcame inc. violence 01 Fav- -

"age conflict ; they conquered independence.

have organized a new State, and taken the

The individual citizen may regnlate his own

most solemn trust as the governor, lie may be
clothed with the executive power of the State
as a judge, he may decide the deepest problems
of the law as a juror, he may pass upon pro-
perty and life yet the recent legislation calls
in question his fitness to be entrusted with the
simplest right cf his personal nature.

To impose upon our people such restraints in
their personal conduct, is to deny their capacity
for elf government in public afiairs.

It is
euongh to say that the world cannot be govern-
ed in that manner. Keeping the question to its
proper statement a question dealing with

' jiuch a right as that of what a free adult man
shall ent or drink no example can le found in
the history of the wot Id where legislation has
eone so far as this, and Wen permanently and
successfully sustained. All the moral sense of
men who Lave any intelligence, and all the po-

litical instincts of men who have any freedom.
unite in denying that legislation shall so pro- -

hibit such a right of the multitude, for the sake
of reaching the wrong of the few.

Arriving at
the gallows, he sued for the last moment, and
begged every christian on the greund to pray
for him. .

It was here the sheriff read him a bri-- f note.

looked eternity ia the face, whether he was
guilty or innocent of the murder. He replied,
that ' he had said all he had to say about it ; he
was not guilty!' So the prisoner protested his
innocence to the last moment.
