toe streets in me city. '
StfTioM 1. Be It ordained bv the Common Council

of the city of Indlanrnolis, thnt whenever any stret,
alloy or side-wal- k (other than intersections.) shall need
to be repairnd, or when hole er other obstructions to
the couveuient nasaage of travel thereon shall exist, it
shall be lawful for the owner, occupant or agent, (of
the lot or land bounding thereon) to cause the same to
be repaired, or obstructions removed or abated, at any
time, at his or her own expense, with the consent and
under the superintendence of the Street Commission-
er. ,

Sec a. That tt shall be tha duty of the Rtreet Com-
missioner, In case of the fall ire er neglect of such own-
er or owners, to make such repairs, or remove such
obstructions, so fur as tne middle of the street er alley,
in front of his or her property, to aotify such owners to
cause the same to be done, within ten days from such
notice, and In case of failure of such owner to make the
repairs notified to be made, the Street Commissiouei
shall proceed to make the necessary repairs, and to
commence suit. In the name of the city, for the expense
or cost thereof, before the Mayor, who shall, on proof
thereof, render Judgment against such delinquent, for
the amount of saeh outlay, with twenty per ceuL dam-
ages thereon.
