It has been the intention of the loaders and
directors of the Abolition movement, to make
it and its principles, the governing party and
thy leaven of fanatical opposition to the
Union and to the Constitution. When Sena-
tor Witsox addressed the people at their
mass meeting at Indianapolis, in 1854, he
urged the policy of allowing the anti-slavery
or abolition sentiment to underlay the whole
platform of fusion principles, and endeavored
to show its progressive spirit, by reviewing
its onward march in the New England Btates,
and in Ohio and Michigan, &c. His advice
was followed in Indiana, and the Know
Nothings blended their then great strength
with the Abolitionists and acheived a tni-
umph over the Democracy.

No sooner had victory perched upon the
anited standard, than did the Abo itioniste
set about appropriating the results to their
own benefit, and to the establishment of
themselves as the dominant or ruling party
in the State. They determined tw crush out
or abeorb the whole of the Know Nothing
party, and to place their own black flag at
the head of the golumn, and to compel their
{ate allies to fight under their leadership and
nnder their banner.

When the Convention of Fusionists assem-
bled at Indianapolis, in May, the rightof the
Aboliti snists to rule snd to direct was openly
asserted and maintained, and the Know
Nothisgs were told in plain and direct terms,
that they might either follow in the Aboli-
tion track, or let it alone, as they pleased, or
that they might withdraw from the Conven-
tion. 5o overbearing and insulting was the
conduct of these puffed up Abolition leaders,
that many Nationsl Know Nothings refused
to be further governed by them, and the del-
egates from the Second Congressional Dis-
trict even went so far as to decline to name
or present any Electors from that District.—
‘1 he managers of the matter were MorTon’'s
Alolition supporters, and they succeeded in
getting their favorites before the people. 0.
P. Montos, Jas. H. Cravexns, and Cexrap
Baxge, on their State ticket, are full blooded
Abolitionists, snd are well and fully under-
stood by their Abolition friends.

Judge Mortox has given undeniable and
indisputable evidence of his devotion to the
interests of Abolitionism.

The object of the meeting of
the Pittsburgh Convention, which assembled
immediately before and at the time of the
Philadelphia Convention, which was repre-
sented by Sasers & Co., was to forestall the
action of the Philadelphia Convention and
to compel them to nominate an Abolition
candidate for President, instead of Mr. FuL-
wosg. MorTon's Abolition proclivities took
him to Pittsburgh, and with JULIAN and
Guross, he played his part there to the

of Governor.

—a band of loving sisters—or shall it be a

By attaching conditious to the admission of
& State, you fix ou her a badge of colonial
servitude; she is in no proper sense of the
word, a State; she is not a State as the word
is used in the Federal Constitution. She is
a dependency under the tutelage of Congress,
and stands branded by the very terms ol her
admission as a poor, imbecile creature, who
needed a guardian to dictate her course of
action., Shall we change in this most impor-
tant particular the fundsmental plan of our
government? Undoubtedly the Black Re-
publicans mean what they say, when they
declare that another slave State shall never
exist in the Urion; and be it remembered
that at least thirty new States must come
into the Union, and althongh the highest ju-
dicial authority has decided that restrictions
which cannot be imposed on a State after its
admission cannot be imposed at thetime of
its admission, these men, in their insane fanat-
icism would abolish that reasonable rule of
construction. If they controlled the action
of our government, and the State of Indiana,
the soveroign State of Indiaua, clothed in the
pleritude of her people’s majesty, should
choose to establish the institution of slavery,
her Senators and Representatives would be
refused an entrance into the halls of Congress,
or the Federal Judges would liberate every
black who might be brought into the State.
These men contend that Indiana is still tram-
glled by the Onlinance of 1787 and by the
act of Congress of April 19th, 1816, which
made certain of its provisions, irrevocable.
It is well that such doctrives are repudiated
by our courts of law and by our people; but
this party is moving heaven and earth—no,
not heaven, hell and earth—to bring about a
change of public sentiment and if they suc
ceed, a long farewell to sense and moderation.
Hence, the infinite importance of insisting on
the co-equal sovereignty of all the States, as
one of the peculiar and essential features of
government. A question more momentons
has never been presented since ‘he time that
the different States of the old confederacy
assembled in their respective conventions to
decide on the adoptionof tne Federal Con-
stitution.

est honors of goversment. Tho sunshine
does not more certainly succeed the storm,
than all will again be peace. Touch this que:§
tion of slavery seriously—Ilet it ¢nce be made
manifest to the people of the South that they
cannot live with us except in a state of con-
tinual alarm and apprehension for their wives
and their children, for all that is pear and
dear to them upon the earth, and the Union
i8 from that moment dissolved. It does not
then become a question of expedisncy, but
of self- preservation. It is a question brought
home to the fireside, to the domestic vircle
of every white man in the Southern Btiles.”
