The hollow leartednesa of the Black Re-

publican leaJera U moat strikingly exhibited

in their recent legislation on the subject of

ilavery. In the whole history of our Gov-emine- nt,

another iustance cannot be found

where the attempt has been made to convert

free territory into slave territory, and to ea- -

cultivating

systematic

these Black Republicans passed by a vote of

83 to 74.
Every Black Republican member of tha

House, present at the passage of that bill,

with a single exception, voted for it. By

their vote on that bill they declared them

selves in favor of taking a portion of the
free territory of New Mexico and adding it

to Kansas, in which they legalized slavery,
until the first of January. 1858. By that
vote they also established the following

propositions :

1 hat slavery can exist in Territories.
That slaves can be born upon such oil.
That they can be taken from hence a slaves

to eternal bondsge.
That they may be taken to other Territories.
Another feature is :

That it sanctions the Fugitive Slave Law of
IS50, giving it fresh vitality and vigor. .

It mU3t bo borne i mind that this bill ap-

plies to Nebraska as well as Kansas, thus le-

galizing slavery where it has not heretofore
existed, and where there is no local law to
protect or sustain it. , Look at the practical
doctrines established by that bill. To the
clause restoring the Missouri compromise, is

affixed the following proviso:
Provided, however . That any person lawfully

held to service in either of said territories, shall
not be discharged from such service by reason
of such repeal, if such person shall be perma-
nently removed from such "territory or tomtoms
prior to the fr-- t day of January, lb5; and
archill orthildwt bora in either of sa d tcni--
toriea of anyfemale lawfully held t mrrviee. it in
like manner removed without said territories
before the expiration of said date, shall not be
by reason of anything in this act emancipated
from any service it might have owed had this
act never been passed. Aud provided, further,
that any person lawfully owin? service in anv
other Slate or territory of the United States and
escaping into either the territory of Kansas or
Nebraska may be reclaimed and removed to tne
person or place where such service is due, UDder
any law of the United States which shall be in
force upon the subject.

Benjamis F. Leiter, of Ohio; was the on-

ly Black Republican in the House, who voted

against thia singular compound of infamy
and folly. By his own showing, this bill

maks greater concessions to slavery than any
other proposition that ever received a major-

ity in either branch of Congress Under
date of July 30th, he writes:

We passed Dunn'i bill for Kansas .y est crday
in a very objectionable manner. It has many
good provisions, but it extend the Fugitive
Law over Kansas and Nebraska, and perpetu-
ates slavery thereuntil 1858, and makes all
children bora therein up to that time, of slave
mothers, slaves. This was too much for me. I
have always said and now repeat my pledges

that I will never vote to recognize slavery.
I will never vote to mak any human teing a
lave. I will never vote to extend slavery one

single foot. I will never vote for the Fugitive
Slave Law or its extension over any free terri
tory. I therefore voted against Dunn's bill,
solitary and alone of all our party.

If the testimony is not yet strong enough
against these hypocritical "shriekers for free
dom," let us bring up Rev. IIenrv Waud
Bucbib, and aee what he says. Referring
t) the Same provisions which we have quo
ted, he says :

Aov ii tnosc p ovi4oa aa not coustilute a
political ipecac lor the oul of au antl slavery
man, then I much mistake the basis of antt- -
slavery principles in him. Look at them for a
moment. They acknowledge that slavery dots
and ran exist id those territories ; that slaves
can be born upon that soil that they can be
taken from thence to interminable bondage and
labor on the rice swamps and upon the Gehe
na'S of cotton at the South. And furthermore,
that they may be taken to other territories of the
United States, thus impliedly admitting what
every freedom and constitution loving man dc- -

l. e., that slavery can txist in the territo
ries under the Constitution. It effectually ig-

nores the old, true doctriue, that if slavery has
any existence whatever, it has it by positive
State law ; and where that private code of
might does not exist, every man leaps into life a
freeman, his freeman's right being the gift of
the God who gave htm being. Another feature
of these proviso is found in its sanctions of the
infamous fugitive slave enactments of 1850 a
code for the reudition of fugitives from slavery
that is revolting to every Northern and Western
nature."

All the infamies of this precious docu-

ment are not yet fully stated. Not having
gone quite far enough in their conces-
sions to slavery, in the provisos above
quoted, they introduce a couple of sections
specially recognizing and continuing in force
all those odious laws of the bogus Legisla-

ture, which the Senate in their bill declared
to be null and void, and which the House
refused to act upon.' Such is tho picture which Black Republi-
canism has drawn of itself, and now presents
to the gaze of the American people.

Let us examine their relative positions at
that time.

Colonel
Fremont was considered then, by all classes,
at the head of the large Mexican Land Grant
holders, while, on the other hand, Dr. Kobison
was at the head of the Squatter or Settlers.

Never
did two fractions become more embittered to-

wards one another than the factions which
these two gentlemen represented. Indeed they
resorted to bloody war to maintain their power.
Dr. Robinson, it was well known, was the
chief of the Squatters forces in what was call
ed the Squatter riot or war of 1850, in Sacra-
mento.

" In that bloody contest lie was badly woun-
ded, and for the part he had taken in it, he
va9 arrested, imprisoned and indicted. SeVC
ral of the best citizens in that city were killed
during the progress of the fight. In the midst
of the confusion which this event created in
political parties, he was, while a prisoner,
elected to the Legislature. When the time
Came for the assembling of the members of thai
body, the friends of the numcrouj candidates
for the United Slates Senate, as well as those
who were anxious to carry through the Vallejo
Capital and other measures, succeeded in hav-
ing him bailed out that he might be able to
take his seat iu the Assembly. There he
played Lis card admirably until the indictment
against him w squashed.' Liut it was ano- -

lorious fact that he refused every open overture
made him by Colonel Fremont's friends to vote
for that gentleman. Indeed, he could not vote
for him, without incurring the deepest indigna-
tion of the settlers.

rupt and for some reason unknown to us, finally
voieu lor uoionei rremoni ior unueu oiaies
Senator several times. No sooner was this fact
known, than the settlers or squatters of Sacra-
mento, and everywhere else in the State, dis-
owned and denounced him. They branded
him as a traitor charged him with corruption.
So great was the indignation of this class of
our people that Hob inson felt that his life was
not altogether safe as long as he lived among
those whom he had so greatly wronged and
outraged, by voting for Colonel Fiemont. He
therefore surreptitiously left the State, never
more to return to it.

The Presidential Election.
The most abstruse and complex points of

controversy are sometimes solvable by the
plain principles of common sense. We would
apply thu to the great, debatable issue in
volved in the pending presidential campaign.

The President, as the head of the govern-
ment, has to represent the great body of the
people in taking charge of their business and
protecting their interests, lie is the respon
sible person to whom all tho people look,
and he is held amenable as such. To show
tho practical relations between the people
and President, tho consequences involved,
and the proprieties that should govern the
people in their choice of a President, we will
illustrate by asking tho following plain, commo-

n-sense question:
Suppose a firm engaged in a very large,

extended and complicated business, and it
was made indispensably necessary to intrust
it to the control and management of some
one man, who was to take their place and
represent their interests; who is it most like-
ly the firm would select? Would it bo a
person wholly inexperienced in the peculiar
character of the business, without any of the
appropriate training to qualify him for the
task, whose habits and pursuits had been al-

together alien to all the wants of that espe-
cial class of business, with no security against
the hazards of a novice? Would it be a per-
son whose testimonials of character and rec-
ommendation were from speculators, office-broker- s,

and political lottery-dealer- s, who
were to share the fortunes of their endorser?
Or would it be a stable and reliable person,
qualified by long training, long experience,
profound wisdom, careful habits, laborious
industry, and substantial fidelity ; whoso
schooling and training had been to take him
through all the degrees of preparation ;
whose diploma was qualification, and whoso
character was stainless ? Which of the two
persona would the intelligent, prudent, and
careful firm select for the high trust and safe
reliance in conducting their business honor-
ably, honestly, safely, sagaciously, and pros-
perously? There ought to be but one an-
swer; and there would bs but one, if the
people would not make the Presidential
election exclusively political, to be influenced
by a thousand extraneous considerations, as
potential as the actual merits of the case.
If they would reduce this tumultuous con-
troversy to the rules that govern business, it
would simplify the vexed question, and lead
to the harmony and safety of the counting-hous- e

and factory in decisions of business.
In --this Presidential matter, the people are
the business firm, and the President is their
agent or representative. Strip the question
of its extraneous political vestments, and it
is business, in the acceittation of the terra.
To this simple standard we wish to see the
matter brought.

If sound, common-sens- e rules govern bus-
iness in the private and ordinary relations of
life as the best guarantee for success, why
should they not apply to the popular will
bearing upon the great concerns of a nation?
The greater the consequences involved, the
greater the oblig ttiou to pursue the best

of safety aud success. Washing-
ton Driion.

The Republican Platform.
The striking similarity of the leading arti-

cle in the Black Republican creed, to the
old Tory doctrine contended for, under the
reign of George the Third, is not, perhaps,
eo generally known as it ought to be. Cer-tai- n

it is, that the broad assumption that
Congress ha3 sovereign power over the Ter
ritories of the United States for their gov
ernment, is not one that will bear the test of
investigation, or one that will soon receive
the sanction of the American people. It
was the assumption of that principle that
drove the colonies to a separation from the
British Government. It was resisted by
the colonies, and has since been virtually re
pudiated by the American people whenever

it has been attempted to be enforced. As
proof of tho fact, we call attention to the
following record which wc find in tho Day-

ton Empire:
The Britih Parliament contended for the

absolute power (or, in the words of the Repub-
lican platform, its "sovereign power"; over the
inhabitants of the British Territories and in
11 arch, 17CC, the following declaratory resolu-
tion passed the House of Commons, the House
of Lords, and received the royal signature:

"Reiohed, That the King's Majesty, by and
with the advice aud consent of lords spiritual
and lords temporal, and commons of Great
Britain, in parliament assembled, had, hath
and of right ought to have full power and
authority to make laws aud statutes of sufficient
force and validity to bind the colonies and
people of America, subjects of the crown of
Great Britain, in all fates whatsoever."

This Was the English Tory doctrine directly
antagonistic to the principles laid down by OUT
ancestors. Now compare this doctriue with the
third resolution of the Republican platform,
the chief plank iu it. It reads:

"llesolccd, That the Constitution confers
upon Coueress sovereign power over the terri
tories of the United States for their government,
and that in the exercise of this power, it is
both the rirhtand imperative duty of Congress
to prohibit in the territories those twin relics of
barltariaul, poligamy and slavery.

I . - -

lite rcboiiuion contains, iu euoaiance, uie
precise doctrine of the Enclish Tory resolution
just quoted. Let any one make the comparison.
lie has ODly to Change the names to make it
identically the same. The Tory ministry of
Oeorge III claimed in 1776 for the British Con-
gress, sovereign power over our ancestors, the
inhabitants of the British territories. The
Republican party of ISoG claims the same
power for an American Congress over our breth-
ren in the American territories.

But let us search history further. After a
multitude of contentions upon the respective
rights of the mother country and the colonies,
a Congress was called "to state their rights."
It assembled in Philadelphia. Aad on the
14th of October, 1774, the members of this gen-
eral Congress declared with unexampled una-
nimity :

1. "That they are entitled to life, liberty and
prosperity ; and they never ceded to any for-
eign power whatever a right to dispose of either
without their consent."

2. ''That our ancestors,who first settled these
colonies, were, at the time of their emigration
from the mother couutry, entitled to all the
rights, liberties, and immunities of free and
natural born subjects, within the realm of Eng-
land."

3. "That by such emigration, they have by
no means forfeited, surrendered, or lost any of
those rights, but that they were, and their de-

scendants now are, entitled to the exercise and
enjoyment of all such of them, as their local
aud othercircumstai.ee, enabled them to exer-
cise and enjoy." .

4. That tho foundation of English liberty
and of all free governments, is a right in the
people to participate in their legislative council;
and, as the English colonists are not represent-
ed, aud from their local and other circumstan-
ces, canuot properly be represented in the
British Parliament, they are entitled to a free
and exclusive iowerof legislation, in their sev-
eral provincial legislatures, where their right
of representation can alone be prescind in all
cases of taxation and internal policy, subject
only to the negative of their bovercign in ucb
a manner as has been heretofore used and ac
customed." I'tlkin's U. S. Vol. 12H5.

Now we adopt this declaration of rights by
our ancestors, as our argmneLt in favcr of the
Democratic policy in the question of territorial
governments. Itisonr argument in favor of
the doctrine tl We will
adopt it as our platform.

We say that our brethren who emigrate to
Kansas or our other Territories, lose none of
their rights, privileges or franchises by so do-
ing; that if ihey po-t.et- a the power,as republi-
cans, of regulating their own domestic affairs
in the States, they possess it in the Territories";
that if they make their own laws in the States.
they can make them in the Territories; and if
they have angut to decide upon the question
of slavery in the States, they can pass upon it
in the Territories. And we say, iu addition,
(in almost the identical words of our ancestors)
that it is the foundation of American liberty
and of all free governments that the people
have a right to participate iu their legislative
council; and that if they are not represented iu
Congrets or in the Federal Government, the
people of the Territories are entitled to a free
and exclusive power of legislation, iu their sev
era! Territories legislatures.wherc they are rep-
resented, in all cases of internal anJ domestic
policy. Let ue pause hereto inquire if the peo-
ple of Kansas and of our national Territories
are represented iu the Federal Government
The people of the States vote for the members
of the Senate, and for the President But the
people of the Territories have no such prlvi-ges- .

They have no United States Senator;
their delegate to Congress has no vote; they
have no vote for President, who signs the laws
passea oy ooin nouses, is it not monarcniai
and n to claim that the people of
these Territories shall be under the "sovereign
power of Congress," when they have no voice
in electing their Congress? Is it not erecting
adepotism in our very midu ? Is it not pla-
cing the lives, liberty and property of our fellow-

-citizens in the hands of irresponsible and
frequently designing demagogues? And is
not the Democratic doctrine of "leaving the
people free to regulate their own domestic in-
stitutions," the only true doctrine, the doctrine
of our forefathers.for which they did battle and
achieved our independence. And, on the con-
trary, is not the Republican doctrine the very
identical one put forth by George III and his
misibtry, adopted by the House of Commons,
and endorsed in the House of Lords.

The comparison cannot be denied. We have
a Tory Party iu our midst. We need not be
surprised, then, that that party should receive
the caresses and helping hand of our aristocrat-t- o

brethren across the waters.
