The total vote in Maine at late Pres-
idential election was but ninety thousand,
although great excitement existed, and it
was all drawn ; now, it is one hundred
and twenty thousand an increase of twenty-fiv- e

per cent in four years. This is a mon-
strous increase for a State which is nearly sta-

tionary in population. Again, as the total
population is but five hundred and fifty
thousand, the proportion of votes in Maine
is to four and a half of that number, if
the late election isa fair test. Does any one
believe that such a proportion can
exist ? One voter to six or seven of the
population is the usual average in the Free
States.' When it is one to four and a half,
there certainly must be somewhere.
The Democrats polled more votes for their
Governor year than they did for Pierce
for President in 1852, when had eight
thousand and jet ho is beaten

thousand by the Black Republi-
cans. There are grave grounds for
that the extraordinary vote for Hamlin of
seventy thousand was, in part, obtained by
importations from Canada, and the

ate death. He was attending to business On
Thursday, as actively a ever, aud- - botne gentle-
men who saw him at his oflice about 5 o'clock
that evening tell us that they perceived no
signs of his illness.

Detroit, Juno 4, 1856.
Sir : It has occurred to us that the pres

ent state of things in Kansas Territory, and
several of the Slaveholding States, as con- -

ected with the further extension of Slave
ry, into that, and other Territories, and as
evincing a gros disregard of the Constitution
and the laws of the United States, and the
rights of American citizens under tho same,
niperatively require the attention of the

State Legislature. Wc think the Question
s now fairly and emphatically presented to

the Free States, whether these rights are to
o upheld, or whether they are to be aban

doned for the gratification of a comparative-
ly few ambitious and reckless men interest-

Uentlemen : lour communication o

June 4th was received some time &zo. Its
extraordinary character would have precluded
a reply from me, but for the fact that the
Legislature of Wisconsin has been assembled
to consider the subjects to which you refer.
The matter has been gravely suggested in
other Northern States; and I have been called
on by the Party Press of the State to con-
vene tho Lesislature here. As you have
each signed this letter, in your official char
acter, I am of course to suppose that you
wish me to consider the views you express,
as entitle! to higher consideration, than l
you were acting merely upon your individ
ual responsibility. You will pardon me,
however, for not regarding them in that
light, since I am not informed that the sub-

jects, of which you treat, properly pertain to
tho duties of the positions you respectively
occupy. As an executive omcer tnyseif.
am unwilling to countenance the employment
of a public office for any other purposes,
whether of a party or individual character,
THAN THOSE WHICH BELOSO TO IT and
hence, shall be obliged to consider your let-
ter as wholly unofficial ; but yet, at the same
time, entitled to tho consideration and re
spect, which is justly your due, as individ
uals and gentlemen.

Your speak aUogetlier in the tone, if not in
the language of the party ptess, and the senti
merits you utter are quite familiar to those
who have watched the progress of the party
struggle, into which the country has been
plunged. A struggle which is sufficiently
characterized, by angry feeling, without any
unwarrantable employment ot the influence
of olhual position in the several States,
whether North or South. Yet the manner
in which you have treated the subjects to
which you refer, and the alarming proposi
Hons you suggest, tout justify me in repiym
somewhat in detail.

I do not propose to discuss witli you the
question whether there has or has not becn
" a gross disregard of the constitution and
laws of the United States, and the rights of
Amenc in citizens," upon the part of persons
in Kansas, " and some of the slaveholding
btates in order to secure the " rurther ex
tension of slavery into that and other terri
tories." These are matters which properly
belong to the authorities of the federal Gov
ernment,&nl which cannot, in my judgment,
be interfered with, by the authorities of the
States, without usurpation, on the part of the
latter. If the States were to assert the pow-
er and right of such interference, it is easy to
see that a conflict between them, and the
Federal authority would immediately ensue,
which would lead to the most disasterous
consequences to the whole country perhaps,
if not inevitably, to blooi shed and revolu-
tion. But if this result should not be brought
about by a collision between tho government
of the United States, and those of the States,
it would be produced in another way equally
fatal to the public happiness and peace. If
the Northcrn States should undertake to de-

termine whether the Southern States had
violated the Constitution and laws, and
should feel themselves called upon to avenge
such violation, as they might suppose to ex-

ist, the Southern States would, of course as-

sert, and exercise the same authority, and it
would require but a short while in the pres-
ent excited state of the public mind, to bring
the citizens of the two sections in deadly
conflict with each other. Such a conflict
would bo civil war in its worst and most
ruinous fotm. It would necessarily destroy
the Union, and render its reformation impos-
sible. If such consequences, if so awful a
calamity is to be brought upon the coun-
try, it shall receive no aid or countenance
from me, either as an individual, or as the
Executive of a State, whose citizens have
always been distinguished for their patriotic
devotion to the Union.

Without furnishing me any facts upon
which you have predicated your opinion, or
informing me wherein there has Veen a
" gross disregard of the Constitution and laws
of the United States, and the rights of
Amencan-citizens- " you have assumed that
the facts aro as you state them, and upon
this assumption have informed me that in
your opinion it " imperatively requires the at-

tention of Cite State Legislature." I have no
doubt that tnero have been wrongs peipe-trate- d

in Kansas. Perhaps the Constitution
and laws of tho United States have been
violated. But I have no information before
rae ojiaallg in reference to these things,
certainly none such as could justify me in
calling the attention of the Legislature of
the State to them. You will pardon me for
saying that this information is not so furnish-
ed by your letter, as that I should feel
myself justified to make it the basis of an
Executive communication. The Congress of
the United States has just adjourned, after
a protrarted session of nine months. The
House of Representatives, a large majority
of whom entertained political sentiments,
which, I suppose correspond with yoar own,
sent a committee of its members to Kansas,
to ascertain and report upen the condition of
affairs there. The report of this committeo
was made some time before the adjournment,
ar.d has been very extensively circulated
throughout the country, especially iu the
Northcrn States. Whether it put Congress
or the country in po&essiun of the real con-

dition of things in Kansas or not, I do not
know, but I cannot avoid the conviction that
the information furnished by it, was quite
as extensive as any which you may have
obtained by private means. Yet either the
House cf Representatives did not consider
the crisis so important and alirming as you
do, or, if they did, were guilty of most culpa-
ble omission, of not providing some effectual
remedy, before the adjournment. It would
have been quite well enough, at all events,
if vou had waited until that event, so ai to

have seen whether any remedy would be ap
nea by Congress as the matters referred

to, in your letter, are exclusively of a federal
character.

You will readMy perceive that your letter.
written while Congress was in session, and
more than two months before its aijourn-men- t,

might possibly subject you, iu some
mindi, to tho imputation of an extraordina-
ry haste, in desiring, as officers of the State
of Michigan, to interfere with things belong- -
ng to the (ienera! Government and in no

way connected with the duties of ths offices
you are nw filling. It is rmite time enough.
n my estimation, for the oflicers of the States,

to undertake this supervision, when the Gov-
ernment of the United States shall have
shown itself incompetent to a performance of
its duties and obligations. At present I am
constrained to think that the House of Rep-
resentatives did not consider the state of
things in Kansas, in the condition you have
supposed; or certainly, some proposition,
would have been introduced and passed, for
the restoration of quiet. Unless, indeed,
those who were in the majority, and controll-
ed its action, looked to the remedy you have
suggested as the most available means of af
fecting the result of the Presidential election.
In any view of it, I am constrained, from a
sense of duty to the Federal Government of
the btate of Indiana, and the other States of
Union, to decline a compliance with your
suggestions, and to say that I see in them
nothing but such consequences as every pat
riot in the county would be compelled to de-

plore. I am charged by the Constitution with
the duty of convening the Legislature, when-
ever, in my opinion, the exigency of public
affairs in this State shall require it. But I am
not aware that there has been conferred up
on me, or that it was intended to confer upon
me, the power to do so, in view of any exi-
gency that may arise in the affairs of the Gen
eral Government, or those of any of the other
States or Territories. v hatever the Legis-
lature, while in session, might suppose to be
its duty, on these subject?, they are not such
matters as justify me xn convening them at a
time net fixed by law.

You give it as your opinion that "the
question is now fairly and emphatically pre
sented to the Free States, whether these
rights are to be upheld," &c. I understand
you of course, to mean, that the "Free States'
are called upon to employ their legislative
authority to interfere in the affairs of Kan
sas both for the purpose of seeing that
slavery is not extended, and to protect the
people of Kansas from "fraud and violence."
I differ with you, both as to the powers and
duties of the "rree btates." In my judg
ment, if they were to interfere, it would be
an act of revolution azainst the General
Government, and of unwarrantable interfer
ence with matters in no way pertaining to
their own domestic government. Such an
act of revolution would be war, and such a
war would put an end at once and forever to
the Union of the States. I have altogether
misunderstood the doctrines of the Virginia
resolution! of 1798, to which you appeal in
support of your views.u they justify the meas
ures you suzzesL 1 hose resolutions were a
protest against the unconstitutional legisla
tion of Congress, in violation of the rights of
the States and their citizens, and the most
that was ever claimed for them, by those who
were the most anxious to pervert their mean-
ing, is, that they justified the Statea in re
sisting the usurpation of the FxDERAL au
thority. Your letter presents no such case
as this ; but simply one in vhich you say
that the Constitution and laws of the United
States have been violated, and that "fraud
and violence" have deprived the citizens of
Kansas of their just rights under them. The
framers of the Virginia resolutions of 1793,
If they were yet alive, would doubtless won
der how it could be possible for any ingenuity
so to torture their meaning as to make them
justify the States in interfering in matters
of this sott. It certainly has occurred to you.
that the federal Government has power
enough to protect its own Constitution and
laws, and consequently to protect the citi
zens of its territories in all their rights under
them. If it shall turn out, contrary to the
design of those who framed the Constitution,
and the universal public judgment since its
formation, that it does not possess this pow
er, it will be quite time enough for the
States to act, when the fact is properly an
nounced to them and their assistance re
quired. Until then it occurs to me that they
have quite enough to do, in attend ng to their
own domestic affairs, in developing their own
resources, and in cultivating the spirit of true
fiatriotism, and that just subordination to

is notouly the foundation of their
own prosperity, but the most reliable assu-
rance of Union and harmony between them.

You give it as your opinion, "that a strong
and numerous emigration from the free States
to Kansas supported in some measure by the
free States, with a view to act decisively upon
if elections iuxt ftill the most effectual,
and perhaps the only means of disappointing
the efforts of the abettors of the fraud and
violence of the comparatively few and reckless
men" whom you represent as M interested in
the extension of slaver?" and you ask my
" sanction" and " in this plan
of operations, as Governor of one of the " free
btates." I should subject myself to the
charge of an utter insensibility to all the ob-

ligations belonging to my position, if I could
be induce! to ate in any such p.an.

l presume it is the hret time it was ever
seriously proposed that the Legislature of
any State should be convened for the purpose
of inducing its citizens to emigrate beyond Us
borders, at the expense of the people of One

State, to be paid out of the public Treasury I
And if this proposition was not now made by
gentlemen who fill five of the most impor-
tant oflicos in a neighboring State, you
mil permit me to say that I could scarcely
suppose that the purpose was seriously enter-
tained by anybody. But I have no evidence
that it is reciprocated by any number of the
people of this State. If so, they are evi-

dently disposed to introduce a new policy
into the Legislature of the State, which, so
far has been employed to induce emigration
to and not emigration from the State. To
such a policy I am unwilling to give my as-

sent for many reasons, and for one controlling
one, if no other, that it is utterly absurd.

Bat has it not occurred to you to enquire
how it would be possible for the Legislature
of the Free States " to provide a fund for
the support of these emigrants ts Kansas
until they could " act decisively upon the
elections next fall?" I am not aware of any
provision in the Constitution of a State
which would warrant its Legislature in ex-

pending the people's money in Vte Treasury,
for such a purpose so foreign from all the
intentions for which public money is raised
by taxation. There is no such provision in
the Constitution of the State, and if there
was, I an far from being satisfied that any
portion of our citizens would tolerate the
expenditure of the public money for such a
purpose. We have, already, quite as heavy
burden as we are disposed to levy, in the
shape of taxes, without increasing them
in any such unnecessary and dangerous mode
as you recommend.

And our own elections furnish us with
quite enough of excitement, without export-
ing voters " to act decisively upon the elec-
tions" in Kansas or any other Territory. If our
citizens choose to terminate their residence,
among us, and to become citizens of Kansas
we shall throw no impediment in their way.
That is their own business, to which they
will be likely to attenJ, without any dicta-
tion, from either their Legislature or their
Governor, and when they get there, I have
enough respect for their intelligence to sup-p- of

e that they will not look to the Treasury
of this State for support, until they can "act
decisive upon the elections in Kansas." I
think 1 am not mistaken in supposing that
one of the leading, and most frequently re-

peated objections to the people of Missouri
upon tho part of those with whem you are
now in party alliance, is, that they, without
the direction or icterference of their Legisla-
ture, have emigrated to Kansas, or have goue
there without being emigrants, to " act de-
cisively upou the elections' there. And yet,
you now call upon the Free Slates in their
sovereign capacity as States, to initiate the
new and startling policy of actually pro-
viding, by legislation, for tho same thing.
Suppose that you, and those who
with you, should succeed in procuring this,
to be done by any considerable number of the
Free States; do you cot know that a
counteracting policy would be at once
adopted on the part of the Slave Stata 1

And certainly you need cot be toll tbat
when this state of things shall be brought
about, its inevitable result must be, that the
free and slave States will meet together in
hostile array upon the plains of Kansas and
sattle by ihe sword a contest about political
principles, which could easily have been set-
tled by the people of Kansas themselves, but
for the interference of intermeddling politi-
cians, within the States, who seem to care less
about the peace, quiet and welfare of the coun-
try, if not the existence of the Union, than
they do about the remit of a Presidential
election. Had this class of our citizens becn
content to let Kansas alone, had they permit
ted the people there, to settle their own in-

stitutions in their own way, there would have
been but little moie, if any difficulty amongst
them, than there has been among the other
Territories of the United States. Cut the act
or the organizaiioa of the Territory had

scarcely passed the ink with which the
President wrote his approval of it, was scarce -
y dry, before a society of Congressional poh

lticians was formed with a new to control
the elections there, and make them 6ube-3rvi-cn- t

to their party purposes. The example
thus set was immediately followed in other
sections of the country, and the State of Mass-

achusetts, one of the most distant of all the
States from Kansas, provided by law for the
organization of a company of her citizens,
with a large capital, to do what is now pro-
posed by you, that is "to act decisively upon
the elections there." In my judgment, these
organizations are the foundation of all the
difficulties in Kansas. They constitute th
inauguration of a policy in the North, which
it was quite natural that the South should
consider as aggressive. It was in proof before
the investigating committee of Congress, that
the State of Missouri did so consider it, be-

cause its citizens saw that the men who were
most likely to be carried to Kansas by these
means,were those who,after their arrival there
would both encourage the escape of their
slaves, and resist their recapture and return
under the requirement of the Constitu-
tion the fugitive Slave Law, and thus by
destroying their property, inflict a se-

rious injury upon them. And subsequent
events have tended to confirm these impres-
sions by showing that very many of those
who have gone to Kansas through these in-

strumentalities, have been guilty of the
most offensive acts towards the citizens of
Missouri.

So that, although it has been conceded
that the latter have also been guilty of
wrongs, yet all candid men must be forced
to admit that their incipient steps were most-
ly of a defensive character. The struggle
was an unequal one. Missouri was a young
State, while Massachusetts was an old one-poss- essing

great wealth and ample means of
enforcing any policy she might choose to
adept. And as it advanced, it became more
unequal, because it lead to the formation of
a great political party throughout the North,
which by aggravating what were at first but
slight injuries, managed to excite the North
ern mind, and to enlw in its cause a large
portion of the Northern people, as was
doubtlessly designed by this party, and cer-

tainly, as might have been expected, this led
necessarily to other defensive and perhaps
offensive acts, upon the part of ciuzecs of
the South, which have kept pace with those
to which I have teferred, until a civil war
has already broken out. And yet this crisia
alarming as it is in every respect, does cot
seem to have arrested the course of those
who Uvt begun the party organization. It
has been continued by them, with every ef-

fort to increase, rather than diminish the diffi-

culty, until it has been necessary to concen-

trate in Kansas a cociiderable portion of the
army of the United States, as the only means
of restoring order and quiet. That these
means will be speedily effectual, I do cot
doubt, if a Presidential election were not so
near at hand, and if the party with which
yon are acting did not consider the agitation
of slavery as its greatest source of strength.
I am very sure that the people of Indiana
are anxious that they should prove effectual
at oace, that peace may be restored, and there-
fore I should act in disobedience to what I
consider their wishes, if I could be induced
to place any impediment in the way, by
adopting the course you suggest. There are
no people more obedient to law than they
are, ana they would neither do themselves,
nor countenance me in doing anything in re-

sistance to' the legitimate authority of the
United States. Your policy could not be
carried out without such resistance, and there-
fore you will cot be surprised either at the
sentiments I have expressed, or the conclu-

sions to which I have" come. I am sure that
they are the sentiments of a lare majority of
the people of this State, and that whatever
view you may take of them, my conclusion!
will be approved by them.

The occasion will justify me in saving,
that unless something shall occur to arrest
the course of the sectional party with which
TOO. are the country tanst soon
be plunged into deeper difficulties than arj
now existing In Kansas, great as they are ac-

knowledged to be. The recent action of this
party in Congress, has exhibited a degree of
desperation hitherto unknown in this coun-
try. With a large majority in the House of
Representatives, elected under a pledge to do
something in behalf of Kansas, it has per-
mitted a session of nine months to pass away
without passing a single measure of relief.
Under every obligation-expres- s and implied,
to abrogate certain obnoxious and unconstitu-
tional laws passed by the Kansas Legislature,
it has failed to do it It has failed even to
act upon a bill passed by the Senate, declar-
ing that these laws were void thus convinc- -
ing all who look calmly at the matter, that it
had no design to annul them, but desired
that they should remain untouched, because
they would furnish them with folttical
capital. Instead of consummating a single
measure they had promised, those who com-
posed this majoity choee rather Is make an
attempt to arrest the course of the Govern-
ment, by withholding supplies to the Army
of the United States, and thus entering upon
a career of KEvoLtrrioif.

I deplore the present condition of things,
and hope that the time is not far distant
when the conservative judgment of the
country will condemn those who have pro-
duce 1 it. The people ofthe United State
have enough to do in attending to those vari-
ous pursuits which have so largely contributed
to their elevation, without engaging in sec-
tional contests about matters iu reference to
which differences cf opinioa should be toler-
ated. If they shall permit any party under
pretext of advancing the welfare of a section
sa as to array the other section against it as to
destroy the kindly feeling that thoald exist
between the two, there may be now living,
those who shall tee the termination of our
national existence. Bat if they shall ba
true to themselves and the Union ai it camo
from the hands of the framers of the Con-
stitution ; if they shall cherish that fond
recollection of a common; ancestry and a
common fame which hat so long cemented
them together ; if they shall swallow np
all sectional strife in the idea of a common
nationality, then our institutions will go
down to our children the richest and the beet
heritage we can leave them. I hive the
