We have already, some. days since, given
those sections of the General Election Law of
the State, which we considered most essential
W0 a correct understanding of the rights and
qualifications of voters, and of the duties of
[nspectors and Judges of elections. 'We add
the foliowing in answer to mm'y letters of
inquiry which we have received on the sub-
ject: .

The State eleet'on takes place on Tuesday,

Every while male citizen of the State,
who has resided within the State six mouths
last preceding the clection, and twelve months
within the United States, who is twenty-one
years of age, is entitled to vote. 1 ‘-m.,u
be of foreign birth, be must have taken out
his riusT rarees before he can vote.

Every voter must vote in the township
in which he actually resides.

A mere temporary existence, in any place,
without being an ActuaL resident, does not
make the man a voter.

After a man is challenged, it is theduty of
the Judges of the election to swear him to
the form of the oath as laid down in the
Election Law, and after he has taken that
oath, it is the duty of the Board 1o receive
his vote,

If he swears falsely, he may be arrested
for so doing,

A foreign born citizen is not bound Lo pro-
duce his paturalization, or FIKST PAPERS, un-
less he desires to do so ; and any Board refu-
sing his vote for that reason, are liable to be
prosecuted, as they are in all cases where
they refuse a legal vote. The same laws
govern, in every particular, the Presidential
and the State election, and the same qualifi-
cations are necessary to vote for a Constable,
& Governor, or a President.

The polls open at eight o'clock in the
morning, and close at six @*clock in the eve-
ning.
