. Hair.

As the eye gives beauty of expression to
the face, does the hair give beauty and
elegance to the shapo of the head which
would otherwise be unformed. To whatever
age we refer, we find hair has been cultiva-
ted and preserved by thoae women who de-

sire to please, as among the first of those
charms which gave them power over man-

kind. The ancients differed materially from

us in their taste, for with them, and indeed
to a very lata date, yellow hair was consid-
ered the most beautiful, and belonged entirely
to youth, while dark hair was the color worn
by matronly dames and ap;ed men. Thus
we find Demertius of Macedonia, an uncivil-
ized Charles II, dyeing his hair yellow in
accordance with this custom, Sometimes
false hair was used. The custom died in
giving place to the powdered hair intro-

duced during the reipi of Louis XIII, of
France.

Shakespeare makes Bassiano in the
"Merchant of Venice," speaking of yellow
hair, says :

Look, on beaulv,
And you thai I see it purchased by the weight
Which therein work a miracle of mtlure,
Making them lightest that wear most of it :

are those crisped, snaky, golden locks,
Whh-- make such wanton gambols with the wind
Udod suDDoeed fairness, otten known
To b the dowry of a second head
The scull that bred them in the sepulchre.'"

About the only exception we find to this
custom in ancient times, are those of Sappho

the " Tenth Muse " of Plato Julius
Casar, and Theseus. Sappho is said to.have
had very dark hair. Alceus one, of her lov
ers, calls her,

" Dark haired, chaslo, tweetly smiling Sappho."
and Antipater speak3 of her

The beautiful dark haired woman Lesbos.'
Jnlias Oa;sar was extremely negligent of

his hair, and hail dark hair, while Theseus
wh0, according to Plutarch, was a "dark-haire- d,

handsome youth," won Ariadne by a
total neglect of hair dressing.

Milto, better knowu as Aspasia, so called
from her great resemblance to that great
beauty, is represented "with yellow hair, the
locks a little curled, and long and beautifully
flowing." She was the only woman in the
Court ofCyrus, of Persia, whose favorite she
became, who did not color or adorn her hair.
From this, we judge this custom was often
at variance with the simplicity of nature.

Daily, whom wo cannot but look upon as
a madman, yet whose lines in their madness
are even more grand than those of Lee, fays
in a strain gorgeously beautiful :

Vi;h lightsome brow, and beaming eyes, and bright,
Long, glorious locks, which drop upon thy cheek,
Like goid-hus- cluud-flak- e on Uie rosy morn.'

And Byron speaks of " long floating au-

burn curb" and "glossy ringlets."
Hector, accorking to Homer, had black

hair, and his great enemy Achilles had yel.
low hair. Describing the funeral rites of
Patroclua, Homer says :

"Patroclua descent on the appointed ground.
They place, and heap the sjliau pels around.
But great Achilles stands apart in prayer,
And from his head divides the yellow liuir;
Those curing locks which from his youth he vowed,
And sacred grew, to Sperchula, honored flood.

Alexander the Great had long flowing hair
and richly curled. His mother represented
in medals of her age, according to Plutarch,
with leaves gracefully intertwined in her
hair. It was a custom with the ancients to
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powder white.
IJeards have always been considered as

a typo of wisdom. Lucian speaks of several
cases in which the beard of a man was taken
as the recommendation of his skill in physic.
The golden beard of iEsculapiu if 1nitff fa-

mous.
Hutarch informs us that a certain omen

having been translated by the Soothers to
read that "a person of courage and superior
beauty should take the reins of government
in his hands, and suppress the tumults with
which Rome was then agitated." Sylla, who
was then in power, said, "I am the man, for
my locks of gold are sufficient proof of my
beanty.'

Boadicea had yellow hair which fell in rich
profusion down toher thighs.

The Emperor Nero had yellow hair as did
also his wife Toppav Sabina. A single hair
corning out of her head Nero caused it to bo
fastened with gold to the head of the statue of
Juno.

Byron, who had an appreciative eye for
every point of female beauty, and language
no less beautiful to express it, says of golden
locks:

44 Here I can trace the locks of jcold
Which round thy snowy forehead waTe."'

And again: -

"That form with eye so dirk, and check so fair.
And antiurn waves of gemmed and hraidd hair,
With shape .f fairy lightness."
Charlcmage had hair of an unusual color

for a man in the prime of life beautifully
white.

Lucre tia Borgia was possessed of hair
which caught and charmed tho eye of Lord
Byron, and that tasteful judge of beauty,
Leigh Hunt, added to the beauties of being
of a golden hue, and luxuriant, falling in
rich profusion over her shoulders, it pos
sessed the charm of length and fineness.
Leigh Hunt, in that bcauiiful article pub
lished in the Indicator on "Female Beauty,"
after stating he is in possession- - of a single
hair of this mysterious and beautiful being
says: (we quote from memory.) "If ever
hair was golden it is this; it is not red; it is
not yellow; it is not auburn; it is golden
and naught else, and though natural look- -

too, must have had a surprising ap--
pearance in a mass. Lucretia, bcaimiui in
every respect, must have looked like a
vision m a picture an angel from the sun."

Mary Stuart, m childhood, had yellow
hair, but in age she wore false yellow to
conceal her gray locks. TJrantone says of
her gray hair:

44 hi beau si Mondo el cendres."
Elizabeth of England wore false yellow

hair, ana that red! " I here is no accounting
for tastes.1

Cervantes, the author of " Don Quixote,"
had brown hair. Hi fraste was in favor of
yellow.

Tasso, the great epic noer. had yellow,
and sang of no other.

A sketch of the Countess Guicicoli reads
thus: "Her hair, which is unfathered on
her head, plays over her falling shoulders in

prolusion of natural ruisrlets of the darkest
auburn.

The French first introduced powdered
hair as a beauty, and among the first whom
we hear of as usins: powder. U Annie of Aus
tria, wife of Louis XII, whose hair was a light
brown, curling, and of great profusion. This
style we cannot admire. The only true state
for haw is its natural ona. "Heaven never
hangs out false colors."

Tho hair of Ninon de L'Enclos was hni
and curlinsr. of a dark brown color, which
she usually tastefully arranged and adorned
wun pearls.

Catherine of Rnssiahnd hair of a bcautifnl
lght brown color, which she 'dressed with

great fckill and simplicity.

Ascent of Mount Ararat
Major Robert Stcaet, of the British army,

in a communication to the Loudon Times,
gives an interesting account of the ascent of
Mount Ararat, made by himself and four
other Englishmen. The party started on the
11th of July. We give the following ex-

tract, which concludes the account of the as-

cent:

Wrapping ourselves iu our rugs, we paased
the night as well as could be expected, and
at peep of dawn on the 14th we resumed the
ascent. It certainly wa3 toilsome and slow,
but was nevertheless satisfactory.

From an elevation of about fourteen thou-
sand feet above the sea we saw tho sun rise
in unclouded majesty, lighting up simultane-
ously to our view vast tracts of the Russian,
Persian, and Turkish empires. That was a
glorious sight never to be forgotten.

About one thousand two hundred feet
from the summit we came upon an oak cross
that had been fixed there in the rock by Pro-
fessor Abich in the year 1S45. It was in
Russian characters and was still legible.

This was the most difficult part of our as-

cent The obstructions were frequent, and
the climbing at times perilous; but caution
and perseveranco enabled us to overcome
everything, and at nine, A. M., we hod the
satisfaction of standing on the highest point
of the mountain. Here I struck to the hilt
in the snow at kama, or short double-edge- d

sword, which we found at the foot of Abich's
cross. Here also, as loyal Britons, we drank
the health of our beloved Queen in brandy.
Her Majesty will, perhaps, deign to accept
this expression of allegiance on considering
that her's is probably the first name that has
been pronounced on the solemn height since
it was quitted by the great patriarch of the
human race, for no record or tradition exists
of the ascent having ever been made before,
although repeatedly tried by men of different
countries, both European and Asiatic Pro-
fessor Abich made several attempt?, but
failed iu all, a3 is proved by the position of
the cross, by the testimony of the natives,
and even by the confession of his own coun-

trymen.
We descended on the tracks of the other,

and got back to the tents about four p. m.
Tho whole surfaco of Mount Ararat bean;

evidence of having been subjected to violent
volcanic action, being seamed and scored
with deep ravines. The rocky ridges that
protrude from the snow are either lcsalt or
tnrfa; and near the surface we found somo
bit3 of pumice on a spot which still emits a
strong sulphurous smell.

The summit itself is nearly level, of a tri-

angular shape, the base being about two hun-
dred yards in length, the highest point is at
the apex of the triangles, which points near-
ly due west. Separated from it by a hollow
is another point of ncarlyequal altitude, and
the base of the triangle U an elevated ridge,
forming a third eminence. These three
points stand out in distinct relief on a ner
day.

The snow on the top is almost as dry as
powder, and in walking over it we did not
sink more than half way to the knee. The
impression left on rny mind is that the sum-
mit is an, extinct crater filled with snow. We
experience no difficulty of respiration; except
being sooner blown by exertion than we
should have leen at a lower level. The cold
was intense, and though a perfect calm pre-

vailed at the time at the foot of the cone, as
we afterwards learnt, a keen wind was blow-

ing from the west, which raised a blinding
mist of fine snovr that prevented ns taking
any distant views.

As may be supposed, our success has cre-

ated no small sensation throughout the coun-
try. The fame of it preceded us wherever
we went. It was announced as a sort of won-

der to the caravans traveling eastward, and
the Kaimakam of Dayazid has made it the
object of a special report to Constantinople.

From the sacred character of the moun
tain, and the traditions associated with it
throughout the East, identical as they are
with scriptural records, I am inclined to think
that a degree of importance will attach to
this performance in popular estimation le- -
yond what is due to a mere exhibition of
nerve and muscle ; and this, no doubt, will
tell iu favor of our national prestige.

On the 15th we ascended Lesser Ararat ;

but this, being an ordinary affair, docs not
call for a detailed account. 1 would only
observe that perhaps from no other spot in
the world can a finer or more extensive view
be obtained. This view we had the good
fortuno to enjoy to perfection, with a cloud-
less sky and clear atmosphere.

To save our readers the trouble of refer-
ring to a gazcteer, I may state that' the sum
mit of Greater Ararat is 17.S23 feet above I

sea level, and 1 l,oOO above the plain ; from
base of cone to summit may le above G,000
feet. Les?er Ararat is 1 3,093 feet about sea
level

Mork about the Aeiolite. Ve under
stand that this curious phencmenon was ob
served at Copper Harbor, Eagle Harbor, the
UliuMino, Ontonagon, the .Norwich Mine,
and at Superior.

The passengers and crew of tho vessol ob
served a fire ball of the most dazzling bril
liancy, about half the apparent diameter of
the sun, very htgh in tho heavens, and
moving - toward the iSouth, attended by a
roaring or nishihg sound, terminating with
explosion. Jt remained in sight about thirty
seconds, when it suddenly disappeared or
faded away. A line of bmoke or cloudy va-

por wa3 thrown off from the fiery nucleus as
it moved along, which remained visible in
the heavens for half an hour or more, after
it had disappeared. At first this lay on a
line making the path of the meteor. But it
soon began to wind itself into a sinuous or
serpentine form and linally coiled up.

At the Norwich mine it amoared vcrv
high in the heavens, about 2orth and to
move in a Southwcstward direction ; some
four minutes after its disappearance thvre
were two or three loud reports following
each other in rapid succession like the roar
of a distant cannon. The phenomenon was
witnessed by twenty or thirty persons, who
noted the tiroo between its disappearance
and the sound ?poken of, and computed its
distancejfrom the earth to be aliout forty-fiv- e

miles.
Our able contemporary of the Miner,

who is good authority upon such matter,
says : . .'

" It size cannot be very definitely ascer-
tained, but it must have becu very great.
There arc optical reasons which prevent our
approximating with certainty to the true di-

mensions of a ball of fire such as this ap-
peared to be. The observers at the Nor-
wich and on the Iako represent it as having
been about half the diameter of tho moon.
A solid fcubstanco to appear so large at a dis-
tance of forty miles must b 8.0 feet in di-

ameter."

ting Meteor or Acroline, of the same charac-
ter of those which have been observed and
recorded for the past two thoHsand years.
