The Last Kansas Outrage.

After consultation with them Gov-
ernor Geary dismissed them, simply requir-
ing them to disperse and not remain together
in an organized body. Even all their farming
utensils, above enumerated, were restored to
them. These facts, which are now freely ad-
mitted and published by the Abolition papers,
show that Governor Geary treated this body
of armed omigrants with all the indulgence
possible, cousistent with the public peace
and the line of policy by which he has de-
clared he will be governed. Instead of
