Navigation of Lakes.
The Halifax (N. S.) Sun says, in a recent

issue : A note worthy feature in the ship-
ping on the great Canadian lakes is the rapid
ly increasing substitution of steamers for sail
ing vessels. The first craft ever launched on
Lake Erie, was built by the French for the
celebrated expedition of La Salle, so far back
as 1679 (Raynal.) tut it wa3 only in 1797 that
the first Anglo-Americ- an vessel was launch-
ed upon the lakes. The first steamer launch
ed in America was built in Lower Canada, to
run between Montreal and Quebec : this was
about the yar 1812, the Legislature of that
Province having, in the session of 1811, grant-
ed a monopoly of the route to one .MoLson.

The first steamer on Lake Ontario was sent
float in 1816; two years previously a like

event took place on Lake Eric. In 1851 the
proportion of tons of steam craft to sailing
craft was as 71,000 to 1S3.000. The whole
tonnage on the lakes in 1320 amounted to
only 5,500 tons ; in 1840 to 70,000 ; in 1850
to 215,787 tons. Ia five years last past, the
ratio of increase is stated to have been much
greater ; but even this hardly gives an idea
of the vast commerce of which these great
inland seas are destined to become the scene,
even before the closing of the current

- Fire is tue Wabash Bottom. The Wa-
bash bottom, opposite Terre Haute, ha3 been
burning at a fearful rate for several days past.
Hundreds of cords of good timber have al-

ready been consumed by the devouring ele-
ment, and as there is no means of checking
its progress, it is not easy to tell how much
more damage will be done before we have
rain BufSciettt to put out the fire. Several
hand red pannels of fence have burned up,
and many more are in danger.

This fire has been occasioned by boys set-
ting fire to the leaves in order to more readily
find the hickory and pecan nuts, with which
the bottoms abound.
