Wehave no data upon which to base an
estimate of the quantity of whisky produced
in the Ohio Valley. The quantity sold in
this market, annually is about 220,000 barrels,

nine million gallons. This is probably not
more than one-ha- lf the aggregate
of Ohio and Indiana alone. Presuming that
the is eighteen million gallons,
and we find tho of corn to be
four and a half million bushels, to produce
which requires million and a quarter acres
of good land, is it probable tho
of Whisky in the Ohio Valley is fifty million
gallons per annum, involving a
oft elve and a half million bushels corn, the
average of which is five million dol-

lars.
' The estimates and calculations of the Ga-

zette, respecting the production of whisky

along the Ohio, probably correct-

ness, as very likely would its statistics with
reference to the thereof ; but it

has certainly made a most egregious blunder
with regard to the number of fat Ohio, Indi-

OP HEW YORK.
As we have the

year, sa s the New York Journal of Com-

merce, thd foreign imports at this port re-

ceived a check in October. Each previous
month from January 1st showed an increase
upon the total of tho preceding
year, until on tho 1st of Oct. the increase had
amounted to about fifty-eig- ht and a half mil-

lions. In October, the imports show a de-

crease of $1,779 439 as compared with la.st

year, but an increaso of $2,794 554 as com-

pared with October, 1S54.

The total imports of foreign merchandize
and specie at New York since Jaruary 1st
are $56,683 329 greater than for the corres-pondin- g

ten months of last yenr, and
greater than for the same period of

1854.
How long this turn in the current of im-

ports will continue it is, of course, impossible

to tell; but the fttrirgency in the foreign

money market, instead of checking ship-

ments, as one writer has predicted, will evi

dently have the effect of increasing the ex-

ports of merchandise. We look, however, for

a general diminution of imports

the next eleven months.
The exports from New York to foreign

ports for the month of October were very

large, including nearly five millions of spo-- ',

cie. Tho total, exclusive of specie, was only

$515,245 less than the very large amount for

October of Inst year, and was $1,215 536

greater than for October of 1854. ;.

The total exports, exclusive of specie, since

January 1st, are $13,075 870 greater than for

the ten months of last year,

and $13,712 373 greater than for the same

period of 1854. The shipments of produce

are now very large and will continue so

the fall.

The receipts for customs at New York for

October, show an increase, the total with-

drawn from warehouse, upon which duties

have been paid, being very large, and, as we

suppose, the receipts consisting of merchan-

dise paying a scale of duties above the aver-

age, which is a fraction below 25 per cent.

The total of goods thrown upon the market
in October is $13,205 982, while the receipts

would indicate half a million more. Several
payments have been made into the

on account of duties in Western
districts, but these have not passed through

the Collector's office, and are not included in

the total.
