The third . class is represent-
ed by the Charleston Mercury, the New
Orleans Delta, and other "independent jour-
nals," as they style themselves, who occupy
about the same relation to the Democratic
party South, that the New York Herald oc-

cupies to the Republican party North. This
class is waak in numbers, but almost inex-

haustible In impudence, clamor - and bluster.
They are the class whose peculiar notions on
the subject of slavery have been sent broad-
cast through every State in the North during
the canvass a3 being the universal sentiment
of the South, and who have thus been indi-

rectly instrumental in giving thousands and

At that time the Spaniards
were much less desirous than the Portuguese
of possessing slaves; for, in 1539, twelve
thousand negroes were sold in the city of
Lisbon. The trade in slaves was not free

Gasper Peralta purchased the monopoly for

the whole of Spanish America. In 1595, it
was sold to Gomez Kaynal ; and again, in
1615, to Antonio Rodriguez de Eloas. The
entire American importation then did-no- t

exceed 3,500 yearly ; and the people of Cu

ba, occupied. exclusively in raising cattle, re

ceived a very few. During the war of the
succession, the French traders visited Ha
vana, exchanging slaves for tobacco. The
possession of the Island by the English
M m

stimulated somewhat the importation of ne
groes ; yet in 1763, although the capture c
Havana and the presence of foreigners crea
ted new wants, the number of slaves did
not exceed twenty-fiv- e thousand in that dis
trict, and thirty-tw- o thousand in the whole
island.

The Captian of tho Vigo, the consort of
tho Lyonnaise, states that the latter vessel
was built with seven water-tig- ht compart-
ments, and if all were gone but the two, the
hull would still have kept afloat.
