Assuming snch a change to have teen
wrought as tho Tribune asjert.-- , it is interest-
ing to enquire what has caused it. We
think it has teen m.-.iul- produced by tho
crusade which has been wccd gjair.si
Southern domestic institutions ty thosj who
had no interest ia them and no legitimate
control over them. With the slavery ques-

tion in all its aspects left solely to the action
of the people amocg whom the institution
existed, it would naturally bo discussed
calmly and- - treated fairly. All evils and
abuses attending it would bo fearlessly ex-

posed and as far as possible corrected. Cut
the moment yoa apply an outside pressure,
yea silence enquiry and the voice of expos-
tulation and reform within a slave S'.ate.
Men shrink from exposing anuses, or pro-poaiD- ;;

reforms, from fear of bein charged
with sympathy with the external enemies of
the State. Tha anti-blavc- ry agitation of the
Nonli has been for the last twenty years a
perfect barrier again: the adoption of m;as-nr- es

at the South, looking towards ultimate
emancipation. The South have been assail-
ed and pat open the defensive. They have
followed the natural impuLsa of resisting

and of refusing to be kicked into
benevolence.

Tbey refuse to tolerate the discussion of
etild, which, except for this oatsiJe augres- -
sion, they would havfj remedied. Tbs North-
ern Abolitionists have, practically, been the
greatest enemies of emancipation, and the
most effective advocates of slavery exten-
sion. The Tribune has done far more than
the Charleston Mercury to rivet the chains of
slavery and prevent even an amelioration cf
the condition of the enslaved. Human na-

ture is very much the same the world over,
and is apt to resent any impertinent interfer-
ence by one man-i- n the affairs of another.
"Mind your own business" is an aphorism
which U full of cenruon senso and philoso-
phy, whether applied to the atTairs of indi-
viduals or the conduct cf communities and
States. The sooner wo epp'r it broadly in
our treatment cf the slavery question, as be-

tween the State3 and Territories, the better
will the interests of philanthropy ard traa
wisdom be subserved. --Albany Atlas and

Sugar Growing upon the Prairies.
"We give elsewhere an article which exhib-

its very encouraging results from experiments
with tho new CaiDese Sugar Cane ia Wa-
bash county in this State last season. One
or two statements of the writer are so remark-
able that we quota then here by way cf in- -

next year, which will save the county $lO,- -

OCO. Liet us figure a little upon this esti
mats. Thera are a hundred" counties in the
State, each of which probably will, on an
average, annually consume sugar to the
amount of $10,000, and if ail were to ra:s9
their own, as v abash seems likely to do,
there would be an annual saving to the State
of $1,000,000. Very sooa, too, our popula-
tion will have so increased as to consume
double this amount of sugar, and then the
saving will be $2,000,000, with a constant
increase thereafter. This would bo ratheran
important item to add to the agricultural
productions of our State. And if the sugar
culture proves successful, we shall in all prob-
ability grow a large surplus for exportation
in the course of eight r ten years. It would
be one of the most remarkable developments
of free labor in this century if tho JILssissippi
Valley should be able, at tho end cf tho next
fifteen years, to supply the sugar market of
the world.

. Reopening cf the Slavs Trade.
In reply to the assertion of tha Journal

that a "large number of the leading and
most influential Democratic papers of the
South advocated tha views of Gov- - Adams

Bvlval of the African Slavs Trads. I

Til a official re..otnmci.dation of a revival

of the African Slave Trade, by Gov. Adams,
cf Sojtb, Carolina, has brought out a Bcries of

arguments of an opposito character, from

sources which show that the project ia likely
toba met with almost universal disfavor and

reprobation. The whole question, indeed,

night to eafely left with tho South, since it
is evident that it is impossible for it to make

any headway oven in that section of the
Union. Among the most able, searching

and conclusive articloson tho subject, is one

from tho pen of the Editor of the Richmond

Enquirer, published in that paper of the 28th

ult. After reviewing in detail the arguments

a?2d ty Governor Adam3 as the basis of his

recommendation, tho Enquirer procoeds to

discuss tho measure as a matter of policy.

On this point the Enquirer says .

" And hero wo encounter tho obvious and
incontestable fact, that the revival of tho Af-

rican slave trade aa a legal commerce, is a po.
litical impossibility. Our own laws condemn
the traffic; and there is no chance of thefr re
peal. Tho laws of the civilized world de-

nounce the severest penalties of piracy against
it; and they, in any event, are beyond the
rango of our control, h there anything in
the tone of public opinion in this or any other
country, which warrant tho idea that we
may procure tnere-estawisnmcn- ioi tne siavo
trade as a legitimate branch of commerce?
Is (hi Viinj possible t Certainly this inquiry
touches the most essential point of the con-

troversy, and yet Gov. Adams entirely ig-

nores it.
It being apparent from the mere statement

of the proposition that the revival of the
tlavo trade is a moral impossibility, there is
no need of any farther discussion on the sub-

ject. Tho States of the South are not yet
prepared to defy tho public opinion and to
provoke the positive' hostility of the foromost
powers cf Christendom; anu as the attempt
to re-op- the traffic in African negroes
would inevitably draw this penalty upon us,
we may rest upon the conclusion that the
rolicv is imoracticablo and will never ba sub
jected to tho test of experiment.

But we havo a word in illustration oi tne
impropriety and folly of even discussing the
revival of the slave trade, as an object of
Southern ambition and enterprise. Can any
man fail to observe how much of stimulus
and strength, the mere agitation of the scheme
imparts to the anti-slave- ry sentiment of the
North? how much ot odium and resent-
ment it provokes against the "aggressive
spirit" of "slavery propagandise?" to what
extent it impairs the moral security of the
South, and so injuriously affecta the stability
of its institutions? It is Idle to deny that
slavery is condemned by the public opinion
of the world. The States of the South are
cut off from the sympathies of the most des-

potic as well as the most popular govern-
ments of Europe. Whether from honest
conviction or tho suggestions of hypocrisy,
they all join in the clamor against ns. Evon
Spain, in whoae dominions slavery exists, af-

fects a sort of moral antagonism to tho South.
Is it the policy of the South still further to
embarrass its position, etill mora scornfully
to defy tho opinion of the world to inflame
the zeal and multiply the cumber of its en-

emies? And all, too, in pursuit of an im
practicable enterprise and an equivocal ad-va- nt

ge? If not, then let us 6top this talk
about reviving the African slave trade.

In regard to the Northern hue and cry
about the atrocities of the recommendations

of Governor Adams, the New York Ilerald
makes somea suggestions that might well
make anti-slave- ry Puritanism blcsh for its
mercenaryjgreed and hypocrisy. That pnper
says that the difference between the Gov

ernor and our Northern Puritan3 is simply
the difference between doing the same thing
under all the protections of law, and doing
it in violation of all law and under the ban
cf piracy. As it is, under the baa of

piracy, this infamous traffic has been a sys
teraized branch of business in the ports of
New York and Boston. Constantly cases of
an African slaver or two are before the Courts,

As active or silent partners, some of our
long-face- d religious disciples, who lift up
their hands in holy horror against the extcn
sion of slavery into our territories, make a
good thing occasionally of a slaver sent out
of those ports, transferred to a slave-catchi- ng

Captain and crew, and run over to Africa,
and thence to Cuba, with five or six hundred
niggers. The Ilerald says it U safe to esti
mate the annual capital involved in the
slave traffic in tho port of New York at a
half a million of dollars, and justly con
eludes, therefore, the least said on the sub-

ject by our Northern anti-slave- ry Puritans js

the soonest mended.
The revival of this question at this time

by a hand full of Southern ultras, apparently
for the purpose of fanning the flames of sec-

tional discord into an open and abrupt disso
lution of the Union, promises to result in a
manner quite ths reverse of what was an
ticipated. It serves to reveal the gratifying
fact that there is enough of tho conservative
and Union-lovin- g spirit in the South to meet
at the thresh-hol- d and to effectually put
down a project which openly defies public
opinion throughout the civilized world.
