M. Collamer said : When he began his term
of service in the Senate, he entertained the
conviction that questions pertaining to the
business before that body were the ouly le-
gitimate subjocts of discassion; but he soon
found that other able and experienced Sena-
tors held a different opinion. They thought
thers were more important duties devolviag
upon them than listening to petitions and re-
dressing tho grievances and enacting laws for
the government of the people, and they un-
dertook to guide and prepare the publio mind.
His own opinion was, that the public mind
should prepare itself, and not receive its di-
rection from the debates or action of either
house of Congress. [He thought these bodies
should rather be the echo of public sentiment
thin the formers of it, for that was in fact
transforming the Senate from a legislative as-
sembly into au arena of political debate, bu®
it ssemed Le was mistaken in his idea, for it
was not for a moment to be supposed that the
practics of all these old and experienced Sen-
ators was fousded upon any erroneous theory.
He Wwould confess that all his previous views
ware completely overturned by his experiencs
bere. [e found that on those questions
which were before Congress, as proper sub-
joets for debate, it took a very hmdinﬂi&n
range. Much that was said here, was not
said to produce an effect on the minds of the
members, or with the expectation of changing
their vote; but speeches were made, to use a
common phrase, for bunocombe. Inasmuch
as this s the case, all parties must participate
in the discussion. It would be idle for any
body to attempt to elevate himself above the
wut of debate, a8 it proceeded from day w0
