PRELIMINARY EXAMINATION —

After the
procession was dismissed, they re-
‘tarned to where their mules had beén
left, and took a drink, after which
John Ingle discovered that his mule
was' pone, and ' became naturally
annoyed over the matter. In a
few moments John Heilman rode

up on the  mule; John Ingle
inquired if that was his = mule.
Heilmar replied that it was. Some

further converdation ensued, which
led to angry words., Pistols were dis-
played by Heilman and Stewart. A
considerable erowd gathered around.
A pistol was fired, and Wendell Ingle
was shot, the ball taking effect in his
abdomen, and lodging against the
back<bone, after passing through
folds of ‘the bowels. Dr. Thompson
made a post-mortem examination and
recovered the ball, which was a small
one, and had manifestly been shot
from a small rifle pistol. After being
shot, Ingle had been struck on the
head: which was severely eus. He|
walked across the stftet, entered a
yard, passed around, and lay down on
the cellar door, where he was found
the iext morning cold in death.  The
evidence was mostly circumgtantial in
its nature, but of such a nature as to
lead the 'J ust.lce‘ to'the belief that it
was his  duty to hold Heilman!
