the floor above, where it is rendered,
and which is elevated by an ingenioa3
force pump into a large double tank
in the upper story from which it will
ba drawn into tierces and kegs ready
for market. At tbe rear of the cel
lar, are two smoke furnaces, occupy
ing about two-thir- the width of the
building, from which smoke will be
supplied to the double smoke houses,
which occupy an equal area of the
two stories abive. These encoke ap- -

pirtmeots or furnaces are perfeotly
fire-proo- f, securing perfect immunity
from fire, and are closed with closely
fitting iron doors to exolude the
smoke from the front cellar. The
first or ground story is supplied with
all the necessary apparatus for hand
ling and cutting hogs, snch as blocks.
trimming tables, hand barrows, etc.

The floor, which is of yellow pine,
dr.'ssed, and remarkably solid, is sup-

plied with numerous small traps
through which tho meats will be
piesel from the trirumer'n tables and
descend by slides to the salt boxes in
ths basement. At the back end of
this room are the smoke houses ex-

tending from the ground floor to the
roof, with slat floors between the
first floor and smoke furcates, and
between the first and second stories,
and aie really four in number, capable
of imokiog 230,000 pounds bacon at
one time. The smoke houses, like
tb.3 smoke furnaoes, close with tight
fitting doors to exclude the smoke
from the other compartments of the
building with ventilators at the top to
graduate the escape of emoke. In front
of the smoke houses On the first floor,
are the massive rendering kettles of
great capacity anl of the most mod-
ern style, with a drainer at hand,
through whioh th.9 lird pisses to the
cellar, from which it is pumped to
the seoond or upper story, where
are two capacious lard tanks, through
which the lard passes, and is drawn
off into kegs and tierces. Along the
walks and in the center, fore and aft,
are arvanged pickle tubs, in which
to make pickled m .at. The first and
second stories are Ligh, finely venti
late! and lighted. Largo hatches
opea from story to story, with hoist-
ing maohioery complete.

Oa the southwast sido of the
building there will La a capacious
shed, for storing salt, barrels. Sic. The
earth taken from the cellar was used
in widening the street in front,
making a decided improvement. Al-
together, the establishment is exceed-
ingly perfect and complete, a cred-
