The decimator, Colonel Domingo [Huerta, who was
especially nominated to this black deed afier Govern-
or Mexier refused its exeention, had arrived at Sala-
do alead of our men. The *Red-cap’ company were
to be our executioners ; those men whose lives had
been so humanely spared by our men at this place on
the 11th of February.

The decimation took place hy the drawing of Llack
and white beans from a swall earthen mng. The
white ones signified exemption, and the black, death.
One hundred and tifty-nine wiite beans were placed
in the bottom of the mug, and seventen black ones
placed upon the top of them. The bears were not
stirred, and had so slight a shake that it was perfect-
Iy elear they Lad not been mixed together.  Such was
their anxit:ly to shoot l'.apt. Cuameron, and Iil'i'llfl[h
the balance of the officers, that first Cameron, and af-
terward they, were made to draw a bean cach from
the mug in this condition.

The opposite plate, sketched by Charles MeLangh-
lin, who was an eye-witne-s, and so fortunate as to
draw elear, represents the gallant Cumeron i the act
of drawing first. He said, with his usual coolness,
“Well, boys, we lave to draw, let's be at it 3’ so say-
ing he thrust hus hand nto the mug, and drew out a
white bean.
