ILs left hand
was 'wrapped bv a bandage, still' with clotted blood ;

beside him ; but sleep h id stolen over Iiis ensc. ere.

Hunger, cold, toil, he shared with the humblest
soldier. He set the heel of his iron will on the spirit
of mutiny, and crushed it, as it roe.
