jurisdiction espial to our Circuit Courts, except i:i
criminal cases, and to allow parties to bring their
causes in whichever of the two Courts (Circuit or
District.) they may choose. To have si.d Court
Luiden by one Law Judjje, and (holding two terms in
each county each vear) to sit as Iorv as the business
may reu, u ire. Tiie Judge to be paid a salary of only
&li. and to receive in each suit brought in his Court,
a fee - be pail n h'n the suit is brought, and taxed in
the costs against the party who shall Im.? adjudged to
pay the costs by the determination of t!e suit. The
Judge to be elected by the joint ballot of the Legisla-
ture, and hold hij otiice ns prescribed by the Constitu-
tion. It strikes nr M;-?r- s. Editors, that this move
must meet the decided approbation of every intelligent
citizen. The parlies by this arrangement, who come
into the Court to occupy the time of the people, will have
to pay tho expenses, and the Judge will depend in the
tnain for his pay upon his competeny and god conduct
on the bench ; fr if incompetent or otherwise objec-
tionable, no suit would be brought in Iiis Court, and
of course he would net recover fees. The present
business of the Courts in both those counties, is such
that it is almost impossible to get through with it,
and term after term, it is inen asing, and m jre and
more clogged with criminal business which the Cir-
cuit Courts must do.

Uy leaving all such business out of the new Court,
it will progress speedily with its business, and law-
suits will be etth'd witli les expense to the Courts
and the people. L'y this arrangement too, our people
will become satisfied that our present salary svsU-- m

is radically wr ng and unn?ccsarily burdensome.
Tarties should pay Judgos as well as witnesses, rlcrfcs

and sheriffs. The honest and peaceable citizen should
not be compelled to pay salaries for the benctit of the

. litigious and imprudent, and this system remedies
that evil. As an cxpriment, and to get a good and
competent man, we owe it to ourselves to give, at first,
such a salary as will indemnify a Judge for nviiv up
every tiling else and taking the place saving him
his expenses at all events, and this xClHwill probably
tlo.

If we can, bv this system, save all tito money now
paid for Judges' sal tries, and thus lessen our Mr.te j

expenses some jsl'J.ntnl every year, we accomplish a
great jrood, and the Lcgisla'ere that does it, must t

Mcssr.s. EriTer.s: In looking over a recent num-

ber of your paper, I discovered a somewhat lengthy
article on the subject of the Probate System of the
State, in which the writer attempted to show tint the
present system is a very bad one, producing much lit-

igation, greatly i icumGeriiig the Supreme Court, &c,
and finally Winding up with the old and oft defeated
project of Trobate Circuits, w ith lawyers and none
but lawyers fr Judges. As the article to which I ;

allude, was evidently intend n1 to have its eflVt in
procuring a change in the Probate System, whereby
the legal profession, and that n!y, would be eite rt; d j

beneficially, I have tlumght it would be but right
that the true effect which the proposed change, or any j

other change, whereby liwyeis only could be Judges, !

would have ujMn the public interest. In doing this it
is n ecessary to examine brietly the present system,
and its effects u"on the public interest, ns well as the;

Messrs Ciiatmans: Since I have been here, I

have heard much said on the subject of our present
probate pystem. Almost every person at all acquaint-
ed with it sees its evils, and admits the necessity of a
remedy ; but there seems not to bo union enough
among the friends of this necessary n formation to

insure tie? success of any plan of amendment that has
yet been proposed. Tue surrogate system lias its ad-
