Business ufien called Mr. B. from home for several |
davs together, when, it was subsequent iy ascertained, |
the individual in question would make himself agree- |
able to the wife. His prepossessing appearance and |
winning address soon had the desired effect upon a
mind already ill at ease—he won her confidence, and :
of course had her completely in his power. He of- |
gered to take her to Boston, and promised that she
should do as she pleased. Ere she became acquaint-
ed with this man she was one of the most virtuous of |
her sex ; but his insinuating plausibility quickly drew |
her into the whirlpool of vice. Her beauty was ler

ruin. From this date, (Oct., 1542,) commences her
downward career.

They now planned an elopement. The young man
ascertaining that the schooner Florence, Capt. Fow-|
ler, was lying in the stream just ready for sea, ac-
cordingly secured passage in her for himself and vic-
tim. Mrs. B.'s husband arriving home at this junc-
ture, it was necessary that herself’ and seducer should
manage with a great degree of shrewdness in order
to lull suspicion ; she therefore expressed a desire to
Mr. B. 1o go and reside with her mother at Guilford |
during the coming winter. He acquiescing in the pro-
position, she commenced packing up her wardrobe,

riage to convey Ler to Guilford on the following day. |

In the meantime, by previous arrangements with
her paramour, her trunks were placed on board of the |
schooner, and he subsequently conveyed Mrs. B. on |
board. The parties were strangers to Capt. F. The |
vessel immediately put to sea, and in a day or two
they arrived at Newburyportand took lodgings at one
of the hotels, but shortly afterwards procured private |
board. Thus matters remained for nearly three months.
During this period the forsaken husband could discov-
er no trace of the interesting runaways; but shortly
afterwards he received a letter from his delinquent
wife, dated at Newburyport, in which she stated that
ghe should immediately proceed to Boston. In a few
days he received a second letter, mailed at B, in|
wlich she stated that she was sick and destitute, and |
wished to see him very much. The inference is that |
llller paramour had exhausted his funds and then lefl

er.

and, after searching for his wife nearly a fortnight, '
at length found her at a house of i1l fame in North
Margin street. She appeared glad to see him ; but |
declared her determination never again to return to
Bangor. He used every argument in lus power to in-
duce hertodo so; said he would forgive all pasterrors |
if she would conduct herself in future with propriety ||
but she had now become completely depraved. He
found his pleading a useless task, and therefore left
her to her fate.

A few days before he saw her, he received a letter |
through the post office, dated March 6, 1543, in which
ghe says, *I cannot let you know where [ am, for the |
people where I board do not know that I have got a!
husband. * * * James, [ feel very unsteady,and |
will consent to live with you and keep house; but

ou must consent for me to have my lberty,"” &e. |

Vhen Mr. B. again saw her he would not for a mo-
ment listen to her proposition, and left her with fresh-
)y wounded feelings. She soon became more gener- |
ally known in the city, and resided at various houses |
of bad repute until July lst, 1544, when she left for |
New Bedford. |

There she first became acquainted with Albert J. |
Tirrell, and was soon afterwards his acknowledged |
mistress. They resided together in that place until|
the 1st of February, ‘45, when they went to New |
York, stopped at the Astor House a short time, and
then proceeded to Philadclphia and various other
places.

About the last of February they returned to Boston
and stopped at the Pemberton House, where they re-
sided three weeks, and then left for Albany, Saratoga
Springs, &c. After a short absence they again re-
turned and put up at the Hanover House, he always
assuming a fictitious name.

At this time Tirrell hired a house in London street,
elegantly furnished it,and they removed there. They
E:wo or three female boarders. Upon the front
door was placed the name of *“Mariah Welch,” Tir-
rell fearing to use his own name as the police officers
were then in pursuit of him for the crime of adulte-

In June following he sold out his furniture at
half price, owing, it was said, to some misunder-
standing betwecn himself and Mrs. B., and he conse-
quently sent her to her mother's at Guilford. On ar-
riving at Portland, she ascertained that one of her
trunks was missing, and, instead of proceeding oun-
ward, she returned to Boston in the next train. The

after, Tirm“ pmeeded to Guilfurd, where he
supposed she would be. On arrival, he called at her
mother's residence ; and on learning that she had not
been tiere, left a note for her. While at this place,
he was seen to have a dirk and pistols, which some-
what frightened the old lady, as she sup d he was
after Mr. Bickford. As soon as he had left, the letter
was opened. In it Tirrell stated that he wanted
wMaria™ to return to Hoston, that he would give her
plenty of money, &e.

On the way she informed |
him that Tirrell abused her, that she was afraid of |
him, and was determined to get clear from him. 1t
would seem that Tirrell suspected her design, for in |
a short time he came with a carriage to bring her |
back. The next day, however, she managed to get
away from him under pretence of going out for a few
moments to make some purchases. She kept secre-
ted for some days. Tirrell in the meantime was |
scouring the city i quest of her. He even gave his
gold watch to one person and 50 to another to find
her. The husband used every effort but force to get
her to go home. She couldn’t be prevailed upon to |
do =0, but went agan to New Bedford Here, a short
time afterwards, Tirrell found her.

The next time Mr. B. heard from her, she was at
Attleboro’, Mass. She stated that she was coming
to Boston, and that Albert would not accompany her,
and requested Mr. B. to meet her at the railroad de-
pot. This letter was forwarded to him at Bangor.
Subsequently he received another letter at that place,
as follows :—

Bostox, Oct., 1545,

James—I have just received your letier that you
wrote so long ago. You want to know all, of course.
[ left New Bedford and went to Concord, N. H., and
from there to Niagara Falls and Montreal and Ver-
mont State, and back to New York, and now [ am in
Boston. They have got Albert; they canght him in
New Bedford ; he got bailed out and will have his
trial next Monday ; Iexpect Le will be sent to Charles-
town. They found him with me, but said i1t was not
me they wanted—but I know they want me for a
witness. | am secreted in boston, and no one knows
where except those [ stay with. He directed a letter
to the Boston post office for me, and says they are
trying to find out my name. [ have not got one cent;
if I had [ would come home. [ have got a number of
presents for E———, if [ could get them to her. |
have got all my nice clothes. I wish you would
write 1o me as soon as you receive this—direct your
letter to Mary Jackson. If you receive a letter from
any one from Boston to know where [ am, do not say
that your know where I am. Your Maria.”

This is the last communication Mr. B. ever receiv-
ed from this unfortunate woman, Shortly afterwards,
his already wounded spirit was again deeply larcera-
ted on learning her horrible death.

It is clearly evident that Mrs. Bickford was anx-

REuiGioN axp THE Binne Burnesquep.—One of |
the most horrid scenes of blasphemy that we ever
heard of—one that would have been a deep disgrace
to Sodom and Gomorrah, was executed on Tuesday
evening last at a meeting house located in South
street between Seventh and Eighth streets. The eon-
gregation that worship in this place, is compused of
colored persons, most of whom not having the benefit |
of education, are in a comparative state of ignorance, |
and, of course, the more easily imposed upon. They
are under the control of the Methodist Episcgpal |
Church of this city, and the place where they worsip !
in was formerly used as a Feed Siore.  For some tine
past a series of nightly meetings have been held there, |
and a number of reckless white persons, not having
the fear of God or man before them, have appeared
among the worshippers, and in order to effect their
blasphiemous object, succeeded in passing themselves |
off as ministers of the Gospel. The prime movers in
this horrid, unheard of, and reveolting outrage upon |
morality and religion, are said to be Jacob Young
and Thomas Byrnes of the Distriet of Sonthwark. It/
appears that these two individuals have, on several
oceasions, secretly:procecd to the meetings, and hav-
ing ascended the pulpit, made several prayers, and
exhorted their hearers to come up to the altar. On |
another occasion, each one of these impious 1mpos-
ters paraded, arm in arm, with a colored woman
named Julia, up and down the church, making the
welkin ringlwith their yells, and calling upon the sin- |
ners to come up to the altar. In several instances
they laid hands upon some females and dragged them
up to that place. Collections were taken up; the
money handed over to the officers of the church. |
W hat is most surprising, Young and Byrne succeed- |
ed in their imposture, and 1t was not until Tuesday
night they were found out. They had on a previous
oecasion given out from the pulpit, that on the afore- |
said night they would present a Bible and Hymn |
Hook to the worshippers in that place. The declara-
tion became known to a few Methodist ministers, and |
they communicated the fact to some members of the
Methodist Church, with the request that they should |
attend there on the same night to see whether the pro-
mise would be fultilled.
Accordingly several pious men who are somewhat |
prominent 1n the Methodist Church, attended the |
meeting, but became so borror-stricken at the scenes
enacted there, that they were soon compelled to retire. |
When they entered the place, they saw Jacob Young
standing in the pulpit—dressed similar to an Episco- |
pal clergyman. He had his bair combed back, and |
the Holy Bible under his arm—the one which he was |
about to present to the church.

In presenting the Bible he made a few preparatory |
remarks, which were so horribly impious that a nuni- |
ber of his companions immediately retired from the
place, absolutely shocked with the shameful proceed- |
ings. Byrnes, fearing that he would be recognized
as soon as the several Methodists (alluded to) entered |
the church, fell down on lis knees to hide himself, |
whilst that part of the congregation who saw him |
thought he was praying, when Young announced that |
he (Byrnes) was taken sick, and that the Bible would |
be received by another brother. Our informants re-|
tired, and yesterday morning they were informed by |
an officer of the congregation that a man nawed
Robert Christy received the
congregation.

We might state in connection with the above, that
the same party who presented the Bible took a very
conspicuous part in the Irish ox-roasting in Moyam-
ensing, on Tuesday, and in order to show their con-
tempt for law and order, morality and religion, black-
zuarded and cursed their opponents, and ridiculed the
religious portion of the community, by indulging in
a mock prayer meeting and hymn singing, while the
victimized ox was underguing the process of roasting.
