Bixk Privickces.—To show the gross injustice
under which the pevple of Indiana are laboring, 1t is
only necessary to look at the system adopted of tax-
ing Banking eapital. For example, the branch at
South Bend, with a capital of &112,000 or more, pays
annually, about one hundred dollars into the Srate
Treasury, and a shilling on each share for educational
purposes. Of this tax the several counties, in that
capacity, get nothinz—it all goes to the State, and of
late the pretention has been set up, and sustained by
the Supreme Court, that real estate held by the bank,
whether banking houses or lands taken on debts, is
not subject to taxation. The bank then might Lold
half the property in the country and yet pay o tax |
therefor. It might, as we have reason to believe has
been done, when it finds that some favorite debtor is
becoming embarrassed, take a deed for all his prop-
erty in liea of the debt, swindle other creditors out of
their money—hold this property fir years, deprive
the state and county of the tax which such property
should justly pay—give the original owner possession,
rents and profits, and allow Lim to control his prop-
erty even to the sale of it, in as full and ample a man-
ner as though the transfer had never oecurred.  And
vet while such a system of fraud would be visited by
denunciation and pooishment in an individual, the
bank escapes scot free, because the charter and the
Jaws of the state have given 1t their sanction.  Elk-
nart county alone ig annually swindled of some twenty
dollars per annum in this manner precisely, and we
are gravely told that it is all right because these
honses and lots and lands and tenements constitute a
portion of the capitai of the bank. [t may be law,
but it is oppressive and unjust.  If it can be reached
by legislation, we hope the next legislature will have
the evurage to overhaul the matier and do the people |
justice.—Gashen D-mocral.

Osmo Wine.—From an elaborate Report, presented
to the Horticultural Society of Cincinnati by Dr.
Flage, it appears that there are seventy-eight vine-
vards in Hamilton Co., Ohio, of which more ihan fifty
are cultivated by Germans.  About two hundred acres
are planied with the grape, of which one hundred are
in bearing order.

The Cincinuati Gazette extracts the following fucts

from the Repoit .
“ The amount of wine made last year exceedod
2. gallons, notwithstanding more than one-half
«aii vp was cut off’ by the frost and rot, and many of
we vineyards are but just coming into fruit. The
average yield of wine per acre, lor five years in suc-
cession, 18 estimated at 450 to 500 gallons, which
sells quick at &1 to &1 .50 per gallon.  There will be
at least one lmndred acres more put down to grapes
this spring, making three hundred in all, m Hamilton
connty. There are alsy eight or ten vineyards in
Kentucky, within a dozen miles of this city. The
varieties of grape generally cultivated, are the CUa.
tawba and the Cape; the laiter is called at the East,
the Schuvikill Museadel, and furnishes the red wine,
That from the Catawba i1s white, and sells the highest,
The I<abella, so popular =t the East, is universally
thirown up here, as unsuited to the climate,

“Fare savep By Druskexyegss.—The Paulding
(Mizss.) Clarion gives us a rare instanece where rum
drinking was the cause of saving a life. Several
years ago, n Greek was tried in Hancock eounty,
Miss. for the murder of another Greek. During the
progress of the trial, the Sherdf got so drunk that the
Judie ordered him into custody, and so tound himself
without an ollicer.

dividends have of late averaged only twenty per

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CouNT LEoN vs. THE CouNTEss oF Luxsourc.—A
few months ago, Count Leon, the reputed son of Na-
poleon by the Countess of Luxbourg, bronght an ac-
tion against that lady for annual provision, and slhe
and her present husband, after setting up as a defenuce
that the Count was not the son of the Countess, were
condemned to pay him 6000F a year, the Court hav-
ing judged that the documents produced by the Count
established the fact of his being the son of the Count-
ess. Notice of appeal against this decision was 1m-
mediately given, but °t Las not yet been heard. The
Count had also brought an action against the same |
parties, claiming the right to an inscription on the |
Grand Livre of 22,000f. a year settled upon the Count-
ess when he was only two years of age, and which
he declares was intended to be his property as capital,
although the Countess was to enjoy the income dur-
ing his minority.  In this suit he was defeated, and
gave notice of appeal, which was heard on Monday
by the Cour Royale. The defence set up was, that
when the 22,000f a year were settled upon the Count-
ess, the illustrious person who had caused it to be
made intended it solely for her use, having resolved
to provide otherwise for his son, to whom he gave prop-
erty when he came of age, producing 36,0001 a year,
which he had since dissipated ; and also left him by
will a portion of a sum of four millions of francs, |
which fact, although the intentions of the testator
had not been realized, the amount in question, consis-
ting of claims which could not be euforced, proved
that the Count was regarded as well provided for,
without reference to the amount given to the Countess
de Luxbourg. The Court decided according to this
view of the case, and confirmed the sentence of the
lower tribunal. Count Leon was in Court, and from
his striking resemblance to the late Emperor, attrac-
ted universal notice.—Galiznani.
