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CONGRESSIONAL.,
In Senate, July 13.

IMPROVEMENT OF TIHE WESTERN RIVEERS.

The “bill to provide for the improvement of the
navigation of the rivers Ohio, Mississippi, and Ar-
kansas ™" was taken up for consideration.

Mr. Carmoux moved that the bill be laid upon the
table, as a bill recently reported by him from a select
committee would cover the whole subject.

Mr. CrrrreNpeEx suggested that the bill reported
by the gentleman from South Carolina might not pass
during the present sessjon, and expressed the hope
that action would be had apon the bill under conside-
ration, as it was a familiar subject which would re-
~ quire but little time for consideration.

Mr. Carnnovs withdrew his motion.

The bill had been rcferred to the Committee on
Roads and Canals, and reported back with sundry
amendments, which were agreed to,

The bill was then reported to the Senate
amended, and the amendments were concurred in.

M. Carnouvxy moved to amend the bill by adding
the two following sections, being the two first sections
of the bill reported by Mr. C. from the select commit-
tee to whom was referred the memorial of the Mem-
phis convention :

Be it enacted

as

by the Senaie and House of Repre-
sentatives of the United Stales of America in Con-
gress assembled, That the President of the United
States be, and he is hereby authorized to appoint a
board of engineers, consisting cf three, one to be of
the corps of engineers, and the other two to be civil
engineers, whose duty it shall be to make, under the
direction of the Secretary of War, a careful examin-
ation and survey of the Mississippl, including 1ts
principal tributaries; aud to report their opinion in
detail 1o him, as to the present condition of 1ts navi-
gation ; the character of the obstructions which en-
danger or umpede 1t; to what extent they may be ro-
moved ; what would be the effect of their removal 1n
lessening the hazard to which they are exposed, and
increasing its safety and expedition; what measures
should be adopted fur their removal; what sum 1t
would be advisable to appropriate annumally for re-
moving them; what sum would probably be required
to keep its navigation in good counditicn after they
arc removed; and what measures should be adopted
to insure an efficient and economical l‘.\'}n‘-mli[urc of
the money which may be appropriated for the im-
provement of its navigation.

Sec. 2. And be it further enacted, That the two
civil engincers shall be each paid for his services al
the rate of %2,000 per annum, in full of all charges;
and that the sum of 5,000 be and is hereby appro-
priated to pay the expense incidental to the examina-
tion and survey of the board.

Mr. Jarxaciy had no objection to the latter amend-
ment as a substitute for the original bill, but as an
amendment of said bill, he thought that it would
make confusion. He did not consider it regular to
first pass appropriations for the improvement of cer-
tain tributaries of the Mississippi, and then pass an
enactment appointing a board of engineers to make
examivation of said waters, wi b a view to the im-|
provement of their navigation.

Mr. Haxxecax hoped that the amendment would
be withdrawn, as he feared that passing it now
might defeat the entire measure. Mr. 1. alluded
in strong terms to the importance of the Wabash and
other western rivers, and the neglect by the govern
eut to take the proper steps for their improvemoent.

Senators Mokeneap and CrITTENDEN expressed
themselves in favor of the amendment.

Mr. ArLex expressed his views 1n opposition to
the amendment.

Mr. Jag~xacix said he would vote for the amend-
rent offered by the gentleman from Sonth Carolina,
and would thien move to amend the bill further.

Mr. Bacuy expressed his intention to vote fur the
amendment, giving his reasons for such vote; whieh,
however, were not distinetly heard by the reporter.

Mr. Dix stated that the river and harbor appropri-
ation bill, which had passed the Hou-e of Represent-
atives, contained provisions for some of the unprove-
ments now asked for.

After some further remarks by Mr. Haxxsuax, the
question was taken on the adoption of Mr. Carnoun's
amendment, and the same was agrecd lo.

Mr. Jaracix moved an amendment to the bill, ap-
propriating §150,000 for the improvement of the Ten-
nessee river, above the Muscle shoals.

Mr. Crirrexpex said, that if his friend from Ten-
nessee [ Mr. Jarxacin] would withdraw lis amend-
ment, and bring 1t up on the harbor Will, he would
find him (Mr. C.) an ally in his cause; but he feared
that if the amendment was passed now, 1t might en-
danger other meusures of a similar cliaracter.

Mr. Hasxecay said that he would vote against the
amendment. It would not be proper for hum, and
other western Senalurs, to vote fur the imprl'\'uru'-:at
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of the Tennessee river, without at the same time 1n-
sisting wpon a similar measure in behall of the [l
nois, Wabash, and other rivers in the same direetion,
which were of so much lmporiance to the western
country, upon which so great a loss of life and pro-
perty annoally occurred fir want of a paltry sum to
remove the obstructions w their navigation.

After some further remarks by Mr. Bacoy, the
question was taken upon the amendment, and it was
disagreed to on a division—yeas 12, nays 17.

The question recurring upon ordering the bl to a
third reading—

Mr. Basoy called for the yeas and nays, which
were ordered ; and, being taken, resulied as fullows:
