Tue Hanvest 1x Faaxcr.-- A great many fields of
barley have been already cut down in the environs of
Paris. The crop is not heavy in the ear, and the straw is
very short, as was to be expected from the long drought,
but the quantity of grain appears to be equal to what is
called an average crop. The late rains have had so bene-
ficial an ¢ffect upon the artificial grasses that they were in
tull flower and quite ready for the scythe. It is very rare
for the second crop to be fit for mowing so early in June.

believe we are warranted in asserting that there is just
reasn to expeet, during the next season, a plentiful supply
of this most valuable and necessary esculent.

Tae New Misisrry. —Willmer and Smith's Times»
speaking of the new minstry, says:

“ There seems a disposition, in every quarter, to give
the new government a fair trigl—1o test it by its acts, The
Protectionists are notoriously unable to form a ministry. |
Aware of their weakness, their hostility to the new is less
intense than their hatred of the old government. 'I'he
followers of the Ex-Premier prefer the Whigs to the pro-
tectionists, so that Lord John Russell’s Government, from
the peculiar combination of parties, has absolutely no fors
—opposition bas disappeared.

Lu this spirit the business of tie session will be hastily
wound up, and the recess will enable the new Ministers to
eoncoct their plans for the future, and present them
to the country. If they are well developed—pipular, and
up to the mark—the strength thas gained may enable Lord
John Russell to weather the next session, and to dissolve
the Parliament with ec/al at its close,

Such a result might give him a majority in the new
House commanding enough to sustain hun for years, The
chances on this head are the greater, because the topics
which will hereafier mainly engross the attention of states-

wen are less excitable in their Kind, witerfere less with the |

pecuniary interest or the personal prejudices of large masses
of people, than these which have occasioned the conflicts
of former years.

Ireland scems to be the only exception to the rule. It
may be, as Sir Robert Peel has done much to astonish the
world, and above all, to astonish his fricnds, that b fore he
finally quits the political stage, fcr him may be reserved
the honor of reducing that huge, unsightly cancer, the
Irish Charch, to a position becoming the paucity of its
members and the largeness of its revenues. It would be a
fitting climax to Lis career as a practical reformer.

On the evening of the Lhth, they ate their first meal in
the house of Mr. Chatles Fisly, quickly prepared by his
fady, residing among the Shawnve Todians, thirty miles
from the Umited States line. The party had been obliged
1o p:u-lf_v the cravings of nature by feasting upon rose
buds, black onk acorns, &e. for cight or nine day s, hav-

ing received from the ndians but one pint of corn for

the use of the four men to travel four hundred miles. A
Missouri farmer would consume that quantity of comm m
a lew meals.

On the uext evening they reached the beantiful town
ol \\'a--lpmt, where the party weie haudsomely enter-
taned at the hotel of Mo M Gee, and the residents in
that place readily met the wishes of the Doctor. The
next day the party appeared in good garments, having
lard aside their Pawnee equippage; and Chapman lound

Ca hat quite as pleasant, after having travelled barcheaded

some four hundred miles, as the fashion they had imposed
upon him

The Doctor left the Willamet Colony in a very flonr-
ishing state, and is of the oprmion that Oregon at no dis-
tant day will rival many of the Atlantic States 1n agrni-
culture, science, and arts; and in this opiwion all the
party fully concur; all mmtending to return agmin 1o that
country in the spring.
