The Srans.—It has longe bren concluded
amone astronomers that the stars, thoneh
they only appear to our eyes as brilliant
points, are all to be considercd as suns, re-
presenting so many solar systeme, each brar-
inge a genceal resemblance to our own.,  The
stars have a brilliancy and apparcnt magni-
tade which we may safely presume to be
i proportion to their actual size and the
distance at which they are placed from u-.
Attempts have been made to ascertain the
distance of somz of the stars by caleala-
tions founded on parailax, it bvinz'prc\'inud}
a parallax ol o much

as one sccond, or 3-600th of a degree, counld
> 1

be ascertained in any one instance, the dis-|
tance might be assumed in that instance as not
less than 19,200 millions of miles. 1o the case
of the most brilliant stary Sivins, even this mi-|
nute parallax could not he foun; from which,
of coursc it was to be inlerred that the
distance of that star is something beyond |
the vast distance which has bheen stated. .
In some others, on which the experiment
has been tried, no sensible parallax conld!
be detected; from which the same inference |
was to be made in their case. But a sen-
sible parallax of about one second has been
ascertained in the case of the double star,

double star, 61 Cygni; which gave reason to
presume that the distance of the former
might be about twenty thousand millions of
