The Ircv; Interest. The reduction of duties on
ir n under the new Tariff, is in a greater ratio than
on most other articles, tor the reason that they were
so enormously high. "All that goes up must COM
down," &c They are however, still at the top notch
of favor, viz: M percent. which, with freight and
other costs of importation, is equivalent to a pro tec
tion of 40 or 4 per cent. To say that this is insuffi-
cient not to make the fortunes of the owners in a
day, but to afford them a handsome remunerating
profit, provided the;r works are well situated and wi ll
conducted is to say what few will believe.
