Scandal at Washington.
Correspondence of the New York Express.
Wasnmiserox, Oct. 23

The Circuit and District Court close the tirst week of
their term to-morrow  The docket is a large one, and the
term will continue untl the wmeeting of the Supreme
Court, on the first Monday of December.  The most im-
portant case is that growing out of the alleged lLibel of Ex-
Gov, Thonas, of MJ., against his wif-, the daughter of
Bx-Governor McDowell, of Va. T'he hbel was pintad in
s pamphlet, about three years sinc, and crculated freely
over the District of Columbia and the adjrining Siates.—
The friends of the wife brought the suit in the Court here,
and it was not tried in the Criminal Court, because the
pending Judge (Mr. Dunlop) was a brother-in-law of Mrs.
Thomas. The case was taken to the Circuit Court in
November of last year, and for want of important testi-
mony, was postponed until March. At the March term
there was & most exciting argument, in which Col. Benton,
(an uncle of Mrs. Thomas,) took part. The argument
w as also participated in by Mr. Crittenden, of the Senate,
Col. Thompson, of S, C., Mr. Jones, of Washington, and
other eminent counsel. The material witness in the case,
Mrs. Linn, of Missouri, the wife of the deceasrd United
States Senator, was still absent, and the trial was sull
further postponed until the second Monday of the ap-

ing November.

The defendant in the meantime was authorized to pro-
cure by deposition the testimony of Mrs Lion, provided
she could not appear in person.
