a treaty establishing condilions equally advantageous to the
commeice and aavigation of both siates, have, to (hat effect,
apprnted as their plenipotentianes, nam{iy: the President
of the United Stales, Thomas G, Clemson, chuige d'atfaires
of the United 8'%les of Ameirica to his Majesty the King of
the Belgians; and his Majesty the King of the Belgians, M,
