When the regiments of volunteers from this State
were Lrst orgamized, the Lowisolle Juurnal was
amomg the first whig newspapers which fabricated
and propagated the statement that a majority of the
soldiers were whigs, Upon the news of the great
battle of Buena Vista, the same paper scandalizes
the Indiana vulunteers by charging them with con-
ardice, the basest and meanest of crimes, under the
circumstances of the occasion.

The Indiana volunteers who
bore the brunt of the first attack, and who received a
terrible repulse which compelled them to fall back,
were subsequently rallied sfter a hitle breathing
time, and were engaged 1n the latter part of the day
i the hottest of the conflict, and fought, as our w-
formant expresses it, witn the desperation of devils.”

Saturday morning, April 10th, we are put in posses-

received by express in New Orleans on Saturday, the
3d instant, at 3 o'cluck, P. M.

Gen. Scott having completed his entrenchments,
surrounded the city and opened his batteries at 4 o'-
clock. P. M., on the 22d ult. The firing continved
on both sides, without mtermission, until the night
of the 20th, up to which time dreadful Lavoe had
teen made in the city, one third of which was in
ruins.  Un the 26th there was a violent storm, and
the firing was suspended on both sides.

On the 27th, in conscquence of the loss sustained,
the people clamored fur 2 surrender, and the Gover-
nor, Morales, having declured his intention not to
Esurr(-ndcr while a shot could be fired, was deposed,
‘and Landero was appointed Governor in Lis stead.
A flag of truce was then sent, in which, in the course
of the day, resulted in the surrender of the city and
castle,

The garrison was allowed to retire, not to serve
agnin during the war,

At a very eritical point of the battle on the 23d, when
it became necessary 1o sustain one of our columns; which
was stagzering under a charge made by the Mexicans in
overwhelming numbers, General Taylor despatched Mr,
Crittenden to order his men into immediate action.  Mr.
Crittenden found the regiment, men and ofiicers, eager
for the fray, delivered the order and rode back to the
General, by whose side it was his duty to keep. The
Kentuckinns moved forward in  gallant siyle, led by
McKee and Clay, both of whom alas ! fell n a subse-
quent part of the day.

1o Agaa Nueva, General Taylor quietly broke up his camp,
and fell back to his fist love—Buena Vista, This position
was admira'ly chosen. It was at the foot of a mountain, or
rather of two mountaing, belween which yan the road
throngh a narrow valley. On hic right there was a deep
ravine, which protected that flank more effectually than half
a dozen regiments could have done. The left of General
Taylot’s line rested on the lLase of a mountsin.

! the silence of General Taylor’s batteries, and the quiet man-
nei in which he received Santa Anoa’ terr fic cannonading,
' the Mexican supposed he was asking a very peitinent ques-
tion, to which, however, old Rungh and Ready gave the very
peitinent geply that ““ he was only waiting for General Santa
Anua to suntender.” The Mexican returned hastily to las
lines. This message proved to be a ruse to ascertain wheie
General Taylor’s position was, for after the return of the
Mexican officer to hus own rauks the whole Mexican battery
cemed to open upon General Taylor’s position, and the balls
flew over and about him 1 ke hail. Utterly indufTerent 1o
the periis of bhis situation, there sat the old chief, on his
conspicuous white horse, peening through his spy glass at the
lovg hines of Mexican ticops that could be seen at a great
di~tance on the maich. The pecsuasion of his aids could not
iduce bim to abandon his favorable pomnt for obseivation,
por o give up his old white hoice, To the suggestion of
his staff that old whitey was 1ather too conspicuous a
chaiges for the commander, he teplied ** that the old fellow
had missed the fun at Monterev, on account uf a sore foot,
and he was deteimived he should have his share this time.”
