The editor of the Free Trader says ITazmy's regi-
ment and Wasiine rox's battery were placed on the
22d, 1o guard the narrow pass on the left of our line.
They were about two miles in front of Gen. Tavron's
eamp, and were the first to meet the foe, The pass
was about twelve feet wide.  On its left, ot some diss
tance, was a bluff 100 feet jugh, and on the right
ravines runntng for about two miles towards the Sal- |
tillo road. A redoubt was thrown up at the pass|
where Wasminaron's battery was placed; and Han-|
pix's reginent was extended along the adjoin ng ra- |
vine to the right, and on the ridge between that ravine |
amd the next o front.

The first movement of the enemy on the 22d, wae
to bring up and station his twenty-four pounders on|
an eminence near enough to reach our battery.  The
calibre of the enemy’s pieces was twiee as great as
ours.  Whist this was going on, onr forees advanced
to Buena Vista and ook postions on the ridges be-
Lhind Hardin and on the bluff  The enemy then
sought to reach the pass with ti.e view of forcing 1t
and turning our left flank. As he was emerging
from one ravine in fromt of our line, Harmx's regi-
ment and two Missis<ippt companies clunbed from
the ravine where they had been standing, 1o the ridge
beyvond, and poured forth a volley wineh cauged the
Mexicans to rush back hastily to the ravine they had
just left,  Similar movements oceupied the remaining
nours of the 224, both armies remaining in their re-
spective posiljuns,

During the might, mo=t of our horsemen and the
2d ladiana regiment were placed on the left, near the
pass, to prevent our left flank from beinz turned. —
McKee's regiment and Brace's battery were station-
ed vn the extreme night of our Line to protect that
flank. They must have been nearly three miles diss
tant from the pass, The remainder of our forces

were 1n the neighborhood of Harmix's regiment.

them so fast that he told them to drop him and save
themselves, which they did, and pour Col. Clay was
ummediately piereed in a hundred places and stripped
of every thread of clothing he hud about him,

Col. Hardin got down the ravine and oot of it, and
had just turned into the mouth of the next below it
when he was struck down by two or three lancers,
and the scoundrels that did it never left hun until they
had prerced him in a dozen of places, every wound
nsell sufficient to kill lnm.  Bat the villains hadn’t
time to gtrip him of his clothing, and were content to
take his watch, and gome 50 or %75 in money he had
in his pocket.  The lancers followed our boys clear
into the road, and eut down several m sight of the
force at the pass; but at this time Col. Washingt
opened upon them and tumbled half a dozen, wineh
turned the rest back, and about 300 of our boys came
in safe under the fire of this battery.

Thus ended this most unfortunate charge—the hea-
viest—indeed the only reverse of the day. It was
(Col. Hardin's own movement, Il_\‘ permission L:lll}‘ of
Gen. Taylor, and whether wise or not, it cost him lis
Itfe, and that of many gallant spirits besides.  That
the charge would have been successful, but fur the
concealed reserve, no one doubts for a moment, and if
it had been successful, it would have ended theduay in
a blaze of glory,  Hardin had been kept out of most
of the fight during the day, and he burned to be 1nit,
and to do something that would tell. e konew lis
men, and knew that they wonld follow him anywhere,
and they had to fullow to be with hun, for he was al-
ways ten rods ahead of them, and could out run them
all when moving fowards the enemy.  Execept the |
charge upon the battery, he knew there was no more
to do, fur the Mexicans were withdrawing [rom the
ficld, and the fight was at an end.

It was after thus terrible disaster that the Mexicans |
had us completely whipped, if they had only knn\\'n‘
it. |

Instead of eontinuing their retreat, they halted
on the ground around their battery—wlile our whale
force, except Col. Lane's regiment and 400 horse,
were off the field tired and completely worn down, |
and scattered in a hundred different directions. It
would have been utterly impossible to have got togetli-
er a thonsand of var men, had the attack bees renews
Afier a strenuous effort, not a hundred men out
of 600 that were on the height at, and n the encamp-
ment of the Ist Hlinots regiment, could be prevatled
upon to go back to take a position so as to meet the |
enemy if they should advance, and the field must |
have been left completely clear of infantry, except
Lane's regiment, which stll remained with Dragy's |
battery, had not Col. Weatherford taken three comnpa-
nies of our regunent that had remained all day to
guarc Washington's battery with about a hundred
others, from all regiments, and moved on to the field.

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At 7 o'clock, a heavy column of Mexiean horse  Lane draw up his regiment in as jmposing a manner

and infuntry advanced to the left of the pass, with the
view of forcing their way along the toot of the moun-
tain.  As this Mexican force gained the mountain,
our shirmi<hers who bhad been thrown forward, fell
back. This was the time, we believe, at which It 18!
said the 2d Judiana regiment broke. It was in the
position to meet the first advancing column of the

enemy in that direction.  As far as the accounts go,

it was not properly supported at the moment, and)in the ev

could not resist the overpowering attack. The 2d
Illinns and other reriments were hurried forward in
that direction, and afier keeping the enemy at bay
for two hours, were ordered to withdraw to a deep rae
vine SO0 yards m the rear. O'Briex's three pieces
were the:s lost : the _"-l-'\t(fan coliamn iwing‘ Hlppesr!o-d
wilh beavy pieces, eighteen and twenty-four pound-
ers. The Kentucky and 3d Indizna, assisted by the
Arkansas regiment, then charged the enemy, but un-

of a deep ravine. The Mexicans advaneed a mile
down the toot of the mountain, and were met by the
2d Ilinovis, part of the 15t Hlinois, the Kentucky,
Miussissippe and 3d [odiana regiments, and beaten
back 1n that quarter. T'he main body of the Mexiean
column, however, pressed on.  The 2d 1linos regi-

ment was ordered back to protect the tramn; Hanoix |

went, the two Indiana and the Mississippt again
charged the enemy and drove him some distance up
Lthe mountain.
the Arkansas mounted men, made a charge, also, and
divided the Mexican eolumn.  About 1200 Mexiean
lancers dashed forward in the direction of our train
where they were met and dispersed, whilst May re.
newed his charge on the Mexican column and routed
the horse entirely.  As the Mexican eavalry broke,
it threw confusion ito the ranks of the enemy, and
th: whole column fell back. WasminaTon’s battery,
Braue's battery, the Kentucky cavalry, Mav's dras
goons, the two [ndiana reviments and the Missis<ippi
rifles, poured a deadly fire upon the retreating foe,.—
The carnage was tremendous, and a white flag was
sent 1o Tavior. That trick enabled them to escape
behind their heavy battery, and saved them from a
total route.

It was now that Col Hardin, who had got u, an
additional company of his regiment by this time,
was ordered, having asked for the order several time-
before, to make a eharge upon the heavy Mexiean
battery near the foot of tee mouniain, that had been
terribly in our way all dayv. But he knew not how
heavily that battery was supported.  The Mexicans
relied upon it as their right asm, and besidos the im-
mense eolumns they had all day in e engagoment,
they kept a reserve of 3 or 4000 cavalry fancers
behind a lull, concealing them comp' wly from us, to
support the battery in any ever.. So when they saw
their whole foree retreating, they easily knew that an
attempt would be made upon the battery, and their
reserve was immediately moved up.  Hardin dashed
off with '{i'i five companies conlident that he would
have no difficulty in driving the retreating Mexican
I:gions, though they might outnumber him 20 to 1;
but he had barely opened his fire, when this reserve
came upon him; yet his boys stood their ground ; and
next Col. Clay advanced to his assistance with part of
his regiment: and Col. Bissel of the 24 lilinois,
brought up a fragment of lis, and here this handful
of men mamtaincd their zround for over Lalf an hour
