Whether Ihey have succeeded, no peison as yet
is apprised; but I hope, for the interests of ovr country,
that he will, if he. is so enabled, go home with the treaty
in his pocket. Not only the interests of the country, but
the interests of the world, and the preservation t lie
honor of our gallant little army, who labored so hard, and
accomplished so much, requires it t Ids bauds. One
tiling is certain : Mr. Trist did not go home with the last
train, which Uft here on the Ihh inst.
