Happily for all pattes,~for the over-pro-
ducer of our own countiy, us well as the staiving consumer
abioad—vpon the occuience of a general falme of the
ciops in Eviope in 1846, the restrictions which had foimeily
existed weie 1o a gieal inessure removed, and we were pre- |
pried 1o reap the [ull benefit of the increased demand thos
cicated.

‘I'he great increase of |
manufactoiies, and of manfucturiog and commercial capital,
siuce the passage of the compasativeiy low tanff of 1846,
proves thatl these inteies!s e 10 a most flowiishing condi-
ten,  In fact, the agriculiural interest so greatly predomi-
Dates 10 this country, that most others are in a great degree
dependent upon it, and musl, 1o some exient, flourish or lane
guish as 1hai becumes prosperous ur depiessed. ludima is |
especially an agnicultural State, and it 1< of the utmost im-
poriance [0 our cilizens that the sound and enlightened policy
of low duties or a revenue toriff—of stricing off all restric-
tious upon trade not required by the wants of the public trea-
sury, econowleally administered,— should continue to be |
maintaired. Many of our fellow citizens who entertained |
sellous apprebensions that the e-tablishment of this policy |
wouly be fiaught with great evil, if not with ruin (o most |
of cur lvading interests, are doubtless gratified 1o find at
Jength that their appiehensions were not only withont foun-
datwn, but that the very 1everse is tive.

by ~triking the tirst blow, and stedding the art blvod.

Nor ean it be succeﬂsl'ully maintaned, that the ad-
vance of our troops bevoud the Nueces, was the real
cau~e of the war, when 1t is considered that long be-
fore that advance, Mexico had distinetly and repeated-
ly taken the ground through ber winister at Wash-
ington, her government at home and her generals in
the rield, that the annexation of Texas was the true
cause and origin of the war which has ensued.

Belore the advance of our troops too, it was repeatedly
and formally published by different commuanders of the
Mexican armies, that their vbject and mission, was to
conguer and wrest from our possession, one of the states
ol this Umion,—u state which had been made such, with
the due solemnities of law, and that 100, from territory
lcquln-d belore the present admimstration ol our govern-
ment came ntq power,

This war theun, it 1# true, was a war of conquest, but
it wus 80 on the part of Mexico. Sueh certuinly 18 the
fuct, 1 any futh 18 1o be placed in the solemn declara-
tions of a nation, made through s authorized functiona-
ries, and followed vp by corresponding action. 1t is de-
monstrable then, that the war was brought sbout by the
unjustilisble ety and aggressions of the Mexican gov-
ernment; for 1t 18 nssumed as a proposition that is incon-
trovertible, that whatever dltl'eu-lweu of opimion may
have existed 1n onr own country us to the mere pulicy vur
expediency of the sequisition of Texas so far as the
United States were concerned, yet that Mexico had no
reason 10 compluin of that meusure,  “Uhat territory was
at the time, both by right and in fher, sy independent of
the control of Mexico, as was Mexico hersell of the crown
of Spuin, agninst which she had also previously rebelled,
and 1t was so recognized by the prineipal nations of the
civilized world. Under these circumstances, to huve been
deterred from doing an net not improper in itsell, clearly
justified by the laws of nations, and called lor by the
unanimous voice ol those nterested, by the threats of a
party, who was not entitled to intefere, would have mvi-
ted further aggression from the same quarter, and lowered
the eharacter of our country 1o the estimation of all uther
mations, Lo the progress ol the war thus toreed upon us,
fivr teomn being nctoated by a mere spirit of conquest or of
rapine, the ohive-braneh bns been vnitormly borpe in mil-
vanee, amd the cruelty and futhilessness of an imsudivus
foe, huve besn met on the part of our troops geneially,
with o furbearance, u hindness and o magnaninity rraly
equalled.  We have desired only to sustnin the national
digrity und honor, and 1o securs sygh results as would
allord some guaranty tor the penceful conduct of an airo-
gant and fmithless race for the future, and a full and just
indemuity for the past.  Being engaged in the war, hu-
m Illly iself waoauld seem Lo requires iis l'lll"f‘!ﬂl" prrosecu-
tion, as well for the purpose of saving the effusion of
blood by bringing it to a speedy close, as to inspire that
and other powers with such a respect for our prowess as
willy for a leng penod, it is hupur. save us from the ne.

That the indemnity to which we are entitled, should
constst of territury, is manifest in view of the crip-
pled resources and exhausted revenues of’ Mexico, the
instability of her government, the revolutionary char-
acter of her people, her fickleness in relation to her
past moneyed arrangements, as well as from her im-
mense nominal possessions, which lie conterminous
with our western boundaries, which to a great ex.
tent, are unreclaimed from the hand of nature and
vninhabited, and which in the hands of the present
possessors are likely to remmin so for an tndetinite
period.  And while snch an indemnity will it is be-
lieved best comport with the interests and ability of
Mexieo, it s the most desirabie for the United States,
Our numbers, whieh merease at a rate to which the
lustory of the world scarcely affurds a paralivl, and
the unequalled entervrise and industry of our people,
will soon require additional lands for their accommo-
dation,

The citizens of this State have not only responded
to every call that has been made upon them by the
general government for aid and assistance, bot they
have tendered the services of many additional compa-
nies, which eould not be accepted.
