We love and venerate Mr. Clay for
his long and ardent services to his country. Our first
and last vote were freely and enthusiastically given
to him, with our ardent prayer that he might be elect-
ed to administer the affairs of our Government. And
although we hope we have defended him through a
Presidential campaign for the last time, yet we still
view him as the greatest man of the age.

But as we intend hereafter to view every man im-

partially, and to yield to every one the credit to which
he is entitled, we will proceed toepeak of this speech
as though we had no feeling upon the subject, and as
though Mr. Clay was no more than an ordinary man ;
and we hope our readers will endeavor to divest them-
selves of prejudice as much as we have.

The insecurity of .ife and property under Govern-
ments as unstable as those which have ruled Mexico
for a long period of time, has disgusted the more
peaceable disposed of the inhabitants; and we
may expect to sec d monstrations from several of the
departments for either an indcjendent existence, or
annexation to the United States. Tha peaceable pur-
suits of agriculture and commerce are directly mimi-
cal to the lawless pronunciamentos of successful gen-
erals, whose power depend on the insecure support of
a hireling soldiery. The two cannot twist in a coun-
try that has even the show of a republican form of
government, and the security extended to the mer-
chants and farmers by our armies, will go a great
ways, in confirming them in power, and the discoun-
tenancing of all attempts at revoulution.

Once let the benign influence of pure republican
laws bo extended over the benighted people of Mexi-
co their unappreciable blessings disseminated broad-
cast throughout the land, and the days and glories of
revolutionary heroes are numbered with the things of
the past. The people, in the exercise of their sover-
eign power, will bid the military despotism stay its
bloody work, that peace and plenty may be extended
over a smiling land. The fruitful vallies and plains
of Mexico will quicken under the impulse, into re-

newed life and vigor. Security to the laborer would
be afforded a sarf uaranty uttered -- u" ta merchant
that in the pursuit of gain and traffic, his goods will
not be confiscated by the tyrant of to-da- y, to battle
with the tyrant of w. Forced levies to re-

cruit the exhausted ranks of the army, battling for
what the mass has nothing to expect from, would
cease, and the power of the people be felt and acknowl-
edged. Such, in all human probabilities, will be a
portion of the results of the present war.

For our part, we hope that our armies will not be
withdrawn from Mexico until a stable government is
formed and firmly established. The enlightened spir-
it of the age demands it at our hands, and bids us
God speed in the good work. The unerring fingers of
destiny point to this result, and shall the puny efforts
of man arrest the glorious work, in its progress to
completion The blessings that will have flowed
from wise laws, and will continue to swell the tide of
our prosperity, should not be poseed with a selfish
spirit, but all who wish to drink of the pure waters
of freedom, should be welcomed as brothers in the
great work of regeneration.

We are not friendly to annexation, in the broad ac-

ceptation of the term, but we are in favor of infusing
stability into the government of Mexico. We wish
to tee the military power i f that country, which has
only served to oppress and degrade its crushed
with a strong hand; und the sovereign power rule in
its stead. S.ich we believe to be the desire of the
people of .Mexico, and we wish to see the protecting
