Sv.w Locomotive. A new and splendid locomo-
tive, with quite- - a new feature in construct!. n, from
ttie well known shop of Mr. M. W. 11 ihlwin, left this

'city on Friday last, destined for the .Madiscm and Iti- -:

diauap Iis Kailroad. And, as it is the intention of
ithat e nterprising company, by means of this engine.
to supply the place of stationary engines and horse
power, on inclined planes, we think it proper to give
a description of its construction, as it may be inter-
esting to many of our readers. It is a large and pow-
erful locomotive, placed upon eight driving wheels',
which are connected to a pair of inclined cvlinders,
fifteen and a half niches ju diameter, and twenty in-

ches stroke. There is also a driving cog-whee- l,

twelve and a half inches in diameter, for propelling
by a rack hid in the tn.ddle of the track the whole
length of the plane. This cog-whe- el ;s on the nuddle
of a shaft lying parallel to the axles of the drivm r--

els. and midway between the back and front end
of the engine, and, by a crank en each end of thc
shaft, is connected to a. pair of vertical cylinders, four-
teen and a half inches in diameter, ami fourteen in-

ches stroke. This haft is placed m a pair of strong
bearings, attached to the boiler and frame-wor- k of the
engine, and is raised sutfi.icntly from the rail., and
connects to the rack by an interfiled. ate wheel, twenty-ei-

ght inches ni diimeter, and whicii is capable of
being connected or disconnected instantaneously to or
from the rack, at the pleasure of the engineer, by
means of a fifth cylinder placed h 'nz"ntaliy on top o"f

the boiler ; nnd hy a crank and two rods it is connect-
ed the ends of the intermediate shaft. Ky admitting
steam into either end of this cylinder, the intermedi-
ate sdeift and wheel are raised or lowered, at the will
of the engineer, and will accommodate themselves to
the undulations: of the track. Tiie driving-sha- ft of the
twelve and half inch cog-whe- el is furnished with two
friction o- - brake-wheels- -, twenty inches in diameter,
by which the progress of the engine in ascendin" or
descending the plane can be instantaneously stopped
or graduated to any degree of velocity, at the pleasure
uf the engineer.

The machine was tried in tho yard of the work-
shop, in the preence of a number of practical engi-
neers, (previous to being shipped to its destination,)
upon a temporary track forthat purpose, nnd its per-
formance gave the highest satisfaction, being entirely
under the control of thc-- engineer. It may be started,
stopped, reversed, and the gearing raised "in or out of
the rac k at pleasure, w ithout a jar, and almost instan-
taneously. It was also shown that by putting the in-
clined cylinders in a backward motion, and the verti-
cal cylinders in a forward mution, the :renrin-- r would
cause the engine to slide forward i n the track, while
the eight driving wl.-e- ls were revolving without ef-
fect in a 1 ow.iward and backward motion, clearly
showing that by the above improvements the engine
w ill have tnore than double the tractiv- - power of any
engine cd' the same weight. The improvement is lyMr. Andrew Catheurt, of Alad.soti, Ind., formerly of
this city, and under whoso superintendence she was
built bv .Mr. M. W. Kaldwin.
