TELEGRAPHIC DESPATCHES.
A brief despatch yeslc-.r-d-u_v noon, bringe us some
news from the Utica Convention, at New York,

which was organized on the 22d. Samuel Young
was President of the Convention, assisted by eight

Vice Presidents. The Convention was sddressed by
Smith, Grosvenor, King, J. Van Buren and B. F. But-
ler; and great enthusiasm is said to have been mani-
fested by the audience. Mr. Butler read a letter
which had been addressed to Martin Van Buren, and
the reply of the ex-president. Mr. V. B. declared in
favor of the *‘free territory" issue; and approved of
the course of the Barnburners. e is said further to
declare that he cannot vote for either Cass or Taylor.
It wae thought that Mr. V. B. would be nominated as
the Independent candidate for the Presidency. Con-
vention adjourned to meet next day.

We receive this intelligence with many grains of
allowance, for the Telegraph is generally under the
control of whig clerke. We cannot believe that Mr.
Van Buren would accept such a nomination.

The Columbus, O., Liberty convention had nomi-
nated Hale for President, and King, of Ohio, for V.
P. Had not yet nominated a candidate for Governor.

(0" A despatch of last evening states that the
Utica Convention had nominated Martin Van Buren
for President, and Henry Dodge, of Wisconsin, for
Vice President.

Gen, Taylor's Opinions.

We have samething more positive, more to the point,
from Gen. Taylor on this exciting subject. In April, 1847,
the editor of the Cincinnati Signal sent to Gen. Taylor,
sn editorial article in which is the following :

“The only path of safety for those who may fill the
Presidential office, is to rest in the discharge of the Exec-
utive functions, and let the legislative will of the people
find utterance and enactment.

sbout to sssume the responsibility of framing the institu-
tions of the Pacific States. We have no fears for the
issue, if the arena of the high debate, is, the assemblies of
the people, and their representative halls. Te extension
over the continent beyond the Rio Grande, of the Ordi-
nance of 1787, 15 an object too high and permanent ie
be buffled by Fresidential vetoes.”

To the article from which the above extract is made,
Gen. Taylor responded, in a letler dated May 18, 1847,
scknowledging his * high opivion and decided spproval of
the views and sentimenite."”’

Here, it will be nouced, that Gen. Taylor decidediy ap-
proves of giving o the will and scts of Congress * force
and etfect,” unrestricted by kingly vetoes, and that 1o Ex-
ecutive veto should prevens the exiension of the Ordi-

nance of 1187 over newly acquired Mexican lerritory.
“Anr. 6. There ¢hall be neither slavery nor involun-

tary servitude in said territory, (territory north-west of
the (hio river,) otherwise than in the punishment of
crimes, whereof the party shall be duly convicted,” &e.
The veteran editor of the Cincinnati Gazette introduces
these extracts, as reliable proof, that Gen. Taylor ie not in

favor of the extension of slavery over the territory we ac-
quire from Mexico.—Ia. State Jour.

That i the game to eatch Abolition votes, to make
up fur the loss of Clay whigs.
