Mesrs. Editors Sip.?: I e iti your paper of April
Cth, a letter written by Gen. Z. Taylor, in answer to
one written him accompanying the resolutions of Capt.
Rousseau by John D. Delrce, editor of the State Journal.
That letter, I think, behooves every I loonier, at home or
abroad, to refute it ; for it bears upon its face, ns does his
report, incorrectness. I allude to the third and fourth para-
graph of that letter. In the third parapraph he says: "I
h ive orilv to say, thai nothing has been developed subse-
quently t; the date oflhat report, to cause me loch.inge it.''
And tili he gives discredit to the oaths of some J50 or 40
men, who most positively swore that they heard Col.
Howies give the order, some three r four times, to retieat ;
nnd yet he blames men for obeying orders. This i. not in
accordance with military discipline, for men are taught to
obey. He further says: "It was founded on my own per-
sonal observation." Now, as there is a God, and I ever
hope to appear before him, 1 declare that Gen. Taylor
was not within two miles of the battle-fiel- d when the iid
Indiana regiment went into action. Now, how tan he
make this assertion 4his own personal observation,"
when he was not on the field? If Indiana had been
without a general that day, or that general less active in
action, Gen. Taylor's report would have been different
from what it is : not that I to be that he
is jealous of Lane ; no, but that his sycophants and
millions that he had, and still has adhering to him and
Iiis caue, who hope by Miiooth talk and smooth resolu-
tions, to some day be able to feed on government pap
through him.
