by the Chippewa Indiana of llie. Mississippi arid lake Su-
perior in the treaty of August 2, 1S47, and the IMI.ijer
band of Chippewa Indians, in the treaty of August Iii,
1647, which may not be assigned to the Winnebago In-

dians, under the treaty with that tribe of October 13, ISMO,
and which is guarantied to contain not less than six hun-
dred thousand acres.

Article IV.
In further and full consideration nf eaid cession, the

United States agree to pay the mm of three hundred and
fifty thousand dollars, nt the several times, in the manner
and for the purposes lollowing, viz:

To the chiefs as soon after the me thai be appropri-
ated by Congress, as rnav b convenient to enable them to
arrange, and settle the affairs of their tribo preparatory to
their removal to the country set apart for, and given to
them as above, thirty thousand dollars.

To such personsof mixed blood, and in such proportion
to each, as tho chiefs inrouncil, and a commissioner to be
appointed by the President, filial! designate and determine,
and as soon after the nppropiiation thereof ns may be
found practicable and expedient, forty thousand dollais.

In such manner ami atiundi times as the PrrVideiit shall
prescribe, in consideration of their removing theme!ve,
which they agree to do, without further cost or expense to
the United States, twenty thousand dollars.

In such manner and at such times as the President shall
prescribe, in consideration of their subsisting themselves
the firet year after their removal, which tbev agree to do,
without further cost or expense on the part of the United
States, twenty thousand dollars.

To he laid out and applied, under the direction of the
President, iti the establishment of a manual labor school,
the erection of a griat and saw mill, and ether necessary
improvements in their now country, fifteen thousand dol-

lars.
To bo laid out and npplied, tinder the direction of tho

President, in procuring a suitable person to attend and car-
ry on the fttid grist and saw mill for a peiiod of fifteen
years, nine thousand dollars.

To be laid out and applied under the direction of the
President, in continuing and keeping up a blacksmith's
shop, and providing the usual quantity of iron and sleel
for t lie use and benefit of isaid tribe, fr a period of twelve
years, comtmmciiig with the year one thousand eight hun-
dred and tifiyseveii, nrid when all provisions for black-
smiths' hops under the treaty of loG bhall cease, eleven
thousand dollars.

To be set apart, applied, and distributed under the di-

rection d the President, in payment tit individual improve-
ments of tho tribe, upon the lands above ceded to tlm
United Suites, five thousand ilollurs.

And the bularire, amounting to the um of two hun-
dred thousand doll irs, to be p ud rer to the tribe, as In-!i.- :n

unnoiiie are required ( be p'id, in ten equal annual
instalment, commencing with the year one thousand
eight hundred and fifty seven . nod when their annuities
or annual instalment-- , under the treaty ot iS'Ui shall have
ceased.

Article V.
It i stipulated and agreed, that the eurn now invested

in stocks, under the Senate's amendment to the treaty of
l3ü, with the interest due thereon at tins time, hall be
and remain invested, under the direction ol the President,
and that the interest hereafter arising therefrom shall be
disposed of as follows : that is to ay, bo much therenf as
tnny be necessary to the support and maintenance of the
said manual labor school, and oilier means of education,
and the balance be annually paid over in money as other
annuities, or applied for the benefit and improvement of
said ti ihe as (he, Preoideut, on consultation with the chiefs,
tnav Irom time to lime determine.

To enable the said Indians to explore and examine their

new country, and as au inducement to uu early removal
thereto, it is agreed that the United States will pay the ne-

cessary expenses of a suitable delegation tobe elected tor
that purpose, under the direction of the President.

It is alleged that there wer less goods delivered to the

s;tid Indians nt the annuity payment of 1837 than were
due and required to be pud and delivered lo them under
the stipulations of their treaties with tlo United States
then in force; and it is thereforo agreed tint the subject
shall be properly imesiig '.ted, and that full indemnity

be m-ol- e to them for any loss which they rimy be
aliown to have sustained.

Article VIII.
It is agreed that the said Indians shall lie permitted, if

they desire to d o, to nmain on the I ttid hereby ceded
fr and during the period nf two years from llie ilnte hereof,
and until the President shall notify them that the name
ore WHitted.

ArtTicr.K IX.
It is stipulated that Kotiert (irignoti, who lias erected a

saw mill upon the l.i tie Wolfe river, at his own expense,
fr the benefit unci l the request of said Indians, shall
have the right of n pre-etnpl- lo thu lunds upon which
said improvement are situated, not exceeding in quantity
on both Hides of said river on hundred and sixty acres.

Article X.
This treaty t be binding n tho contracting parties as

soon as it is ratified by ihe President and Senate of the
United State.
