Stales upon the republic of Mexico, which are provided
for by the treatv letween said governments of the Uni-

ruary, and which may be presented to the said
board of commissioner, and to decide thereon according
t" the provision of the said treaty, and of the first and
fifth articlfs of the un rati tied convention concluded at the
citv of .Mexico, on the 20th day of November, 1S43.
