AN ACT to provide for the settlement of the aceounts of |

public officers ard others who may have received moneys |

ansiong from miilitary conluibutions, or olhetwise in Mex-

Be it enacled by the Sencte and House of Representalives |
of the United States of America in Congress assembled, That |
all moneys raised in Mexico by contubutions, or otheiwise, |
and received by any officer of the United States army, or
fnavy, shall be cha:ged against such otlicer, on the books of
the Tieasuiy Department, and accounted for by him in hike
manner, a5 if the moncys collected and recerved bad been |
drawn from the tiessmy of the United States ; and if any |
part of said woneys shall have been expended fur ol jects nat
usually embraced among those for which appiopriations are '
made for that bianch of the service to which the officer be-
longs. the sums so expended shall not be passed to the eredil
of 1he officer, except, iu the case of an officer uf the aimy,
on the certificate of the Secretary of War, that the amount
expended was properly disbuiced, and for the public service,
and. in case of any «fMicer « [ the navy, on a hike ceirtificate
of the Secretaiy of the Navy ; and on the adjusiment of the
accounts of the officer, if any balance shall appear 1o remain
in the bands of such officer, the <ame shall Le paid into the |
treasury of the Umited States for general purposes. And
sny such officer having such balance 1o his hands, who after
being duly requued, shall refase or neglect to pay over the
same, or who shall, alter due notice, fail to settle his ae- |
counts, shall be proceeded against in the same munner as is |
provided for by existinz Laws, in the case of disbursing offi- |
cers who negleet or 1efuse to account for mopeys diawn from |
the tieasaiy of th+ Uniled States.  And all moneys received |
by uny officer, errher as contiibutions or penalijes, or as in-
ternal azssessments and compensations granted by the munici- |
pal authorities, as well as all sums received by any offices or |
sgeut, acting as colleetar, shall be charged to, and accounted |
for, by such officer or agent, in the same mavner a8 in o her
cases provided by this section, |

Sgc. 2 And be it further enacted, That where an officer |
has had the supervision offthe collection of the miliraiy con-
tributions at any of the poits in Mexico, and has, at the same
time, exeicised civil functions, under the tempoiay govein-
ment there e<tablished, or wheie an officer or other person
shall have performed the duties of collectors at suech ports,
such officer or peison shall be allowed a compensation which
shall be as:im:lated in amount, as neatly as may be, inelus
ding the reguiar pay and emo luments of such otlicer to that |
alluwed by existing laws 10 officers of the customs in the
United States where the tservices are similar in smount and
importance : such allowance, in all cases, to be determined
by the Piesident of the United States. And all officers of
the army and other peisons in public employment, who have
received payment for their services in collecting, keeping, or |
