stoppage of supplies of any kind for the rebellious |
Btates, at Cairo. The same order has been given
&t other points on the Ohio river where custom
officas wre located. This subject was made a
question for discussion in the House yesterday, in
counection with a proposition for the enactment |
of some Jaw for the relief of debtors. [t waa
arzuel by the friends of the propesition, that it
was unfalr to deprive the farmer, the manufacta- |
rer and the mechanic of the markets which they
have relisd upon for the sale of the products of |
their labor and yet permit the laws for the en- |
furcement of the collection of debts to remain in |
full force against them. If deprived of a market |
thair resources are cut off aad they are unabla
meet their obligations. In such a case it is evi-
dently unjust to compel a debtor to sacrifice hus
proparty. [f we tax his patriotism to the exteat
of depriving him of his market for the sale of his

products, it is certainly unfair and ungenerous on
the part of the State to deny him the reliafl within

its power. The stoppage of supplies will operate
with peculiar hardship upon the citizens of south-
ern Indiana, and those of the middle part of the
State will also feel its effects. They are perfoctly
willing to yield implicit obedience to the policy of
the Government, but they insist that the Govern i
ment shall at the same time protect them from the
sacriice of forcel sales of property. We are nut
prepared to say what the remedy should be, or
its extent, but some measure of relief should
be granted. It has been suggested that the func-
tions of judwial officers in civil cases shall be
suspended for a limited period, so the people of
the State may haye an opportunity to adapt them-
seives to the new condition of affairs. If the
collection of debts in enforced under preseut cir-
custances thousands will be ruined, while if time
is extended to them, they may be able to work
throozh, pay their debts and save their property.
This matter is worthy of consideration. We re

The Preparantions Sounth,

All the indications South point to the acenmu-
Iation und concentration of very large numbers
of soldiers in the neizhborhoosd of Richmond.
Passengers represent the whole South as in mo
tion, but some allowance must be made for ex
aggeration by persons not aceustomed to the
movements of troops, or nble always to estimate
their numbera. [t is evident, however, that the
South is prepating largely for the strugpie, amd
that it will not lack soliliers. Over 70,000 men,
the Richmond Enguirer says, have responded to
Gov. Letcher’s eall.  In Alabama there are 5,000
men ready for the field. 7,000 men are ready for
action in South Carolina, with a reserve force of
12,0080, Mississippi has sent down her guota.
From Georgia we have no direct intellizence, and
the Lousiana men ave mostly at Pickens. It is
eaid, however, that there is wn organized force in
the Conlederate Stutes of 100,000 men, of which
60,000 can be concentrated in eight days at any
point on the Northern horder.  These statements
are made in Southern journals, and it would not
be safe to entirely discredit them. Thedream of
possessing Washington still hnunts the minds of
the more rabid rebels, and possibly they may be
mad enough to make thenttempt vet, though the
ve<ult, in the present state of preparation to re-
ceive, can scarcely be doubtful. The Federal
Government hns no doubt as reliable information
of the rebel force ss ean be procured, and the
military sagacity of Scott is mot likely to be de
ceived — Philadelphia Ledger.
