{Old Point Comfort,) and across the chaanel
from that fort. It is about eight miles
from Norfolk-—from which place it is approached
by iand. Thesecessionists have erected a trouble-
some masked battery at this point, mounted with
rifle cannon. Sewell's Point commands Hamp-
ton Roads, and the channel at the mouth of
James river, snd mounted with effective guns, it
would enable the rebels to dispute with Captain
Sratxauan’s blockading fleet, the navigation ol
that river.

Practically Defunct.
Wa do not know whetber the Journal intends

1o enapliment or ridicule the Governor in its oc
casional apologies for the short comings of his
Lxeellency; but whether in jest or earnest, it often
makes a telling thrust upon that distinguished
individual.

There can not, in language, be a much severer
criticism wpon a public fanctionary than is con-
tained in the above exiract, and what givesit
pungency and appositeness is the fuct that a large
uamber of the political associates of the Gover-
uor feel every word of it. Whether the Journal
iz the organ of that portion of the Republican
party and therefore gives expression to its views,
or gives them utterance to pay up some private
Jeélns or disappointments of its own, we can not
say, but in either contingency it hits the mail
plump on the head. We could not say half as
hard things of the Governor, if we should try,
snd we have no disposition to strike a man who
*“is pmctieally no more,” mentally embowelled
and morslly annibilated. He rather deserves our
commiseration than censure, when thus stricken
down in the bouse of his friends.

We allude this morning to some of the
short-comings of the “practically no more”
Governor, for the purpose of defending some
of the lesding Republicans of the State, who
fave been assailed by the Journeal for not hold-
ing up the arms of the Governor, in the sore
trials through which he has recently passed in
managing the pmublic affairs of the State. In an
article a few duys ogo in that print, or the Gover-
nor, through that medium, complained most bit-
terly that none, or but very few, of the prominent
men of the Republican party proffered their coun-
s¢l and services to His Excellency, in the unex-
pected duties and difficulties which had been
foreed upon him.

And couou it be expecieu thut those men
would tender their connsel without knowing that
it was desired Ly His Excellency? Has any
prominent man in the State refused to advise the
(Governor as to his duty and the interests of the
State, whenaver such advice was solicited? We
think not. The Gavernor's compiuints then fall
to the ground as unworthy of notice.

But is the Governor faultless? A few days
ago, distinguished representatives from other
States were upon a visit to the eity, to consult
wjuts the general welfare. Were the leading men
of our own State invited to attend that confer-
ence? Did Governor Morros manifest any
delicacy or doubt as to his ability to fully repre-
sent Indiana in that council? There is no evi-
dence that be Jdid, and that he had full confidence
in himself, is evidenced by the fact that he es
chewed the counsel of the leading men of the
State. He did more than this. He failed in that
vourtesy to the prominent citizens of Indiana to
which they were justly entitled. But whether this
slight was through design or ignomnce it is not
ior us to say. Seusator TrumsviL was here,
{rom [linois. So was Senator Laxe of our own
State. The former gentlewan was invited to par-
ticipate in the council of the Governors, and was
shown the amenities due to his station, while the
latter gentleman was left out in the cold. And
uhis slight or indifference upon the part of Gov
ermnor Montos to the leading men of his own
State was general—not special. We presume it
is these facts that induced the Journal to announce
with bffter sarcasm that our distinguished Gover
nor “is practically no more,” that “mentally he
has been eviscerated,” and ‘‘morally he has been
unnihilated.” Well may His Excellency exclaim,
from such friends as the Joarnal, “Good Lord
deliver us.” '

Mrerivg of THE Grasxp LopGe.—The Grand
Lodge of the State of Indiana commenced yester-
day at the Grand Lodge Hall. The representa-
tiou (rom the subordinate Lodges was as full as

usual on the first day of the annual communica-
tion. The Grand Master, Judge Downey, deliv-
ered his address, which was listened to with
murked attention. We give below the introduc.
tory portion of the address, in which he alludes to
the existing difficulties in the country, and refers
to the Masonic law bearing upon the subject. Itis
well worthy of a careful and attentive perusal.
Brothren of the Grand Lodge:

We are again itteel to meet in annual
communication; for which, and fur the other
blessings bestowed upon us, we should be grate-
ful to the supreme Rcler. When we separated a
year peace snd quiet prevailed in all the land.
Though evil had been predicted of our Govern-
ment, at various periods, and a dissolution of the
Union foretold, no one anticipated that the state
of things which now exists would so soon be upon
us. Then vur nation was united and us
at home and res and honored abroad.
The husbandmin, ¢e mechanic, the merchant
and the professional man were engaged in the
profitable pursuits of their various vocations. Ag-
riculture, commerce and the arta were flourishing
as had not at any prior period in our coun-
try's history. The Union which had been formed
by our futhers, and cemented with their blood,
was regarded by us as a priceless heritage, which
was not to be surrendered up without the most

ent necessity. We were wont to regard our-

ves as W bervond the period of
war and bl , and as being under the milder

dominion of reason and philesophy.

Now, how changed thescene! Thousands and
tens of thousands of our fellow citizens ol the
United States are in arms, prepared for deadly
conflict. They have abandoned the peaceful
parsuits of lile—their plows, their shops, their
counting rooms, and their offices to engagein the
contest. Even the union of the States and the
perpetuity of ‘the Natiomal Government are
threatened with destruction by one portion of the

confederacy.

And why is all this? Askour brethren of the
South and you will receive for answer, that they
have been deprived of their constitutional rights
in the Union. Ask the North and they will tell
you that they have not denied, and do not wish
to ;I‘eny to the South any of their constitutional
rights.

In this state of the case how forcibly does the
guestion suggest itsell to every patriot and phi-
lanthropist; why are not some measures taken,
in a peaceful way, to ascertain and secure these
rights, and thus to avoid the shedding of fra-
ternal blood? As provision is made in the organic
law of the nation for its own amendment, why not
resort to that remedy? Ifit requires amendment
to adapt it to the present position and wants of
the country, why not amend it? If it has fallen
into misinterpretation, why not correct it in a

ful way? Why do our bLrethwen in the
m take up arms against us as their enemies,
before they have asked us, or given us an oppor.
tunity, in A constitmtional way, to reason with
them, and assure them of our disposition to do
them no wrong?

How mueh of misrepresentition and unfounded
prejudice exist, may, in part, be seen from the
fuct that the people on the borders of the freeand
slave States are even now, comparatively, at a
good understanding. They mingle together and
understnd each 's sentiments and purposes,
while the farther yon go from the borders the
maore intense become he feelings of enmity and
hostility, So certal am I that most of these
troubles result from misrepresentation and mis.
understanding, and so much do I know of the
feelings and purposes of the people on the bor
ders of the free and slave States, that if they
could be the arbiters between the contending
parties, they wounld satisfactoniy adiust every
real cause of difference in twenty-four hours’

What are the duties of Masons in Indisna, un-

who ever flourished in times of peace.”

S0, too, the initiate is solemuly charged that in
the state he is to be a quiet and peaceable sub-
ject, true to his government and_ just to hiz coun-
try, that he is not to countenance disloyalty or
rebellion, but patiently submit Lo legal authority,
und contorm with cheerfulness to the government
of the countrs in which he lives.

As an orginization we do not discuss or decide

litieal guestivus. We do not, as such, engage
in wars, eivil or foreign. But as individuals we
have not given up the fresdom of speech, nor the
right of judging and acting for ourselves. nor are
we deprived of the privilege, or exempt from the
auty of obedience and loyalty 1o the government
under which we live.

Notwithstanding the explicit declamtions re.
ferred to, enjoining obedience and lovalty upou
Masons, it is not to be denied that there may be
circumstances under which it would be their privil-
ege and duty to resist. Should the Government
become a tyranny, and destroy the rights which
it cught to protect; should redress be sought in
the proper manuver and denied, and should a re-
sort to resistence and revolution be the only
means of relief, he would be a cravin, and unfit
for a Mason, who would not resist.

May 26, 1561. )
Dxan Sexrmiven:—Heat and the musquitoes
have been the themes of much complaint within
the past few days, and both seem to Le on the
increase, especially the latter. Had we such
weather as this always our tents would be useless,
us they are almost tensntless of evenings now.
The boys find they can obtain a better night's
rest rolled up in their blankets beneath = tree
than in o teut. The musquitoes are large and in
abundance—none of your little White River mus-
guitnes, that come argund your ears as if loth to
take bold, but of the regular Zouave kind—they
come st you in regiments on the “double guick,”
and with blood-thirsty appetites that causes one

to go efter them on the “‘double quick.” Stop-
ping boats, searching them, and ualoading such
as are contrnband goods, has become so common
that it is of but little interest to any but those de-
tailed for that purpose. All that pass either way,
however, are stopped and thoroughly examined.
All manner of reports get into circulation through
the small towns up and down the river. One
young fellow arrived here on Friday from some
village up the river, with sorrowiul countenance
n search of the lifeless bodics of friends whom
he supposed to have been killed or drowned on
board the Eugene. The report had reached him
that we had fired into the Eugene and sunk her,
and that sbout twenty-five lives were lost. He
seemed to be well pleased to learn that there was
not one word of truth in it, and that we were not
such a heartless set of fellows as he supposed.

Ou Friday evening a number of the citizens of
Evuusville gave us a pick-uick supper, consisting
of well filled baskets of cake aud other delicacies.
Your humble servant acknowledges the receipt of
a box of sardines from the handsof a fuir one.
Don't keow whether anything was meant or not.

Major Wood sent in his resignation on Friday
evening, and started for Washington on Satur
day, to take the ‘Fmidon of a Lieutenant in the
regulararmy. No election has been held yet to
fill the vacancy. It is impossible to say who will
be the fortunate man, as there are many aspiring
eandidates,

Saturday evening the City Greys' quarters were
enlivened by the arrival of their much esteemed
friend, Charley Russell, with one or two other In
dianapolis boys. They were the bearers of many
kind words und letters from “the dear ones at
home.” To-day we have had the largest crowd
of visitors of any day yet. Some services were
held at 1 o'clock, conducted by Rev. Mr. White,
who was favored by a large audience, including
many ludies from the city. To wirness the wa-
vering crowd as they promenaded thruugh. the
camp, inspecting our quarters, strongly reminded
one of the State fairs.

Quite a serious accident occurred this afternoon,
which resulted in the shooting of a man hy the
name of Harper, from Indiznapolis, The partic-
ulurs are s follows: A squad of some half-doz.
en of Capt Fahnestock's company werein front of
their quarters, going throngh the fancy Zouave
drill of falling and shooting, for the amusement of
the erowd, when a man by the name of Abrams
went into his tent for his musket to join them, but
by mistake took the gun of another, which was
loaded, and while lying upon his belley, at the
word “*fire,” diachn.rgod his piece, the ball passing
through the arm of his comrade, Harper. It en-
tered just at the elbow and came out about three
inches below. Fortunately it did not strike the
bone, but rud along beside it, making a hor-
rible looking flesh wound, but one which
the physicians declare will not reguire
amputation. The bull, after passing through the
arm, struck the cap on the head ot a small boy,
who was sitting close by, tearing the cap so close
to his head as to even cut the hair. It seems
almost miraculous that there were not others
hurt, asthe muskets were pointed directly to-
ward the crowd.

A Chapter of History==-lirigin of Se«
cession.

In 1803, on the purchase of Louisiana, the fol-
lowizg resolution was passed by the Massachusetts
Legislature:

** Resolved, That the annexation of Louisiana to
the Union, transcends the coustitutionsl power of
the Government of the United States. It forms
a new Confederacy, to which the States united by
the former compact are not bound to adhere.™

The Government is here prunounced a compact
between the States, and from it the right of se.
cession or withdrawal for just cause, results as a
necessary logical deduction.

In 1811, on the bill for the admission of Louisi
ana as a State, Josiah Quincy, Sr., said, and af-
ter being called to order, committed his remarks
to writing :

“If this bill passe, it ia my deliberate opinion
that it is a virtual dissolution of the Union, and
that it will free the States from their moral ob-
ligations, and as it will be the right of all, so it
will be the duty of =ome definitely to prepare for
a separation, amicably if they can, violently if
they must.”

John Quiney Adams, in describing the Federal
Disunionists of Massachusetts, says among other
reasons for dissolving on the annexation of Lou- |
iziana, was the following: i

*“That it was oppressive to the interests and |
destructive to the influence of the Northern sec- |
tion of the Confederacy, whose right and duty it |
was therefore to secede from the body politic, and |
to constitute one of their own.” |

Wa on this side are disposed to take a very
grave and dispassionate view of the American
quarrel. If we were somewhat indignant at the
fell celerity with which the seceded States rushed
into violence, perhaps we have also begun to sus-
pect that in the cause they were ready to maintain
unto death there might be more than we had
thought of. So we wish it were possible that
England ur some other great power might arbi-
trate in this unnatural conflict, and we all feel
sure that the matter might be arranged. People |
are apt to think so in a guarrel which is not their
own. In this case there are suggestions so obvious,
as they seem to us, that they have only to be
offered and they are sure 1o be adopted. A refep-
ence, 4 territurial division at once, a mixed com- |
mission—anything seems better than the barbar- |
ous ordeal of mutual construction, in order to
find out, not which ia the most in the right, but I
which is the strongest. But vain our compassion |
and our wishes. America has declared, and no one
could doubt it, that she will not abide the arbi-
tration of any power, much less one of the Old
World.

‘hus tar the war is one out of all precedent
and beyond all calculation. At this moment itis
impossible to say what is its object and how it is
to be conducted. The reduction of the seceded
States is an almost inconceivable idea.  The ter-
ritory is immense, the country difficult, the cli-
mate unhealthy, and the population twelve mil
lions. Even if we could suppose a Republican
army of 50,000 men making good its passage
from Baltimore to the Gull of Mexico, in the
face of every difficuity, several such armies
might accomplish the feat, and vet leave the
question as they found it. The effect, and even
the possibility of a blockade, a stoppage of sup-
plies, or an embargo upon duties, has yet to be
seen. As for the slave populat.on, there is not
the smallest symptom of their disaffection, or of
their wish to leave their masters en masse. Here
and there it is likely enough that a sullen slave
who has quarreled with his master, or one who
really is in the hands of a tyrant, or one con-
scious of a figure and qualities worthy of free-
dom, may be ready to serve an opportunity of
escape. But the present is an affair, not of
individuala, but of millions. So  what
chunce is there of any result to be obtained
from the war, ualess thie possession of the Capi.
tal be a result worth considerisg? That, in
fact, is the contest at this moment, Itis a
contest for the dead body of Patrocius; for the
Holy Places; for a name, for a prestige, not fora
reality. 1If we suppose the Northern States vic
torious in several battles, they are left with 300,
000 men in possession of a worthless site in an
enemy’s country. While these 200,000 are locked
up there, and sustained by immense efforts and
at an intolerable expense, the Southern States
may be steadily pursuing their own course of se
cession, self government and consolidation.
With the single exception of the capital, not a
fort, not an arsenal, not a yard, not a ship, not a
bit of wood or stone will be left the Federal Gov-
ernment in the seceding States. If, too, their
commerce should be at the mercy of the Northern

rivateers, that is a game in which the Northerns

ave most to lose, and the balance must be ever
against the richer. The Government now at
Washington, if still there, and, if' it be there, sup-
posing it still free to act, must have these con-
giderations before it. We know not how it can
escape the conclusion that such a war is contrary
to the very rules of war, seeing that it has no ob-
ject. A day may throw light on the struggle,
and show that the vast efforts of the Northern
States are not to be lavished in vain, and all that
noble blood spent like water. We only reason
upon what we see and know, and we are driven
to the conclusion that thus far these thirty mil-
lions of our own flesh and blood are fighting for

a shudow.
