Cam Correspondence I lie Surprise
at Pltilllppa Incident connected
therewith "The Blood)- - Mnfh."

Philuita, V., June 3, 1861.

Dear Sentinel: Since I wrote you from Graf
ton we hare had a most delightful season. It was
arranged by Colonels Kelley, Irwine and Milroy
hat we should proceed to this place on the night

of the first inst., anil capture the secession forces
assembled here, to the number of as we
learned after my last. As soon as the news
reached the boys, they were all on the qui cite

the chase. Sick men suddenly got well; old
men young, and all enthusiastic for the fray. I
remember some instances that may service as
samples of 'he rest. Captain Pattou's company
was detailed as our camp guard on that evening,
and of course could not go along with us. When
informed of our expedition, these men begged
permission to go with us, and many of them
wept when informed they could not go. The
captain himself ran round the camp endeavoring

exchange places with some of the rest, and
offered all his wages for the campaign to boot,

could find no takers; and at last sunk down
sullen disappointment, accepting his fate as a

necessity. Another instance occurred in Captain
Cameron's company. When the hour of starting

half past six o'clock P. M. arrived, and the
company was ordered to fall in, some of them
grumbled, because they had not yet obtained their
rations for the expedition. The captaiu promptly
informed those who complained of insufficient
supplies, that it he heard any more complaint, the
men who made it should stay in camp. This
cured the grumblers, all of whom promptly rushed
into the ranks, and from that moment wore hap

countenances. The regiment then formed
and marched from Camp Milroy to Grafton,
where we halted nnd were ordered back to camp,

the infinite dissatisfaction of the eager soldiers.
But a few words of explanation satisfied them
that it was all right. The explanation was sim-
ply this: General Morris had arrived after the
three Colonels had determined on the expedition,
aud it was but proper that he should have time to
inform himself in regard to its feasibility, for he
would necessarily have to bear the responsibility

the affair. All knew this, and all were satis
fied;

Weary and sad of heart we laid down and slept,
the weary only sleep. In the morning we

arose, ate breakfast, mounted guard, and had a
serious accident, namely : the accidental discharge

s gun, which seriously wounded two men ot
Captain Segur's company, one in the arm, the
other in the leg. Just as the wounds were dres-
sed we were ordered to fall iu, and to go aboard

the cars and start forthwith for Phillippa. We
startetl, and arriving at Grafton, we were joined

the Virginia and Ohio regiments, and started
the Baltimore and Ohio R;dlroad for Evans

ville a point marked on the diagram I send vou
the field of operations. From that point we

started for Phillippa by the circuitous route I
have indicated in pencil the distance being near
thirty miles. Al er making about twenty, we
bivouacked, without either tents or blankets, in

open meadow. The grass being very wet. and j

the rain falling in torrents, we had no comfort
during our stay. At 1 o'clock in the morning we
arose and set forward on a march ot ten mile,
over the worst roads, both as to mud and hills
and stones, that I ever saw. We made the dis-

tance by daylight the Virginia regiment in the
van, the Ohio in the center, and the 9th Indiana

the rear. Just before turning the hill upon the
town there was a full halt, during which our ar
tillery commenced firinfrfrom the hill on the road
toward Webster. This was the sicnal for a gen
eral assault, and never was signal more welcome
than the howl of the balls from the guns

our friends. I counted the time from
the flash of the M till the renort bv im
pulse, which waa steady; and determine ! that the
battery was little more than a mile distant from
us. The Virginia regiment was to have crossed
the hills back of the town, and seize the road to
Beverly, so as to intercept the passage of the '

small fields by fences. Lieut. Weimer, of Capt.
Dunn s 'Logansport) companv, threw down these
fences to facilitate the advance of our regiment, '

and our brave Colonel looking every inch a hero
and being all be seemed led on the column.
Betet did regular troops advance with greater
regularity or confidence than did the true hearted
bovs of the Ninth Indiana. "Forward ' forward !

double quick march !" was the command; and
notwithstanding their hunger, sleepiness, and ex-
haustion from a thirty miles march, they respond-
ed to the command in a style equal to the best ef
forts of your holiday soldiers who do the fancy
part of war at home. Captain Moody, whose
company had been selected to act specially as a
skirmishing party on the occasion, led the column
in the coolest and most gallant style possible. I
was proud of him, and his officers and men
all of whom manifested a courage and coolness
worthy of the glorious cause for which thev
sought the fray. Near the top of the hill Lieut.
Weimer procured a horse, a 1 Joshed forward )

over the hill and down the other ttihX Just as he
got on the top, where I arrived .bout the same
MM, the retreating forces of the traitors fired at j

him, and the balls whistled over our heads. Down
the hill he dashed, and into the town, where he
obtained the traitor flag, and brought it back to
the Regiment afterwards. In the meantime our
whole force was sweeping down the hill; and,
seeing Col. Dumont's Regiment sweeping through
the town in perfect order, after the retreating col-
umns of the foe. Col. Milroy ordered three cheers
for the gallant 7th Regiment and its Colonel, to
which a response was promptly given in a style
befitting the glorious occasion. We pursued the
foe to the woods, where we halted from mere ex-
haustion, aud returned to town. In the pursuit I
found a splendid blanket, which came in good
play, as I had left my own at Camp Milroy, and j

had none. Some flying son of one of the ' first
families" had flung it away in his terror.

I was on top of the hill in time to see the gal- -

loft Vi ginians close with the rear guard of the
enemy. They were led by Col. Kelley in person,
who was shot through the right lung just as he
came up with the traitors. I saw him fall, and
his men carry film back to town. Dr. New, of
our city the Surgeon of Col. Dumont's Regi
merit dressed his wound, thus doing the first
surgery required from hostile action in our cam- -

paign. The State has cause to be proud of such
a man as Dr. New, who was in the thickest of
the fray, as ready to meet the dangers of the po- -

sition as to share its honors. The wounded Col.
may recover, but it is doubtful. God grant he
may, for a nobler man never drew a sword!
Another one of his men was shot through the
thigh i dangerous wound.

I am unable to speak of the features of the
march of the 6th and 7th regiments of our vol-
unteers from Webster to this place, but am told it
was bravely done. It would give your readers no
idea of the hardships of any march made among
these mountains, to inform them of the number
of miles passed over. They must know, what is
impossible for them to think of without personal
observation, the character of the roads, before
they can know what these brave men overcame
in their passage. Col. Dumont speaks of the
march as one of great difficulty, and his expe-
rience in Mexico makes his judgment worthy of
regard. He led his regiment with great spirit aD
enthusiasm. At the top of the hill, near when:
the cannon of our army was posted, he was firm
on by the out posts of the enemy, which were o.
course driven in before his advancing columns.
As soon as the artillery opened on the rebe'.s he
marched down the hill to the town, the bal.s of
our cannon passing over the heads of his troops,
and poured them across the bridge through the
in.llu bticrt. tinliua their lon; niirch
they swept forward with great rapidity in pursuit
of the flying rebels. Col. Dumont 'leading his
regiment in person, and cheering them forward in
the most gallant style. He followed them near
five miles into the country, captured several
baggage wagons richly loaded, a horse or two and
a splendid pair of epaulett of a Major General.
With these trophies of his success and courage
along with him, T met him on his return just as I
was raising the American flag over the quarters
of the gallant Kelley. The Col. is now in com-
mand of this post, being the senior Colonel of our
forces. He is just getting the place in order, a
necessary thing, for the troops have committed
some excesses that are not to be tolerated.

It is now June the 4th, and I have passed the
last night with our most advanced outpost on the
road to Beverly, without blanket, tent or any
other comfort except the consciousness of a good
ciuse ano just wisnes ior its success. We shall
probably pursue the enemy to that place to morrow,

when I hope they will stand long enough to
get the thrashing we have laid up for them.
